2009 Midwest Buck Test Treatment Protocols

Please note that bucks exhibiting signs of the following will be rejected at check in: soremouth, hoof rot/scald, caseous lymphadenitis (CL), epididyimitis, ringworm, pinkeye, enteritis/coccidiosis, or FAMACHA scores of 4 or 5.

Soremouth

Prevention 

· Goats require veterinary inspection and health papers prior to arrival

· Inspection of goats on day of arrival; infected goats refused entry.

Diagnosis

· Lesions on lips, nostrils, ears, eyelids, teats, or underside of tail.

· Unwillingness to eat – check pharynx for lesions.

Treatment 

· Let disease run its course.

· Treat secondary infections as necessary.

· Provide supportive therapy (hand feeding) if necessary to individual goats

· All handlers wear gloves.

Foot rot/scald
Prevention

· Goats require veterinary inspection and health papers prior to arrival.

· Inspection of goats on day of arrival; infected goats refused entry.
· Hooves must be trimmed within one week of arrival or owners will be required to trim hooves upon arrival.
· Hooves disinfected with copper napthenate (Kopertox or equivalent) at check-in.
Diagnosis

· Limping on one or more feet.
· Inspect hooves.

· Odor and appearance of hoof:  look for separation of the hoof wall from the claw or infection (redness) between claws.
Treatment 

· Trim hooves to remove rot.

· Treat all bucks in the same pen with 10% zinc sulfate footbath.

· Severe cases may receive Micotil or Draxxin
Conjunctivitis and keratoconjunctivitis (pink eye)

Prevention

· Goats require veterinary inspection and health papers prior to arrival.

· Inspection of goats on day of arrival; infected goats refused entry.

Diagnosis 

· Discharge from eye(s).

· Cloudy eye(s).

Treatment 

· Put affected goat in isolation/treatment pen until symptoms resolve

· Treat infected eye(s) with Terramycin eye ointment BID

· If multiple goats are affected, give LA 200, 4.5 ml/100lbs, SQ, Q1d to reduce carriage rate

Respiratory complex

Prevention

· Goats require veterinary inspection and health papers prior to arrival.

· Inspection of goats on day of arrival; infected goats refused entry.

· ***All arriving goats will receive an injection of (Draxxin) upon arrival to the test facility – 1cc/50lbs 

Diagnosis 

· Take temperature of any goat with a nasal or eye discharge and labored breathing.

Treatment 

· If temperature is above 104 F, put goat in isolation/treatment pen

· Treat with antibiotics; Draxxin –  1cc/50lbs

· Treat for inflammation/fever; Banamine, 1 ml/100lbs, IM, SID 3 days

External abscess

Prevention

· Goats require veterinary inspection and health papers prior to arrival.

· Inspection of goats on day of arrival; infected goats refused entry.

Diagnosis 

· Detection of abscess on any part of the body.
Treatment

· Open abcess outside of building in a non-pasture area.

· Put goat in isolation/treatment pen.
· Sample abscess and take to State Lab for microbiological testing.

· Clean abscess and flush with 7% iodine.

· If abscess is negative for CL and responsive to penicillin, administer Procaine penicillin, 3 ml/100 lbs, sq, QD for 3-5 days depending on response.

· Return goat to herd.

· If abscess is negative for CL and not responsive to penicillin, identify infective organism sensitivity and treat accordingly.

· A negative abscess may require additional lancing and flushing with 7% iodine depending upon size.

· If abscess is positive for CL goat must be picked up by owner or taken to sale barn.

Ear Tag infections

Diagnosis 

· Sensitive/swollen ear.

· Discharge around ear tag site.

· Abscess around tag site.

Treatment

· Remove ear tag if necessary and record number.

· Spray affected area with Blue Kote.

· Administer procaine penicillin, 3 ml/100 lb SID, sq, for 3 days if goat has fever and/or the entire ear is swollen.

Scours

Prevention 

· Feed contains a coccidiostat

Diagnosis 

· Liquid feces.

· Soiled rear end or hocks.

· Take rectal temperature.

· Check FAMACHA© and fecal egg count data to determine need for deworming.

Treatment 

· Based on FEC and if FAMACHA score is 3, 4, of 5, administer injectable moxidectin (10 mg/ml = 1% solution), 1 ml/110 lbs, sq; OR levamisole drench, Prohibit brand (dissolve one 52 gram packet in one gallon of water) drench 45 ml/100 lb 

· Administer antibiotic (spectomycin) Spectam® Scour-Halt™, 2 ml orally BID for 3 days if temperature is above 104°F.

· Coccidiosis treatment: albon 25mg/lb firs day then 12.5 mg for 5 days.

· If goat is lethargic and off-feed, provide supportive therapy (hand feeding).

