Amount
Grants cover one semester hour tutored study tuition and fees. 

Eligibility

To be eligible, students must:

· be majoring in a CAS discipline

· must be in good academic standing at time of application (i.e., minimum cumulative GPA of 2.0)

· be currently enrolled for at least 12 s.h.

· provide a letter of support from a faculty mentor/research supervisor

· provide an official transcript from WIU

Obligations

At the completion of SCAI, the students will produce a portfolio of their research, including a project (individual or group) that will be submitted for the following Spring Undergraduate Research Day.   We will also host a mini-conference presenting students work.
Completed Application
A completed application must be submitted by a full-time faculty member in the College of Arts and Sciences along with the student researcher. A completed application will include all of the following, received in the College Office, Morgan 118, no later than noon on April 22, 2008:

· a completed typed or word-processed application form (see attached)

· a letter of support from a full time faculty member

· an official transcript from WIU

The deadline for receipt of completed applications in the Dean’s Office, Morgan 118, is noon on April 21, 2008. Acceptance notifications are scheduled for April 29, 2008.
