What is Forensic Psychology?
The common objective of forensic psychology is to consider how principles of scientific psychology are applied to legal issues at every level of the justice system. The goal of forensic psychology as a field is to support and influence law enforcement officers, attorneys, and judges to adopt and implement empirically-based policies that increase accuracy and fairness in the justice system.
The Forensic Psychology Major Option
The Bachelor of Science degree with a major option in Forensic Psychology requires that all students take introductory psychology, statistics, research methods, and specialty courses in forensic psychology, directed electives in clinical and non-clinical psychology, and forensically relevant electives. Students also complete a capstone project that consists of an independent, scholarly paper demonstrating a depth of knowledge about a forensically relevant psychological topic.  
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
