INFORMATION FOR PACKING 

 Travel with as few bags as possible. As a suggestion, 1 carryon and 1 checked bag. 

 Lightweight clothing:  Phoenix will be very hot this time of year with temperatures sometimes exceeding 100 degrees.  

Special Note:  Drink lots of water, bring sunscreen, avoid exposure leading to sunburn and heatstroke  

 Choral scores: John Adams and Mozart and Black Folders 

 Performing uniforms: 

o Women:  Stage Accents dress and pearls, dark hose and black dress shoes 

o Men: black tux, black cummerbund, black dress shoes and socks, black bowtie, and white pleated wingtip 

tuxedo shirt.   

 Pack 1 light garment bag for your performance attire on Friday. 

 You will be provided with a $70.00 per diem.  You may wish to bring more money. 

 Your travel ID.  Driver’s license or passport. 

 3-1-1 for carry-ons = 3.4 ounce bottle or less (by volume) ; 1 quart-sized, clear, plastic, zip-top bag; 1 bag per 

passenger placed in screening bin. One-quart bag per person limits the total liquid volume each traveler can bring. 3.4 

oz. container size is a security measure. 3-1-1 is for short trips. If in doubt, put your liquids in checked luggage. 

 

BAGGAGE INFORMATION FOR SOUTHWEST AIRLINES 

Screening and Identification: Checked baggage will be screened and is subject to physical inspection as mandated by the TSA. 

Customers may be required to present identification. Regulations require name identification on the outside. We recommend 

placing identification on the inside of baggage, too.  For a smooth check-in at the airport have labels on your luggage prior to 

departing Macomb. 

Checked Baggage Allowance:   Southwest allows two (2) checked pieces of baggage per ticketed customer.   

Weight and Size Allowance:  Maximum weight is 50 pounds and maximum size is 62 inches (length + width + height) per 

checked piece of luggage. Overweight items from 51 to 100 pounds and oversized items in excess of 62 inches but not more than 

80 inches will be be accepted for a charge of $50 per item. 

Excess Baggage:  Your 3rd through 9th bag or item will incur a charge of $50 per piece, and any bag or item thereafter will be 

$110 per piece. 

Carryon Baggage 

Per TSA regulations, carryon items are limited to one bag plus one smaller, personal-type item. 

 Personal-type items include purses, briefcases, cameras, food containers, or laptops (case included). 

 Southwest Airlines limits carryon bag dimensions to 10x16x24 inches. 

 All Customers and Employees and their items are subject to a thorough, physical search.
