Dr. Yonah Alexander

This scholarship in named in honor of Dr. Yonah Alexander, a Senior Fellow at the Potomac Institute for Policy Studies and Director of its International Center for Policy Studies (United States). Dr. Alexander is a pioneer in the interdisciplinary academic study of international terrorism. Concurrently, he is Director of the Inter-University Center for Terrorism Studies and Co-Director of the Inter-University Center for Legal Studies. Both are consortia of university and think tanks throughout the world. In addition, Professor Alexander is the former Director of Terrorism Studies at George Washington University and the State University of New York, totaling thirty-five years of service. 

Educated at Columbia University (Ph.D.), the University of Chicago (M.A.), and Roosevelt University of Chicago (B.A.), Dr. Alexander taught at: The George Washington University, The American University, the Columbus School of Law at Catholic University of America, Tel Aviv University, The City University of New York, and The State University of New York.  His original and highly influential lectures have spanned the globe:  Amman, Amsterdam, Ankara, Beijing, Berkeley, Berlin, Bonn, Brasilia, Brussels, Buenos Aires, Cairo, Caracas, Colombo, Geneva, Harvard, Istanbul, Jerusalem, Johannesburg, Kiev, Lausanne, London, Los Alamos, Madrid, Mexico City, Moscow, New Delhi, Oxford, Paris, Prague, Princeton, Rome, Santiago, Seoul, Singapore, Stanford, Stockholm, Sydney, Tokyo, Toronto, Warsaw, and Yalta.

Dr. Alexander has published 104 books. These single-authored, co-authored, edited, and co-edited books cover profound interdisciplinary and international themes ranging from The Role of Communication in the Middle East Conflict (Praeger, 1973) and Cases and Materials on Terrorism: Three Nations’ Responses (Kluwer Law Int’l, 1997) to The Morality and Terrorism: Religious and Secular Justifications (Pergamon, 1982), Political Terrorism and Business (Praeger, 1979), and Combating Terrorism: Strategies of Ten Countries (Michigan, 2002). His first book was International Technical Assistance Experts: A Case Study of the UN Experience (Praeger, 1966), while his latest work is Terrorists in Our Midst: Combating Foreign-Affinity Terrorism in America (Praeger, 2010). His works have been translated into more than two dozen languages.

He founded and edited three path-setting international academic journals: Terrorism (1976), Political Communication and Persuasion (1980), and Minority and Group Rights (1990). He also established two electronic international publications: TerrorismCentral.com (2003) and Terrorism: An Electronic Journal and Knowledge Base (2010). He serves as editor-in-chief of a new journal Partnership for Peace Review (Fall 2010).
