6.  Discussion of Two Video Submissions from English for our Gen Ed Video Project. 

We thanked the English department for sending along short tik-tok style videos promoting Gen Ed. We got some background information from Marjorie Allison (English), who confirmed that the students made these videos pretty independently. We all agreed that having these appealing, fun, short student-generated videos was an asset. We proposed splicing them into (slightly) longer videos for each area of Gen Ed so that students could get quick-paced student-heavy montage including but not limited to: 1) short student produced tik-tok style videos; 2) excerpts from students and professors conveying some substantive material about the rationale for and (unexpected?) usefulness of Gen Ed. course; 3) Alumni and/or employers with similar messages. We could put these on a landing page for Gen Ed directed to prospective students, parents, and current students. Michelle Yager noted that these would be useful as introductions to disciplines when they are making choices. Mark Mossman emphasized that the videos should answer the question: why do I have to take this class? Margorie Allison noted that UTV was easy to work with on their English promotional video. We agreed that it would be best to define a template to distribute to relevant departments in a drive to videos. 

7. Discussion of SAGE. 
Lori Baker-Sperry noted the need for volunteers for the Student Assessment General Education Committee. She described the work of this committee: gathering annual reports; noting missing elements and problems (Oct); liaising with departments as necessary; surveying changes (end of Nov.); meet to formulate recommendations (Jan./Feb.). Typically, the committee consists of the Chair of CGE; Jim Schmidt (because of CAS); and as ex officio members, Lori Baker-sperry and Mark Mossman.  We need at least another voting member from the CGE. Currently we are one year out of the HLC review. Any, big changes should happen now. Agenda item for next week.
