These are student productions put forward by Marjorie Alison (English), who is willing to attend our next meeting and answer questions. Andrea Alveshere reported that Christopher Pines recommended we put the video on the CGE webpage or make a landing CGE webpage geared to students and parents.

We discussed and revised updates to CGE subgroups for reviewing articulation requests. Andrea Alveshere noted such requests can be handled by subgroups via email. At Adam Lewis’s request, he was removed from the Well Being subgroup and added to the Humanities/Fine Arts subgroup to better reflect his area of expertise. Currently the Well Being subgroup is vacant. It was suggested that we touch base with the chair of the faculty senate to see if they have an appointment on their rolls. If we don’t have a person assigned, the committee will have to discuss articulations for this category.

a. Provost — Mark Mossman, Associate Provost
A brief introductory report emphasizing the importance of the committee, since curriculum is such a vital part of the both the life of our students and of shared governance. 

b. CAS – Jim Schmidt: No report. 

c. University Advising — Michelle Yager: update on registration 101.  

Michelle Yager described the virtual registration of incoming Freshman in the newly developed Registration 101 course on Western Online. She emphasized the success of this committee’s video on the value of Gen Ed. “Hat’s off. It was very good. Great that we’re getting the message out right away.” Andrea Alveshere asked if there will be a Registration 101 transfer students, and Michelle Yager explained that transfer students typically need individual advising appointments to help with their transcripts in progress, and that increasingly, Freshmen are coming in with a lot of dual credit. If the department advisors are interested in having a Reg. 101 she would be willing to make the skeleton available to them. Might be expanded to Quad cities/online only students. 

d. Student Learning Assessment Subcommittee – Lori Baker-Sperry, not an official member of CGE, but invaluable resource. Essentially ex officio.  
e. CGE Vice Chair – Andrea Alveshere, 2020/2021 CGE Annual Report. 

Andrea Alveshere offered highlights from last year’s Annual Report (available separately): 

· We are still short members (we should have 16) 
· Much of last year was occupied by HLC reaffirmation of Accreditation for the university. 
· The CGE subcommittee on Assessment in General Education surveyed annual assessment reports and prepared a report on the status of assessment. Ongoing work on encouraging compliance. 
· Thanks to our Student Government Representative, Da’Veonna Campbell, whose outspoken questioning about the purpose of Gen Ed helped us articulate better its value (and conceive of our campaign to promote it). 
· Campaign to promote Gen Ed resulted in the video and ongoing work, including compiling relevant research, and following up offers by Nursing and LEJA who do not offer but still value Gen Ed. 
· Recommendation that we develop a statement on the impact of program eliminations, faculty layoffs, and hiring freezes on Gen Ed. 
· Many articulation requests. 
· Statement submitted to IBHE Strategic Planning Committee. Endorsed by the Faculty Senate.
