Face-To-Face
1. First 4 Weeks face-to-face Course: four weeks  M-Th  beginning the first week of June  
2. Maymester Course: face-to-face three weeks  M-F beginning on Monday following commencement.   
3. Second 4 Weeks face-to-face Course: four weeks meeting M-Th  beginning the first week of July  
4. First 6 Weeks Face-to-Face Course: face-to-face  Six weeks  meeting M-Th or varied by the instructor  beginning the first week of June and ending the 2nd week of July 
5. Second 6 Weeks Face-to-Face Course: Six weeks  meeting M-Th or varied by the instructor  beginning the first week of July and ending the 2nd week of August 
6. All 8 Weeks Face-to-Face Course:  eight weeks  meetings M-Th or twice a week or varied by the instructor  beginning the first week of June and ending in July 
7. All 8 Weeks Course (face-to-face; compressed):   8 weeks  meeting in class on Saturdays only  beginning the first week of June

8. 6 weeks Online Course: Six weeks  beginning the first week of June and ending the 2nd week of July 
9. All 8 weeks Online Course: eight weeks  beginning the first week of June and ending in July 
10. All 8 weeks Online Course (hybrid): online & face-to-face  eight weeks  occasional class meeting on Saturday  beginning the first week of June and ending in July
