New Items:
The committee members met between 2:00pm and 3:15 pm at the Chicago Room. At beginning of the meeting, the committee introduced each member. 

The members continue to discuss the pet-friendly policy and distributed copies of pet-at-work related policies from WIU and other institutions. Hal suggested members consider the pros and cons of having animals on campus. Members emphasized the legal liability of WIU allowing animals on campus for incidents such as dogs biting people. Dr. Lee re-emphasized that such  a policy may create a floodgate for more animals on campus and related insurance issues.

Dr. Oursler talked about the registration of animals on campus and mentioned that OPS may need to oversee ticketing. Related training sessions would be necessary. 

Members reviewed policies from other institutions in North Carolina, University of Illinois, Eastern, Virginia Tech. Hal said regulations from the state, county, and city should provide the basis for regulations on Campus.

Members agreed that other departments such as University Housing and Dining Services, Facilities Management, Disability Resource Center (DRC), and Office of Public Safety should join the discussion.  

Hal asked the members to review similar positions form other institutions and continue to discuss this issue next meeting. The committee may invite members from the related departments for the next meeting.
