V.	2018-2019 Recap
Successful faculty space need survey was conducted last year. A report was created. There were some complaints but overall reflected a happy faculty concerning the teaching spaces on campus. - Lee
Faculty Senate informed committee of Carnegie research status change from Academic to Professional. Possible need for new peer institutions. This was studied a bit but CCPU ultimately chose not to. - Sadler
This was not an easy task to do due to the politically sensitive nature of this process that would have implications. - Lee
Central Michigan University did this kind of change and could be consulted. Faculty Senate needs to assign a committee to tackle this if they so choose. - Sadler
This issue put on back burner by Faculty Senate. - Lee
Pet Policy was explored last year but making WIU a “pet friendly” campus was not recommended due to:
High costs to University in implementation and maintenance.
Liability
Allergies
Negative examples from other universities were cited. - Sadler, Lee

VI.	Charge for 2019/2020
We asked Faculty Senate what projects they would be interested in having us look into. Until they notify us of such interests, CCPU will brainstorm at upcoming meetings. - Sadler, Lee
Clarification was given about what Spaces are covered by CCPI. - Sadler
Explanation was given about the sensitive state of the physical plant’s systems. Ex: Steam, Electrical, Roofing, etc. - Hardeman
Due to budget concerns, there hasn’t been a lot of maintenance done on campus the last few years. Is this something that we could help with? - Piletic
Rhoads said that maintenance issues, especially taking on new maintenance projects would be difficult given financial problems. - Sadler
We can look at 2018/2019 survey and see if there are places in it that can be highlighted for improvement. - Lee
CCPU Shared Drive access has been shared with the group. -Sadler
New Space Needs? Need for movement on Performing Arts Center for COFAC and Science Building could be brought up by us. Need for new instead of just maintenance. - Hardeman
We could help find out what the status is on those projects. - Sadler
Those projects need to be re-bid and redesigned due to time delay. - Hardeman
Attention needs to focus on Student Union remodel phases also since that is so important to recruitment and retention. - Piletic
Perhaps CCPU could work building to building to address needs. The state likes new construction. - Lee
