CGE Chair Patrick McGinty called the meeting to order at 3:30 p.m. in the Fox Room of the University Union on the Macomb campus. 

MINUTES, INTRODUCTIONS, AND REPORTS

The minutes for April 18, 2013 were read.  
MOTION: Magdelyn Helwig moved for approval of the April 18th minutes. Diane Sandage seconded the motion. The Minutes were unanimously approved. 
Additions to the Agenda: No additions.
Announcements: Applause was given for the outgoing chair. 

Introductions: Introductions of the incoming members and guests. 
REPORTS:
Office of the Provost: Discussion of the Fall 2011, Spring and Summer 2012 assessment data. Discussion centered around department compliance in data submission, and the possibility of longitudinal comparisons, the differences between delivery methods between summer and semester courses.
College of Arts & Sciences: No report. 
University Advising: No report. 
Faculty Senate/Articulation Requests: Chair McGinty stated the revised Request for Inclusion form has been approved. Chair McGinty also stated that there will be a Gen Ed information table at new Faculty Orientation and Council members will be asked to work at the table in shifts.  
Reading in Gen Ed Subcommittee: Magdelyn Helwig stated this subcommittee should be called defunct and a new assessment subcommittee should be formed. Chair McGinty stated that the need for subcommittees can be assessed in the fall semester. 
OLD BUSINESS

General Education Assessment Plan
Recommendations for changes in the Gen Ed Assessment Plan will need to be brought forward in the fall semester.  
Assessment Plans
FLL 101 and HIST/GER 337 do not have submitted assessment plans. These plans will need to be submitted and approved in the fall semester. 
NEW BUSINESS
Election of Vice-Chair, 2013-2014
Diane Sandage nominated Magdelyn Helwig for a second term as vice-chair. She accepted the nomination. There was no discussion. 
Magdelyn Helwig was elected CGE Vice-Chair by acclamation.

Election of Secretary, 2013-2014
Dean Zoerink nominated Cheryl Bailey. Cheryl Bailey declined the nomination. Donna Aguiniga nominated Joanne Sellen. Magdelyn Helwig seconded the motion. Joanne Sellen accepted the nomination. 
Joanne Sellen was elected CGE Secretary by acclamation.
Assessment Plan – BIOL/GEOL 181
Discussion focused on if assessment plan adequately assesses the Gen Ed goals versus the course learning objectives. The presented assessment plan was based on successful assessment plans for other Gen Ed courses. It was noted that while there has been action towards revising the Gen Ed Assessment Form, no definitive revisions have been accepted, and the Council cannot hold up courses while changes are pending. 
Motion: Donna Aguiniga moved to accept the assessment plan for BIO/GEOL 181. Esteban Araya seconded the motion. Motion passed.  

Assessment Plan – PHYS/GEOG 182
Motion: Magdelyn Helwig moved to accept the assessment plan for PHYS/GEOG 182. Cheryl Bailey seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.  

Assessment Plan – UNIV 100
Discussion centered around the length of the assessment plan and if it adequately measures the assigned Gen Ed goals. The assessment plan requires a portfolio that requires multiple elements to ensure each learning objective is being assessed. The assessment was based on the writing program model.

Motion: Dean Zoerink moved to accept the assessment plan for UNIV 100. Diane Sandage seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.
Requst for Inclusion – FIN 101
A revised FIN 101 Request for Inclusion form was submitted to the Council with recommended changes made. Discussion focused on whether the course topic, financial health, was appropriate for the Health and Well-being (HWB) Gen Ed category. Opposition to the course being accepted as a HWB Gen Ed centered on the belief that the course does not have a theoretical base of personal wellness, the course appears to be a skills-based course that may not be college-level, and the addition of this course into the category detracts from the HWB disciplines. Support for the course being accepted focused on the potential impact on student wellness (e.g., reduced stress, increased prosperity) and the increased need for students to demonstrate financial literacy.
Motion: Dean Zoerink motioned, after accepted clarification from Chair McGinty, to reject the proposal for FIN 101 for the HWB Gen Ed category based on present documentation. Donna Aguiniga seconded the motion. 

Discussion continued. 

Magdelyn Helwig called the question. Seven votes yes. One vote no. Question was called.

 Three votes yes. Five votes no. Motion failed. 
Motion: Magdelyn Helwig moved to accept FIN 101 as a 2 credit hour Gen Ed course within the Human Well-Being category. Cheryl Bailey seconded the motion. Five votes yes. Three votes no. Motion passed.
Motion: Magdelyn Hedwig motioned that Gen Ed Goals 2 and 6 be assigned to FIN 101. Diane Sandage seconded the motion. Five votes yes. Three votes no. Motion passed. 

MOTION: Magdelyn Helwig moved to adjourn. The Council adjourned at 5:38PM.
