1.  March 21, 2011 Meeting Minutes Approved 6-0-1

3.  2011-2012 Chair for the Summer School Committee

a. Need to elect a chair for the 2011-2012 Summer School Committee prior to the end of this semester.  SS    committee also needs to elect new Secretary.  This will be done at the 4/18/2011 meeting. 
b. The chair’s name will be forwarded to Faculty Senate in order to assist in getting the committee started at the beginning of the semester much smoother.

c. Student representative is not for certain.  Kandice did not know how long her term was to be, but this will be up to the SGA to resolve for certain. Kandice doesn’t graduate until May 2012 so can serve another year.  

4.  Annual Report

a. Need to prepare an Annual Report for the Summer School Committee.  Renee to begin the draft report that will be given in the fall.  Denise suggested it also include the members and their term limits.  
b. This report will be presented at the first Faculty Senate meeting in the fall by the new Chair of the SS committee.
5.  Student Survey

a. Results were supposed to be to us 4/1/11, but it was not received by Renee or Denise as of today’s meeting.  Renee to contact Tere to see when we will get results.  
b. Miscellaneous feedback and comments, such as below, will be incorporated in the final report and Denise suggested it also be sent to respective departments as well so they can plan how they offer courses.  The main report will be presented to the Senate so will be up to the respective Senators to share info with the departments, but the report should be available to anyone on the Senate website. 
c. It is expected that we will get raw data, but nobody knew for sure what we will get from Tere North. 
d. Renee will share via email the results of the Student survey prior to our next meeting so everyone can review the data ahead of time. 
e. Renee asked if anonymity should be preserved in the miscellaneous comments she and Denise received directly; Ron (among others) agreed that it should be anonymous (Renee and Denise could see where the comment(s) came from)- that info shouldn’t be passed on.   
“I just had a comment about summer school, I'm not sure is this is where i should send it or not. I was looking at the 2011 summer classes and I really wish the dates and times were set up differently. I need to take a summer class but i don't want to have to take my math 128 class for all 8 weeks. The class needs to take place in a shorter amount of time like 3 weeks and the days met should be an every other day thing or just 2 or 3 days in a row at the start of the week. Because the math 128 class is 8 weeks long it meets 4 days a week for only an hour each day, i don't live in macomb and i don't work in macomb so its really a pain in the butt to spend an hour a day driving so that i can take a class for only an hour, not to mention a waste of my economic resources (fuel to get back and forth0. I also really think that all the health/athletic classes for gen. eds. should be offered during the summer because the hours that they are offered during the regular school year are restrictive and causes schedule conflicts, and it would really be nice to just be able to get them out of the way. I did take the survay by the way, a comment box at the end would probably be a good idea. Thanks for your time.”
6.  Chair Survey & Faculty Survey have gotten no feedback as of yet from Dennis and have no update on status of the Download Form.  
a. Renee to contact Annette/Dennis to determine where these are in the approval process.  She will share the goal of getting these surveys out by April 11th (no later than 15th) with a completion date of April 30th which means we need Senate approval this week.  
b. This will also require an additional May meeting to evaluate the data from these surveys.  
c. Denise will submit the IRB forms as soon as we have feedback from Senate and notice of Download Form signatures.  SS committee members said they did not need to see surveys again after Senate review, but to just send them on to IRB after any corrections/modifications are made if required.  

d. The SS committee will still need to check out the online survey after Tere has loaded it before it will be released.
