Council on Curricular Programs and Instruction

The Council on Curricular Programs and Instruction (CCPI) met approximately every other Thursday in-person as well as via Zoom during the fall and spring semesters (11 meetings total). Members of the council included Paige Goodwin, Chair (Psychology); Hoyet Hemphill, Vice-Chair (Engineering and Technology); Jeremy Robinett, Secretary (Recreation, Park, Tourism, and Hospitality); Courtney Blankenship (Music); Christina Davis (Sociology and Anthropology); James McQuillan (Computer Sciences); Feridun Tasdan (Mathematics and Philosophy); Karen Zellmann (Health Sciences and Social Work); Amy Burke (Speech Pathology and Audiology); Krista Bowers Sharpe (Malpass Library).

Ex-officio members of the council were Mark Mossman, Associate Provost and Associate Vice President; and Sadie VanDyke from the Registrar’s Office.  Additional representation from the Provost’s Office was provided by Linda Prosise.

Across the 2022-2023 academic year, the majority of CCPI’s work focused on review of new academic programs and courses along with changes to existing courses which affect catalog copy. Upon review, recommendations were made to Faculty Senate regarding approval or disapproval. The attached chart provides information related to all requests received by CCPI across the academic year. Most of the curricular requests this academic year involved changes to existing courses and approval of new courses. It should be noted that we approved the most new courses since the 2019-2020 academic year. We also approved the most changes to existing majors since the 2018-2019 academic year.

One new minor was approved by CCPI:
1. Community Forestry (School of Agriculture)

At the final meeting, CCPI considered changes to both the CCPI Bylaws as well as the Policies and Procedures. There were four recommended changes to the Bylaws. First, it was recommended that the title “Provost and Academic Vice-President (or the Provost’s designee)” be changed to Assistant Provost for Undergraduate and Graduate Studies since this is the individual who attends CCPI meetings. Second, it was recommended that Linda Prosise become an ex-officio member under the title “curricular liaison” rather than a guest. Third, it was recommended that the “representative from the Registrar’s Office” be changed to “The Admissions Records Coordinator from the Registrar’s Office.” Finally, F in the Duties Section should be changed from “To sponsor one or more faculty and staff workshops each year to provide information about the curricular approval process” to “To sponsor faculty and staff workshops to provide information about the curricular approval process.” This change reflects the importance of these workshops but also the reality that there generally isn’t one or more every year. All recommendations were approved.

There were two recommended changes to the Policies and Procedures. First, a statement should be added that states “It is expected that departments will have a representative present at the meeting when their proposals are considered; failure to have a representative present will lead to the proposal(s) being tabled until the next meeting. In extraordinary situations, exceptions to this practice may be made by an approved motion of the Council. If the motion is approved, the proposal will be considered according to CCPI procedures.” Unfortunately, there were occurrences during the academic year of proposals being brought to the table without a departmental representative present to answer questions or respond to proposed changes. When the proposal concerned a very minor change this wasn’t a problem, however, there were instances where significant changes to a proposal were needed that CCPI did not believe they had the standing to make without input from a departmental representative. It was also recommended adding the statement “it should also be noted that CCPI, Faculty Senate, and/or the Provost approving a proposal in no way guarantees that additional funding or resources requested will be provided by the University.” These recommendations were approved.
