IV. New Business

A. Curricular Requests from the Department of History

1. Requests for New Courses

a. HIST 492, Capstone Seminar in Public History, 3 s.h.

Motion: To approve HIST 492 (Gravitt/Shupe)

Chairperson Hardeman observed that the course objectives show that students, after completing this class, should be able to organize partnerships with community organizations and asked if that will be required of them. History professor Greg Hall, who will be teaching the course, explained that students will be evaluated on their work with one of the historical societies in WIU’s 16-county region, which will be part of their research project. Dr. Gravitt asked how “organizing partnerships” is evaluated. Dr. Hall replied that students will write a segment about the history of one of the 16 counties, working closely with the historical society of that county and gathering information from their website. Dr. Gravitt asked how students will be assessed. Dr. Hall replied that students will write a first and final draft of a research paper and will work with primary sources, such as prospectuses. Associate Provost Parsons stated that “organize” is an acceptable term to use for a course objective. She pointed out that what the students will be doing is not a simulation but real work with historical societies. Dr. Shupe asked if students will be required to travel to the county they are assigned. Dr. Hall replied that most of the research will be done through correspondence; if students want to, they can go to the site, but it is not required. He added that much of the information is already available through WIU’s Library Archives depository.

III.	Old Business (Reordered)

Chairperson Hardeman explained that the CCPI report has been essentially approved by Faculty Senate except for the fifth charge, which calls for “an examination into what constitutes a discipline, a program, and a core and consideration of adding these to the definitions of academic terms.” She stated that the issue at stake at the Senate meeting of January 23 was what constitutes a program, and there was a request to add this information to the report and bring it back to Faculty Senate. Chairperson Hardeman before today’s meeting emailed to CCPI members a starting point for discussion of a definition: 
An academic program is defined as any combination of courses and requirements leading to a degree or certificate of undergraduate studies, or to a major, a minor, an option, an emphasis, a track, or a concentration.

Associate Provost Parsons suggested alternative language: 
An academic program is defined by any combination of courses and requirements leading to a degree, such as a major, a minor, or a certificate of undergraduate studies.

Dr. Engel asked why Faculty Senate has asked CCPI to focus on the definition of a program. Chairperson Hardeman replied that there is much confusion among senators between such things as departments and programs and they would like some clarity to define those differences. She added that the other issue affecting the request for this definition is the layoffs of December 2015 and senators’ concerns about the way the definition of program could be used in the future, but that does not have anything to do with CCPI.

Dr. McGinty observed that there is not often the opportunity to talk about the politics of curriculum, but recently curriculum has been political; in that respect, he offered another alternative definition of program based on the administration’s most recent contract proposal: 
A plan of study authorized by the Illinois Board of Higher Education (IBHE) with specific requirements, including a common core of courses and a required number of credit hours, culminating in conferment of a degree or a certificate by the university.

Associate Provost Parsons expressed her concerns that CCPI is not a contractual body, and the IBHE does not approve minors. She noted that every undergraduate or graduate major and certificate has a classification of instruction (CIP) code, but minors, which are not approved by the IBHE, do not. 

Dr. Gravitt observed that there is no requirement that senators must have served on a curriculum committee, so there are some who do not understand such terms as majors and minors or that 120 hours are needed to graduate. Associate Provost Parsons pointed out that legislators are not required to serve on a legislative body before running for office. She stated that CCPI is intended to be the Faculty Senate’s curriculum experts. 

Dr. Engel pointed out that the term “program” is part of the definition of a comprehensive major. Chairperson Hardeman related that Faculty Senate has not discussed, questioned, or commented on the comprehensive major in general at all, as if it was not even part of what CCPI was asked to review. She added that some senators do not understand the difference between comprehensive and non-comprehensive majors. Associate Provost Parsons remarked that it would be helpful for faculty to sit on a council or on Faculty Senate to get a deeper understanding of how the university works. Chairperson Hardeman pointed out that CCPI members have the option of serving as CCPI Chair and being able to attend Faculty Senate meetings. 

Chairperson Hardeman told CCPI that senators accepted changes to the comprehensive major language except for the prohibition against completing a minor as part of the degree plan. Faculty Senate voted to change the language to “Completion of a minor is not required” rather than CCPI’s recommended language, “Cannot require completion of a minor as part of the degree plan.” Senators also supported removing “invariant” and “unique” from the definition of option courses and decided to stay with the original language defining a minor rather than adopting CCPI’s recommended revisions. Chairperson Hardeman stated that senators were mostly persuaded that discipline should be an internal issue, and they are okay with the idea of cores in the major. She added that there will likely not be a lot of changes required as a result of the report, once approved, except that the Department of Recreation, Park and Tourism Administration will need to update their programs, which were grandfathered in during the previous CCPI review. 

Chairperson Hardeman observed that the “common core” statement in Dr. McGinty’s definition would be a problem because Faculty Senate has decided that minors do not have to have a common core. CCPI made further minor changes and adjustments to the definitions so far proposed before deciding upon the following definition of a program:
An academic program is a specific combination of courses and requirements, with a required number of credit hours, leading to a major, a minor, or a certificate of undergraduate studies.
