IV. New Business

A. Curricular Requests from the School of Engineering

1.	Requests for New Courses

	a.	ENGR 305, Transportation Engineering, 3 s.h.

		Motion: To approve ENGR 305 (Walters/Hemphill)

Chairperson Hardeman observed that GEOG 440 would seem to cover some of the same areas as this course, and she would recommend that Engineering get a letter of support from the Department of Earth, Atmospheric, and Geographic Information Systems.  

Chairperson Hardeman also observed that the Relationship to Existing Courses Within the Department refers to this course as “introductory” but it is 300-level. Engineering professor Blair McDonald explained that the course introduces civil engineering topics but will not be taken until students’ junior year. Dr. Lin added that the College of Business and Technology has many 300-level courses that are introductory. After discussion, Engineering decided to change “introductory” to “foundational” in this section.



		Changes:
· Change “Apply” to “Use” at the beginning of the fifth and sixth course objectives.
· Add “apply” to the fifth objective so that it states, “…create reports and apply solutions…”
· Obtain letter of support from EAGIS.
· Change “introductory” to “foundational” in Relationship to Existing Courses Within the Department section.
· In  Relationship to Courses in Other Departments section, replace “This course is not related to any other course in the University,” with a statement indicating that there is some common course content with GEOG 440 but ENGR 305 is specific to transportation design.

	c.	ENGR 372, Engineering Probability and Stochastic Processes, 3 s.h.

		Motion: To approve ENGR 372 (Shupe/Hemphill)

Chairperson Hardeman asked how this course relates to existing courses within the department since this section simply states that ENGR 372 “is part of the Electrical Engineering core.” School of Engineering Director Bill Pratt replied that ENGR 372 is part of the electrical engineering core requirement for ABET accreditation and provides foundational knowledge required for all electrical engineering courses. Chairperson Hardeman asked that the School elaborate on this section of the form. 

Changes:
· Elaborate on the Relationship to Courses Within the Department section of the form.
· Change the first course objective to “Explain the logic of probability theory and develop intuition into how apply the theory applies to practical engineering problems.”

	d.	ENGR 373, Linear Control Systems, 3 s.h.

		Motion: To approve ENGR 373 (Shupe/Hardeman)

Dr. Shupe asked if ENGR 373 is a WID course. Dr. Shin replied that ENGR 373 is not a WID course but helps prepare students for their WID course. Students are required to submit technical reports and present their project at the end of the semester in order to improve their writing and presentation skills. Dr. Pratt told CCPI that at an ABET conference he attended this fall, they stressed the concept of Introduce, Reinforce, Emphasis (IRE); Emphasis occurs in the senior WID course, but this course prepares students for that. 

Dr. Shupe asked about the last course objective, “Practice cooperative learning through collaboration in group settings for lab experiments and group projects” and whether it is a measurable objective. Dr. Shin explained that this is also related to ABET requirements; students need to practice their cooperative learning skills in group settings. He added that Engineering is trying to tie this course to accreditation requirements for student learning outcomes. Dr. Hardeman confirmed that “practice” falls under the Bloom’s Taxonomy category of Application so is acceptable.

Changes:
· Elaborate on the Relationship to Courses Within the Department section of the form.
· Change the fourth course objective to begin with “Use” rather than “Apply how to use.”

	e.	ENGR 405, Highway Design, 3 s.h.

		Motion: To approve ENGR 405 (Shupe/Lin)

Chairperson Hardeman asked how a Civil Engineering student would acquire additional information than that provided by these introductory courses. Dr. McDonald explained that only introductory material is provided to undergraduate students; for a deeper knowledge of this field, students would need to go on to graduate school. Dr. Pratt added that students must have significant course content in four areas of Civil Engineering, and by the time they complete that requirement there is no room for any additional material. 

Change: Change prerequisite from “C or better in ENGR 305” to “C or above in ENGR 305” to make it consistent with other Engineering courses.

	f.	ENGR 412, Hydrology, 3 s.h.

		Motion: To approve ENGR 412 (Shupe/Walters)

Chairperson Hardeman pointed out that the Department of Earth, Atmospheric, and Geographic Information Sciences offers courses in fluid dynamics (GIS 408, Environmental applications of GIS, which includes water flow simulation, mapping of soils, and climates) and hydrogeology (GEOL 380, Hydrogeology, which includes principles of ground water flow and runoff) that may or may not overlap with this proposal. She recommended that Engineering obtain a letter of support from that department to accompany the request as it moves forward and that the differences be addressed in the Relationship to Courses in Other Departments section.

Changes: 
· Explain how ENGR 412 differs from GEOL 380 and GIS 408 in the Relationship to Courses in Other Departments section.
· Obtain letter of support from AEGIS.

a.	ENGR 310, Fluid Dynamics, 3 s.h.

Dr. Pratt explained that Engineering wants MATH 333 added because students use differential equations in this course. He stated that the current prerequisites were established a long time ago by a different faculty member that is no longer at WIU, and Engineering wants the course to require the real prerequisite knowledge students should have before taking it.

Change: Address in the Rationale for Change why MATH 333 is being added as a prerequisite.

	a.	Electrical Engineering

	Motion: To approve Electrical Engineering major (Hemphill/Shupe)

Chairperson Hardeman asked if the new majors would replace the existing options of the same names in the general Engineering major; Dr. Pratt confirmed this is correct. Chairperson Hardeman asked if there is a reason that the School of Engineering wanted to separate these two majors out. Dr. Pratt replied that it is time for WIU’s Engineering program to go to the next level. He explained that one of the unintended consequences of adding a Mechanical Engineering degree is that now students are asking for degrees in Civil and Electrical Engineering as well. He believes there is a ready-made market for these majors and a great deal of interest in the Quad Cities area. Chairperson Hardeman asked if Civil, Electrical, and General Engineering will all count separately for enrollment for the Illinois Board of Higher Education; Dr. Pratt confirmed that they all have different Classification of Instructional Program (CIP) codes and are entirely different programs.

He stated that when students sign up for 2 s.h. of MUS 208, they receive one hour of instruction and other rehearsal times arranged outside of class. He added that students can register for up to four hours of MUS 208 each semester and receive additional projects.
