I. 	Consideration of Minutes

II. 	Announcements 
Vice Chair Karen Zellmann chaired the meeting since Chair Burke was traveling.
Chair Burke announced that LIB 101 was approved with revisions at the Faculty Senate meeting this week. She said the Library worked to lessen the course objectives to make the course more appropriate for 1 s.h. The course came back to Faculty Senate with the consensus of the Department of English to changes regarding perceived ENG 280 overlap.
Chair Burke also announced that the LEJA change of major ended up dropping the requested change to its WID course and was approved by Faculty Senate without that part of the request.
Dr. Robinett recalled that at the last CCPI there was discussion about communicating to the campus community about the update to CCPI forms. He said that the CCPI Executive Committee decided that, rather than do a presentation, they would work to update the PowerPoint presentation on the CCPI website in consultation with Ms. Prosise and Ms. Van Dyke. He said that they will also work with University Television to record the presentation.
Vice Chair Zellmann announced that the Agriculture request was removed from today’s agenda.

A. 	Curricular Requests from the School of Music

	1.	Requests for Changes in Course Title, Description, Prerequisites, and Division

a. MUS 187, Jazz Fundamentals and Theory, 1 s.h.

Fundamentals of scales and chords related to jazz, performed in a lab setting. Elementary jazz harmonic practices and the rhythm section. Chord nomenclature common to jazz notation.
		
Proposed:	Jazz Theory
Fundamentals of scales and chords related to jazz. Elementary jazz harmonic practices and the rhythm section. Chord nomenclature common to jazz notation.

				Motion: To approve changes to MUS 187 (Ramlow/Tasdan)

Music professor Jason Hawkins told CCPI members that Music has had a number of historically under-enrolled or low credit hour courses, so they are trying to make their offerings leaner. He stated that changes to the faculty contract have affected tutored study, so some courses are no longer being offered and their content rolled into other courses, which required some changes to content and descriptions of current courses.

b. MUS 367, Jazz Improvisation II, 2 s.h.

				Motion: To approve changes to MUS 367 (Ramlow/Bowers Sharpe)

Dr. Hawkins stated that this course is being updated because Jazz Improvisation is no longer being offered. Dr. Robinett asked if the course will still be Advanced; Dr. Hawkins replied that it will. Ms. Prosise asked that the reference to “jazz studies majors” in the Rationale for Change be changed to “jazz studies students” since there is no Jazz Studies major.

Change: Change “majors” to “students” in the first sentence of the Rationale for Change.

c. MUS 397, Jazz Survey, 3 s.h.

				Motion: To approve changes to MUS 397 (Ramlow/Piletic)

Dr. Hawkins stated MUS 397 has not been offered for a long time because it did not attract enough students to be able to offer it. He explained that in an effort to make the jazz program cleaner, the decision was made to change the division. 

Dr. Hawkins related that Ms. Van Dyke told him that 199 was used as a number ten to 15 years ago for a different course, so Music would like to change the number to 194 to still fit into the list of 100-level Music courses. Ms. Van Dyke added she spoke with Donna Williams, who worked in the Registrar’s office for many years, who recommended the number change because it might be difficult to program a Gen Ed course with a number that had previously been used.

Dr. Hawkins thinks the change to a lower division will diversify the General Education courses the school offers and that the Jazz Studies students take. He stated that the assessment plan has been revised and sent to the Council on General Education. He added that the new assessment plan is based on others that were approved in the past few years, such as Country Music and K-Pop, so he does not anticipate any issues. Vice Chair Zellmann asked if the change in Gen Ed status would affect CCPI’s approval of the request. Ms. Hamm replied that it should not because the two councils are approving different things; CCPI is approving if the course can appropriately be offered at a lower division while CGE will consider whether the course, with its new lower level, can still be designated as Gen Ed.

Change: Change proposed course number to 194.

		2.	Requests for Changes of Minors

			a.	Music Business

				Motion: To approve changes to Music Business minor (Davis/Burke)

Dr. Hawkins explained that Music Business had a lot of under-enrolled or low credit hour courses, so an attempt has been made to alleviate those issues through consolidating content, similar to what was done with Jazz Studies. He added that a two-year course rotation has been created with upper-division courses that are only offered every other term, and some new courses are being added to the minor. Dr. Hawkins pointed out that overall semester hours were reduced from 20 to 17 to hopefully entice more Music Business minors. He added this minor has historically attracted about 50 students but has now dwindled down to 15. Dr. Hawkins said the School of Music has discovered that some of the problem is courses that are not offered regularly, making it difficult for students to complete a Music Business minor.

