B. Curricular Requests from the School of Music

1. Request for New Course

a. MUS 110, Treble Choir, 1 s.h.

Motion: To approve new course (Hemphill/McQuillan)

Music faculty member Jason Hawkins told CCPI that a treble-only choir has not been offered at WIU for many years. The course will be open to any student and will be taught in the evening to make it more attractive to non-traditional students and members of the Macomb community. 

Ms. Prosise asked if the course should be listed in the undergraduate catalog with the other Music ensemble courses. Dr. Hawkins replied that it can be because it serves the same purposes and goals as the other ensembles at the 100-level. 

Ms. Prosise remarked that the course would not appear in the undergraduate catalog until fall 2023. Dr. Hawkins stated that the course would be advertised in-house. Dr. Robinett asked how the course will be advertised in the Macomb community. Dr. Hawkins replied that the School of Music has connections with the McDonough County Choral Society, who will help to get the word out, and they may try to reach out to church choirs to see if there is interest. Dr. Hawkins added that students who take his concert choir class have expressed interest in an evening choir opportunity.

Motion: To approve new course (Hemphill/Burke)

Dr. Hawkins told CCPI that some students have asked to take this course for more than 6 s.h. and the school agrees since the topic changes every time it is offered. He added that the Applied Music option requires 9 s.h. of electives, and there was a question raised by Registrar’s office representative Sadie Van Dyke about whether a student could complete that option by only taking MUS 489, which is listed as one of the courses students can take to fulfill this requirement. Dr. Hawkins does not anticipate that students will want to do that, but if they do this course will have a different focus each time they take it, so there are no objections from the Director of the School of Music to students using this course to fulfill that requirement. Ms. Van Dyke asked, if a student were to take 3 s.h. more of MUS 489, whether the school would be okay with those three hours counting elsewhere in the major. Dr. Hawkins replied that the School of Music would not object to this.
