Broadcasting Chair Sharon Evans told CCPI that in the 20 years since she and Sam Edsall broadcast the first WIU basketball game on television, many changes have occurred in the sports broadcasting program. Six years ago the department purchased a new live remote vehicle, so most sporting events are now covered live on Channel 3 and on Rockynet pay-per-view services utilizing the University Television microwave. WIU Athletics has asked WIUS to become the flagship station for all WIU sporting events, which Dr. Evans stated is an incredible opportunity for the Broadcasting Department and its students. Broadcasting students now cover all basketball, soccer, football, baseball, and softball events at home and away, regular games and championships, as well as track and field, swimming and diving locally. Dr. Evans explained that a number of years ago the department realized the need for a curriculum to meet these changes because many new students were coming to WIU for its sports broadcast program but there was only one course covering a number of different activities. She added that WIU is the only university in the state that offers a sports broadcast program specifically.

A. Report from Faculty Senate Meeting
Chairperson LaPrad reported that the Faculty Senate Executive Committee, upon consideration of the honors curriculum approval process developed by CCPI and the Honors College, determined that CCPI does not have the ability to object to honors courses, and the process is not exactly similar to the process for consideration of 275/475 courses, as was stated in the proposal. Those references were removed from the proposal, which then went forward to Faculty Senate where it was approved. New honors courses/sections will now be distributed by the Honors College to all department chairs and, once approved by the Honors Council, will be forwarded to CCPI for informational purposes.
B. Provost’s Report

Associate Provost Dallinger reported a request has been submitted to the Illinois Board of Higher Education to revise the Classification of Instructional Programs (CIP) code and degree designation for Information Systems to change it from a BS to a BA degree.
