4.  Old Business:

2. Review of fall WID course enrollment numbers.

Committee suggests the addition of a question to the survey about course delivery format (e.g. in-person, online) and whether it has changed since the course was first approved. Suggestion will be discussed further at a later meeting.

5.  New Business:  

1. Peterman reported results of WID overall enrollment discussions: 

Over-enrollment in MUS390: Unique situation for one section because instructor was on sabbatical.
Over-enrollment in RDG383 (online delivery): The course has been a WID course since 2000. Department was not aware of the situation; advisor should be made aware of enrollment caps. Current instructor is adjunct faculty; no modifications will be made for the current semester, but department will pay attention to enrollment caps in the future.   

Committee discussed the importance of enrollment limits for WID courses and the limited oversight authority of the committee. Committee voiced concerns about the fact that RDG383 was taught by an adjunct instructor. Committee reiterated concerns about online delivery of WID courses, especially when no in-person sections are offered. Original WID request could be consulted to evaluate whether current delivery and format are still in accordance with initial WID course proposal.  

2. Discussion of  COFAC WID Course Review
a. THEA 391: WID statement is missing.  
b. THEA 497G: WID statement should be taken out of “objectives” and put in a separate section.  
c. COMM 247: Prerequisite ENG180 and WID statement are missing. 
d. SPA 481: Prerequisite ENG180 is missing. Word or page counts for writing assignments should be added. 
e. BC&J 200: Prerequisite ENG280 and WID statement are missing. 
f. BC&J 330: Prerequisite ENG280. Clarification about page length is needed; there appears to be only a 2000-word requirement. 
g. Com 310: Prerequisite ENG280 is missing. Schedule details and page lengths have to be added. 
h. Music 390: Total amount of writing only appears to add up to 25 percent. 
i. BC & J 344: WID statement is missing. 


1. Discussion of faculty development activity for this year to improve Writing Instruction in the Disciplines courses is moved to next meeting.
