	A.	Presentation on ISBE Process Used to Evaluate Approved 				Program Reports
J. Richmond, M. Phillips, R. Kelly, B. Sonnek, and L. Borgia volunteered to evaluate approved program reports. This was a valuable experience for them with good discussions and brainstorming. Attendees looked at assessment areas, different components within the standards, content, etc. The group anticipates returning in the fall to continue these evaluations. 

	B.	TPAC
Illinois is one of a group of states that are in the process of piloting a performance assessment for licensure modeled at the California PAC called TPAC. This has been in place in California for ten years and has been well received. It will be implemented in fall 2015. As a required performance assessment for licensure with the cost to the students at $300. Carson believes this will be similar to the WTWS and we are in a good position to move towards the components that will be evaluated in TPAC. This will be in addition to the content tests. Dooley noted the goal of this change is to have a more uniform assessment in the student teaching experience because the state wants a more authentic assessment.

	C.	Illinois Professional Teaching Standards (2010) – Update

	D.	CPEP Report
