II.
Action Items

A.
EDL Program Redesign Curriculum Proposals

Dr. Jess House, chair of the educational leadership department attended the meeting to discuss the state mandated program redesign of the EDL program. EDL is required to have a new program approved by ISBE before September 2012. This is a result of new legislature regarding principal preparation. The department has restructured their M.S.Ed. and superintendent programs. They have presented the new programs to the COEHS Graduate Academic Affairs Committee and would now like to receive final approval from the Graduate Council. In order to do that the programs must be approved by UTEC. Discussion occurred on the programs and several suggestions were made and the UTEC would like to see the actual documents of the new courses including syllabi.

The EDL program redesign curriculum proposals will be revisited at the next UTEC meeting on February 6, 2012.


On another note, Carson reminded UTEC that  ISBE made it very clear they have an expectation that individuals pass their content exam prior to internship or student teaching.

B.
Timing for the Mandated Reporter Requirement – Tabled Item

Carson has received a response from ISBE regarding the mandated reporter requirement. ISBE has consulted with DCFS who did not provide an answer to the question of whether or not block students should report any signs of abuse. ISBE has recommended that mandated reporter training occur early in the teacher preparation program and then a later refresher coursed be taken before student teaching. In the meantime we will nothing different until we get clarification from our VP for Administrative Services office.

Informational Items

A. Spring Semester Redesign Committee Meetings

Carson believes the committee needs to determine the route to be taken for working on the redesign and begin actively working towards that goal. She requested the committee’s permission to cancel the second monthly UTEC meeting and replace it with a redesign meeting. Carson will send dates to the committee and will cancel the second monthly UTEC meeting and replace it with redesign meetings. It is important to continue working on the redesign in order to have it completed by the deadline.

B. Licensure Board Updates

Phillips reiterated that the redesign of the principalship program and other programs must have evidence with supporting data as well as a plan on how they intend to meet the standards.

C. CPEP Report

J. Richmond informed the committee there are 156 student teachers in the field this spring. This number is close to the number from spring 2011. In the fall there will be 130 student teachers. Student teachers wi9ll be returning to campus for mandatory meetings on Friday, February 3 and Friday, April 13. You should receive an email from the CPEP office with this information.

IV.
Other

Carson noted that after the state received many complaints across the state the cost of the new online basic skills test has been reduced from $170 to $125. Students having difficulty with the test should be encouraged to enroll in the EDUC239 course through the Curriculum and Instruction department. 

Phillips recently learned from John Meixner, assistant ROE that he has begun working with Spoon River College to establish an online testing facility for the basic skills test. This would be an advantage for the students in the area. 


Carson thanked the committee for requiring students to pass the content test before being admitted to student teach. We are ahead of the game! In the future we will have to address how the TPA will affect our program. The TPA will be in effect beginning in the fall of 2015. One of the items that will need to be addressed by the redesign committee is how we are assessing the standards towards the end of our program and how we are going to move the TPA into the program. Another important component is the need to build in analytic writing practice into the program because this can cause some individuals to fail.
