Summary of Activities

As AY 23/24 began, Chair Kelly provided CGE members with a review/summary of CGE’s 2022-2023 Annual Report.

During AY 23/24 CGE reviewed three articulation requests, and one change request related to general education courses or assessments. These core CGE activities are detailed separately below under their own headings with Tables 1 and 2 providing additional relevant information related to each, respectively.   

Also, during AY 23/24, volunteers were requested to serve on the Student Assessment General Education Committee (SAGE). SAGE volunteers included Chair Kelly, Secretary Aanenson, and CGE member Mannion.
