Summary of Activities

During AY 24/25 CGE reviewed 17 articulation requests, and 0 change requests related to general education courses or assessments. These core CGE activities are detailed below under the heading Table providing additional relevant information related to each, respectively.   

Due to changes the Provost Office made to the General Education curriculum, which included eliminating the Multicultural and Human Wellness categories and removing any course without IAI designation, CGE discussed the impact of these changes and reviewed documents to inform members about IAI (Illinois Articulation Initiative).

During AY 24/25, CGE completed the work for the Faculty Senate charge to investigate the impact of changes the Provost Office made to the General Education curriculum. The charge included:
· to work with the Provost Office to prepare an impact report of recent changes in regard to WIU's Philosophy and Goals of General Education,
· to work with the Provost Office, Deans, and programs to prepare an impact report of recent changes in regard to course offerings and the resulting student credit hour production
· To prepare a report outlining the general education and graduation requirements of IL public and peer institutions
· to prepare a report outlining how many and in what ways IL public and peer institutions use IAI and other articulation practices in conjunction with their general education
CGE created two ad hoc working groups and split up the charge with a group completing bullets one and two and another group completing bullets three and four. A preliminary report was submitted to the Faculty Senate December 3, 2024. A final report was submitted to the Faculty Senate March 30, 2025 and presented April 29, 2025.

Also, during AY 24/25, volunteers were requested to serve on the Student Assessment General Education Committee (SAGE). SAGE volunteers included Associate Dean Boeckelman, CGE Chair White, and CGE member Mannion.

General Education Course Articulation Requests
