New Business:
1. Discussion of Philosophy and Goals Statements of General Education. 
Action taken/conclusions reached:
· We cannot combine inclusion document and goals document as they are meant for different purposes and audiences.
· Pettit read a revision he had worked on for the first paragraph of the philosophy. It was well-received and he emailed the copy to the group.
· Things we want in the statement: knowledge for its own sake; global citizenship; productive work force; subjects studied that are the mark of an educated person; transferrable skills between disciplines/for the betterment of everyday life/for the workplace.
· Many in the group feel that the goals list contains 3 skill-based goals and 3 knowledge-based goals. 
· It was proposed that as we move forward we may want to get feedback from those teaching the multi-cultural courses for a more current definition. 
· Consider the question – what do we want students to know/know how to do after completing their general education courses?
· Any goals we create will have to be assessable.
· Fine arts is not included in #1. It was noted that it was included in the last GERC report but did not make it into the current documents. 
· Who is the audience for this document – students; parents; new faculty?

2. Gordon Pettit has agreed to write 3 paragraphs outlining the philosophy and goals. Committee members are encouraged to read and provide comments on this draft and to also post their own drafts of the philosophy and goals. 
3. Chair Plymire will add a document about structure to the Google Drive for the committee. (Note: Nancy Parsons has added a folder entitled Philosophy and Goals to the Google Drive.)
