Overview
· The CGE Meeting discussed the approval of various Gen Ed courses. 
          Music 196, 197, and 198 were reinstated, with 197 highlighting.     American country music's roots and 198 focusing on Asian pop. 
· Math 206 and 255 were approved, with 206 needing minor adjustments. Anthropology 225 and Religion 111 were cross-listed and conditionally approved, respectively. 
· Lori Baker-Sperry reported on the Sage assessment, noting significant improvements despite pandemic challenges. 
· The council was reminded to update the Faculty Senate on ISU's new Gen Ed model, which differs from the I-approval model. 
· The May 1 meeting was canceled, and nominations for next year's officers were postponed until fall.

· highlights the importance of continuous improvement in general education and the council's role in supporting this effort.
· Reconvene the SAGE subcommittee in late October to review the next round of general education assessment reports.

Final Announcements and Recommendations
Amy Carr recommends mentioning the new Gen Ed model at ISU in the Faculty Senate report to emphasize that not all Gen Ed courses are conditional on I approval.

Miguel Huerta mentions the summer lift-off program and collaboration with Keith Boeckelman for its delivery.
The meeting concludes with no further reports or comments from the group.
