Council on Curricular Programs and Instruction

The Council on Curricular Programs and Instruction (CCPI) met approximately every other Thursday during the fall and spring semesters (seven meetings per semester).  Members of the council included Lora Wolff, Chair (Educational Studies); Anita Hardeman, Vice-Chair (Music); Kat Myers, Secretary (Art); Rebekah Buchanan (English); Minsun Doh (Recreation, Park and Tourism); Janice Gates (Management and Marketing); Denise Gravitt (Engineering Technology); Andrea Hanna (Curriculum and Instruction); Virginia Jelatis (History); Jessica Lin (Economics and Decision Science); Patrick McGinty (Sociological and Anthropology); and Shavez Rosenthal (SGA Representative).
Ex-officio members of the council were Nancy Parsons, Associate Provost; and Donna Williams from the Registrar’s Office.  Additional representation from the Provost’s Office was provided by Linda Prosise.  Annette Hamm (Faculty Senate Office) took minutes of each meeting and coordinated the work of CCPI.

The bulk of the work of CCPI during 2015-2016 consisted of the first itemized duty assigned to it which is the recommendation to the Faculty Senate approval or disapproval of all new academic programs and courses along with changes to existing courses which affect catalog copy). Please note that the chart (above) reports all curriculum approved by CCPI.  Two requests for new courses from Kinesiology were pulled by the department after being approved by CCPI, but prior to coming to Faculty Senate. Additionally, two changes in options and one new option from the Department of Philosophy and Religious Studies were approved by CCPI and by Faculty Senate but were not approved by the Provost.  All of these requests appear on the chart since they were approved by CCPI.
Four new minors approved by CCPI: 
1. Military History (Department of History); 
2. Precision Agriculture (School of Agriculture); 
3. Corrections (School of Law Enforcement and Justice Administration); and 
4. Emerging Design Technologies (Department of Engineering Technology).

One new major was approved--Mechanical Engineering (School of Engineering).
Four new options approved by CCPI including:
1. Sports Broadcasting (Department of Broadcasting and Journalism); 
2. Social Influence (Department of Communication); 
3. Interpersonal Communication and Processes (Department of Communication); and 
4. Philosophy - Religious Studies Option (Department of Philosophy and Religious Studies).

Finally, the CCPI Subcommittee on Certificates of Undergraduate Studies and were charged to:

1. Crystallize the definition of an Undergraduate Certificate.
2. Determine the intention of an Undergraduate Certificate.
3. Determine what constitutes replication of a minor.
4. What is the downside of offering a certificate and a minor within the same program?
5. What are WIU’s peer institutions doing with undergraduate certificates?
