Updates -

Scott (Physical Plant and Master Planning Committee) – The Master Planning Committee is in the process of selecting a firm.   There is some discussion about funds for future construction.  Scott gives a breakdown of both funding and timelines.  The discussion turns to the Performing Arts Center and dorm changes and the effects these changes will have on traffic patterns, both foot and auto.  Miriam asks if street repair on campus will continue and Scott replied only on North Charles Street.  Scott leads a discussion regarding possible future changes in the Student Union.

New Business -
Possible resolution to Faculty Senate re: building conditions for Waggoner and Currens – Rafael would like to let the issues in Waggoner and Currens be known at the faculty senate – to propose a resolution and take a vote.  There is a discussion among the committee about the issues within Waggoner and Currens that include mold and a rising wood floor in Currens.
