6. Information was provided by Dr. Tang and Dr. Narvaez after meeting with the Senate’s Executive Committee regarding the committee’s charge. 

It was suggested a review of bylaws and an inclusion of a change that reflects campus internationalization as part of the committee’s charge. However, it was noted that these changes must not compromise faculty members’ departmental responsibilities or ACEs.

The senate will make documentation available to the committee to be reviewed (e.g., bylaws and administrative documents).

Ms. Bowers indicated that in the past CIE has had the charge to review CGE courses, and was particularly active when it was asked to settle differences related to multicultural and global issues courses.
