· Dr. Robinette shared the following with us last week:
I had told this group that I would share the information that I received.  Below you will find information that was shared with me by Torrey Smith, Interim General Counsel and Chief FOIA Officer. The italicized questions are what I included in my request.

(1) Which introductory foreign languages classes have been offered each semester in the last three academic years (2021-2022, 2022-2023, 2023-2024)? What were the enrollments in each of these courses?

(2) How many students, in the last three academic years, used high school foreign language classes to meet the former FLGI requirement? 
(3) How many students, in the last three academic years, took an introductory foreign language class at WIU that fulfilled the former FLGI requirement?

Christopher Pynes, WIU's Interim Associate Provost for Academic Affairs, Research and Institutional Effectiveness, indicated that the requested data would be too difficult to obtain given the limits of our current MVS system, so it is not data he has compiled. Instead, he ran a report on 7/16/24 that looked at the number of grades in foreign language classes received by new freshmen in 2020, 2021, 2022, and 2023. He described his process to me as follows:

There were 370 grades over the four years for those four cohorts of new, full-time freshmen of which there were 3970 total.  That means that less than 10% of the new full-time freshmen were taking foreign languages over the four years.  The inference I made is that the FLGI requirement was being met in another way.  That would have been either through high school language completion or via a discipline specific FLGI course.  

 Question: if we were to look at other 100-200 level courses in other departments, would we find similar percentages? The point of taking a FL course isn’t necessarily to meet a FLGI requirement. 


· Discussion - how to go about determining appropriate standards for multicultural perspectives graduation requirements and update approval processes 

Gloria-suggestion: This should be done by November 22 in order to respect Thanksgiving break and make the Dec. 3 deadline for a preliminary report on at least this aspect of the charge.

How many students are taking 200 level course (skipping 100 level courses) 
International or domestic students? We need to obtain this data.
Impact of Seal of Biliteracy

By cutting away the stepping stones (100 & 200 level courses in FL) to continue on we are reducing the means to get to that level. How does this lead to APER? 

Using the last 4 years is tricky because of COVID-Can we see the data from the last 8 years? 

How often are the courses offered? (see schedules) 

We want the provost office to be clearer about what the charge is? 
To what extent does the charge of this committee and DEI committees overlap? 
Are we focused on International students too? Yes. 
Are we expected to reimagine what these constructs mean? 
Everyone’s voices need to be represented.
Would like to have someone from provost office to help clarify what exactly they expect.
