Feb. 6, 2019 (9am-9:50 am)
University Union Board room 

In attendance: Yong Tang, Broadcasting and Journalism (Chair); Boh Young Lee, Curriculum and Instruction (Recorder); Krista Bowers Sharpe (Libraries); Samit Chakravorti, Management and Marketing; Shankar Ghimire, Economics/Decision Sciences; Richard Cangro, Music; Jongnam Choi, Geography;

Dr. Tang (Chair) called the meeting to order at 9:10am 

  I. Approval of Meeting Minutes (December 7, 2018) 
Council members agreed to table the meeting minutes since there was a need to make corrections. 

II. Discussion of Implementation plans of new charge
Chair suggested the Council to table this item since it had been given by the former Provost and the new Provost had not given any directions yet. Dr. Ghimire said that the Council needed further clarifications regarding new charge. Dr. Chakravorti mentioned the Council should seek specific guidance from the Provost, especially for the established time frame.  

The Council members agreed to table this item. Ms. Bowers Sharpe asked if the Council would invite the new Provost to go over new charge of the CIE. Chair said he would contact the Provost if the Council would need to continue discussing it--they might have different ideas. 

Dr. Choi asked Chair who had decided what should be included in the meeting agenda. Dr. Choi pointed out that Chairs would need to contact the Provost or the Faculty Senate for any clarification before creating a meeting agenda. Dr. Chakravorti suggested the Council make a list of questions regarding CIE new charge and send it to the new Provost, asking for clarifications.  
III. CIE bylaws revision  
Chair asked the Council members to review CIE bylaws. 
Ms. Bowers Sharpe pointed out the Council had talked about whether there should be a QC representative specified in the bylaws (under membership). Dr. Chakravorti proposed to include “from either campus” after “nine faculty members” and members agreed. 

Final draft of “membership”
The Council for International Education The Council for International Education shall consist of thirteen members including nine faculty members from either campus (two from each college and one from the Library) appointed by the Faculty Senate, two students (one study abroad student and one international student), and two ex-officio members from the School of Global Education and Outreach.  Preference will be given to faculty with international education or experience.

Final draft of “Duties” 
a. To recommend initial approval of all courses with Global Issues (GI) designation.
b. To recommend approval of all significant changes in the Global Issues courses.
c. To conduct periodic reviews of all Global Issues courses to assure compliance with the goals and objectives defined by the Council for International Education.
d. To maintain a list of all current instructors of Global Issues courses.
e. To monitor course enrollment in Global Issues courses.
f. To work with and through the School of Global Education and Outreach to promote Global Issues courses and relevant academic activities on campus.
g. To serve as consultants to faculty and Faculty Senate on international education.
h. To support campus internationalization efforts, such as international student recruitment and retention, study abroad, and institutional collaborations.
I. To perform such other duties as designated by the Faculty Senate.

Dr. Cangro made the motion to accept the bylaws as revised, with Dr. Chakravorti seconding. All in favor. Chair said he would send it to the Faculty Senate.