Haemonchosis (Barberpole worm infection)
Prevention

· Goats dewormed upon arrival with injectable moxidectin (10 mg/ml = 1% solution), 1 ml/110 lbs, sq AND levamisole drench, Prohibit brand (dissolve one 52 gram packet in one gallon of water) drench 45 ml/100 lb 
· Weighing, FAMACHA©, and body condition scoring every 21 days. (If we have someone who can do the FAMACHA scoring)
Diagnosis 

· Anemia, as evidenced by FAMACHA score.

· Edema (bottle jaw).

· Weight loss.

· Loss of body condition.

· Rough hair coat.

· Lethargy.

Treatment 

· FAMACHA© scores of 4 or 5:  administer injectable moxidectin (10 mg/ml = 1% solution), 1 ml/110 lbs, sq; OR levamisole drench, Prohibit brand (dissolve one 52 gram packet in one gallon of water) drench 45 ml/100 lb 
· FAMCAHA© scores of 3 and if body condition score is poor, weight loss has occurred, FAMACHA© score has deteriorated, bottle jaw is present, or a significant percentage of the goats have poor FAMACHA© scores:  administer moxidectin OR levamisole (same as above)
· Bottle jaw:  administer moxidectin OR levamisole (same as above)
· Isolate and provide supportive care to parasitized goats that are lethargic and off-feed.

Lice

Prevention 

· Treat all goats on arrival and repeat 14 days later  ( Cylence (Bayer)
Diagnosis

· Observation of hair loss.

· Detection of lice.

Treatment

· Cylence (Bayer)

Ringworm

Prevention

· Goats require veterinary inspection and health papers prior to arrival.

· Inspection of goats on day of arrival; infected goats refused entry.

Diagnosis

· Observation of lesions.

Treatment

· Spray with Blue Kote.

Listeriosis (circling disease)

Prevention

· No moldy or wet feed.

Diagnosis

· Observation of neurological symptoms:  circling, head pressing

Treatment

· Put affected goat in isolation/treatment pen.

· Administer thiamine 10 mg/lb, IM, SID for 2 days

· Administer Banamine 1 ml/100lbs, IM, SID for 2 days

· Treat with high doses of antibiotic -  6ml procaine penicillin/100 lbs, sq, Q6H until symptoms disappear. Stomach tubing or drenching may be necessary to keep hydration and nutrient levels high enough.

· The TAC may require removal of the buck from the test depending on the severity of its condition.
Polioencephalomalacia (polio)

Prevention

· Bucks should be accustomed to concentrated feed prior to the test

Diagnosis

· Observation of neurological symptoms – star gazing

· Blindness.

· Response to thiamine injection(s).

Treatment

· Thiamine (100mg/ml) injections 4.5 ml/100 lbs Q6H for 24 hours

· Administer Banamine 1ml/100lbs, SID

· The TAC may require removal of the buck from the test depending on the severity of its condition.
Tetanus

Prevention

· Goats are required to have received at least one vaccination for Clostridium tetani prior to arrival at test site, and an additional booster given on day of arrival.

Diagnosis

· Stiffness observed.

· Rigidity observed.

· Response to tetanus anti-toxin.

Treatment

· Put affected goat in isolation/treatment pen.

· Administer tetanus antitoxin.

· Administer Procaine penicillin 6 ml/100lbs, BID for four days.

· Look for wound, remove scabs and clean with soapy water. 

· The TAC may require removal of the buck from the test depending on the severity of its condition.
Enterotoxemia
Prevention

· Goats are required to have received at least one vaccination for Clostridium perfringins type C & D prior to arrival at test site, and an additional booster given on day of arrival.

· Good hygiene 
Diagnosis
· Sudden death
· Diarrhea
Treatment
· Put affected goat in isolation/treatment pen
· Administer Clostridium perfringins type C&D anti-toxin 15 ml SQ BID until symptoms disappear
· Administer procaine penicillin 3 ml/100lb, sq, BID
· The TAC may require removal of the buck from the test depending on the severity of its condition.

Bloat

Prevention

· Bucks should be accustomed to concentrated feed prior to the test

Diagnosis

· Off feed

· Distension of abdomen, particularly on left side

· Uncomfortable; stretching movements

Treatment

· TheraBloat (poloxalene): drench with 30 ml TheraBloat added to 1 pint of water

· Put affected goat in isolation/treatment pen until recovered.

White muscle disease

Prevention

· Free choice mineral with selenium is provided

Diagnosis

· Observation of symptoms:  hunched-up appearance, weakness.

Treatment

· Injection of selenium plus tocopherol (BoSe) at 1 ml/30 lbs, IM

· The TAC may require removal of the buck from the test depending on the severity of its condition.
Urinary calculi

Prevention

· Free choice salt to encourage water intake

· Ammonium chloride added to feed

· Plenty of fresh, clean water is available

· Diagnosis

· Observation of symptoms:  difficulty in urinating, swelled belly, lethargy

Treatment

· Drench with saturated solution of ammonium chloride in water, 25-30 ml, SID.

· The TAC may require removal of the buck from the test depending on the severity of its condition.