Changes:
· In Directed Electives, change “Select 9 s.h. from” to “Select 6 s.h. from.”
· Change MUS 199 to MUS 194 in Directed Electives, Rationale for Change, and Summary of Changes sections.
· Move MUS 348 to Directed Electives category.
· Change heading for Other category to Additional Directed Electives.

			b.	Jazz Studies 

				Motion: To approve changes to Jazz Studies minor (Bowers Sharpe/Tasdan)

Dr. Hawkins summarized that the changes include adding more course options and removing others. Ms. Van Dyke observed that MUS 208 is being added to Core Courses for 2 s.h. but it is actually repeatable up to 10 s.h. Dr Hawkins confirmed that Music only wants 2 s.h. to count as a replacement for the 2 s.h. Jazz Improvisation course that is being removed.

Changes: Change MUS 199 to MUS 194 in Core Courses and Summary of Changes.

			c.	Music (Liberal Arts)

				Motion: To approve changes to Music (Liberal Arts) minor (Burke/Piletic)

Dr. Hawkins told CCPI that Music typically attracts students who performed in band or choir in high school, so this minor provides them with more options, and the changes should make it more attractive to the general population. He noted that MUS 390 and 391, European Art Music I and II, while providing some history, can be difficult for some students to take because of the prerequisites. He stated that, while these are being left in Directed Electives, this section will now also give students the option of taking one of the new 190 courses on American pop, rock, K-Pop/J-Pop/C-Pop, or country music. He added that a Music and Politics course which has not yet been offered has also been added as a Directed Electives choice.

Ms. Prosise remarked that if the School of Music decides they no longer want to include “(Liberal Arts)” as part of the title of the minor, they can change that by notifying her via email rather than coming back through CCPI. She also pointed out that the undergraduate catalog states that this minor is a “minimum of 16 s.h.” and asked if “minimum” can be removed; Dr. Hawkins approved that change.

Changes: Change MUS 199 to MUS 194 in Directed Electives, Rationale for Change, and Summary of Changes.

		3.	Requests for Changes of Options 

			a.	Applied Music

				Motion: To approve changes to Applied Music option (Ramlow/Tasdan)

Dr. Hawkins observed that similar changes were made to the options that were made previously, including adding courses that were not previously included, such as Audio Production, which is something that a Jazz Studies major could use, and removing courses that have not been offered regularly because they have been low enrolled. 

Changes: 
· Change MUS 199 to MUS 194 in Special Courses and Summary of Changes.
· Remove MUS 332 from Directed Electives under Wind/Percussion Performance section.

Ms. Prosise pointed out that if Jazz Studies electives were changed from 7 s.h. to 6 s.h., there could be 120 hours with no Gen Ed overlap for this option. Dr. Hawkins said he would speak to School of Music Director Jeff Brown about this but would not feel comfortable making this change at this time. After discussion, CCPI members indicated they would be comfortable voting on the request as is with the understanding that if the Director decides to make this small additional change it could be made without coming back to CCPI at this time before going forward to Faculty Senate.

			b.	Music Business

				Motion: To approve changes to Music Business option (Ramlow/Davis)

Dr. Hawkins observed there are four courses that will be offered in rotation while other courses will be removed. He stressed the main rationale is to remove low credit hour courses in order to put that material into the four upper-division courses that will rotate by year, with a new four-year plan which will be a lot cleaner for students. He added that Music has found that the 1 s.h. and 2 s.h. courses did not achieve sufficient enrollment and had to be offered through tutored study.

Ms. Van Dyke remarked that the Internship indicates 3 s.h. on the form, but it is repeatable up to 12 s.h. Dr. Hawkins stated that although students can take it for more, most students take the internship for 3 s.h. unless they need to take it for 12 s.h. for financial aid purposes.

		1	Request for New Major

			a.	Public Relations

				Motion: To approve new major (Ramlow/Robinett)

Communication Chair Pete Jorgensen recalled that many years ago Journalism resided in the Department of English, and Public Relations was a part of that program; when Journalism became part of the Department of Broadcasting and Journalism, they brought two faculty members who taught Public Relations, one of whom has retired. He said Broadcasting and Journalism is looking to hire a Public Relations faculty member, but at this time does not have the additional courses needed to be able to offer a major on their own. Dr. Jorgensen told CCPI that business industry stats show that public relations careers are in a growth phase which is expected to continue for another ten years. He believes, based on his conversations with potential students, that WIU has lost some because they are disappointed that the university does not offer a full-blown Public Relations major so they look for other opportunities. 

Dr. Jorgensen met with Broadcasting and Journalism Chair Peter Gloviczki last summer to see how Communication might be able to help since they have courses which dovetail very well with public relations. Dr. Jorgensen stated that, working together, they created the proposed new Public Relations major, which he said will be jointly administered by both departments. He pointed out that there is a sizable core with courses from both departments which he thinks provides some great opportunities and cutting-edge tools – not only in terms of video and audio production, such as putting together TikTok videos or Instagram posts, but also in understanding the role of social media analytics in the PR profession, such as components of organizational communication, sports public relations, international PR, and risk and crisis communication. Dr. Jorgensen thinks there is a lot of good synergy in this major which will build a highly competitive offering for prospective students looking for a Public Relations major. 

Dr. Gloviczki added that this is an opportunity for both departments to be innovative and collaborative and for WIU to offer a major that is even more robust than what had previously been offered in this field. Dr. Jorgensen expressed his thanks to Interim Undergraduate Coordinator Renee Polubinsky, Ms. Prosise, and Ms. Hamm for helping to get the feasibility study approval expeditated over the past couple of days so that the request could come to CCPI today.

Dr. Robinett said he thinks this proposal is wonderful. He said Events Planning faculty in the Department of Recreation, Park, Tourism, and Hospitality have looked forward to this because they think their minor will pair well with the Public Relations major and make students very competitive in the job market. 

Ms. Prosise asked where the major will be housed and which department will have supervisory control. She needs to know where it should go in the undergraduate catalog. Dr. Jorgensen replied there are some things that might make that decision easier in the future but for right now he would leave the decision up to Ms. Prosise as to where to locate the major in the catalog. Ms. Prosise suggested that it be placed under the college rather than either department since both departments are within the College of Fine Arts and Communication. Both chairs agreed to her suggestion.

Ms. Prosise pointed out that on the feasibility study there are four recommended minors but on the request form it says only “Approved Minor.” She asked if minors will be limited for students to take or if they can take any university-approved minor. Dr. Jorgensen replied that any approved minor will be allowed. He added there are several minors that would work well with the Public Relations major, including Event Planning, Marketing, Technical Writing, and others. Ms, Prosise pointed out that if the request lists “Approved Minor” but specifies 18-21 hours, it would exclude the many 16- and 17-hour minors that WIU offers; she recommended changing this to 16 s.h. and changing Open Electives to 19 s.h. She added that if a student took a minor that was more than 16 s.h., they would just have to take fewer Open Electives. Ms. Prosise thinks the Board of Trustees will be pleased with this major because they have been very supportive of interdisciplinary majors.

Ms. Van Dyke pointed out that COMM 401, Honors Thesis, specifies as a prereq that students must be seniors majoring in Communication. She asked if this should be changed to also allow seniors majoring in Public Relations to take it. Dr. Jorgensen does not think a change is needed because this class was only included as a Directed Elective choice in case an Honors student wanted to complete an Honors thesis related to public relations. Ms. Prosise remarked that if COMM 401 does not specify that Public Relations majors can take the course, they may think they cannot. She said that if Communication decided to add “or Public Relations majors,” that would be a minor change that could go straight to her and not have to come back through CCPI. Dr. Jorgensen remarked that if a student was completing an Honors thesis not related to Public Relations, they would not want it to count toward the PR degree, so he is not sure how to handle that but will work with Linda to make that change to the two 3-hour classes, COMM 400 and 401, that count toward the Honors thesis. Dr. McQuillan asked what the Honors requirement might be for PR majors because that might affect the discussion; Dr. Jorgensen responded he has not yet given thought to this. Dr. McQuillan encouraged Dr. Jorgensen to get the Honors requirements approved soon after the major is approved because it is nice for faculty to have motivated Honors students in their courses.

Ms. Van Dyke pointed out that COMM 418 and 496 are both repeatable classes, but only 3 s.h. for each is reflected on the request form. She asked if the department only wants 3 s.h. to count toward the major; Dr. Jorgensen confirmed this is correct. 

Ms. Van Dyke remarked that Sue Thorman in Institutional Research and Planning informed her that the major will have to be listed under a department for when IRP does its reporting. Dr. Jorgensen stated that a proposal has been submitted to the Provost’s office to combine the Department of Communication with the Department of Broadcasting and Journalism into a new School of Communication and Media, and this major would be one of the programs under that umbrella. Ms. Prosise asked if this is proposed to occur before fall; Dr. Jorgensen confirmed that is the intent. Dr. Jorgensen stated that, in the meantime, if the new major needs to be housed under the Department of Broadcasting and Journalism, he would be fine with that; it would then be housed in a new home when it is determined where the two departments are structurally.  

Changes: 
· Change Open Electives from 11-17 to 19 s.h.
· Change Approved Minor from 18-12 to 16 s.h.
