I. Yong and Narvaez introduced themselves to committee members, and expressed their interest in advocating for the group and fulfill the committee’s charges. 

II. Approval of Minutes from August 29, 2018
This item was tabled since several of the attendees were new members and did not have access to the document prior to the meeting.

IV. Each member introduced him/herself to the committee, shared how they are assisting with internationalization of WIU, and their interests associated to their participation in the committee.

Shankar indicated he has been active creating collaborations in Nepal and South America to bring students to WIU  and promote study abroad as well. 

Krista shared her experience going abroad and how she has been supporting internationalization through her position at the library (e.g., library liaison to Foreign Languages Department) and membership in other committees on campus such as study abroad, and general education revision committee.

Pedro shared his experiences as an international fellow and recognized the value of such experiences for WIU students; where they can develop new world perspectives, a better understanding of other cultures, be more tolerant and promote peace.


The group shared the following ideas to promote internationalization on campus:
To offer instate tuition for foreign students. This has been implemented successfully in other institutions. It is believed that this strategy can palliate the low enrollment situation experienced at WIU. Offering of scholarships abroad may also help in recruiting efforts of international students in addition to affiliations to study abroad agencies may become strategies that can make WIU more competitive from its rural setting.
Although the issues of global content and multiculturalism have been discussed in the committee, there is a consensus that CIE needs to have a bigger presence in curriculum development across campus and be part of the development of university’s strategies for internationalization.
It was expressed that CIE needs to take more actions to promote a change in the institutional mindset; that there is a need to have clear objectives and tasks that leads to promote internationalization across campus and throughout all levels of the institution.
Several members expressed an interest in knowing what are the mandates for CIE and how does the committee can assist in recruiting efforts, internationalization, study abroad and globalization.  Most of these terms have been defined by the committee and shared with the senate; hence, it is time to move into action to pursue them as institutional objectives.
Members identified a lack of support to traveling abroad and that a change in culture is necessary, thus some efforts of the CIE should be made to promote this change. To do this, more collaborations with Dr. Hancks office are needed. Several questions related to international presence on campus, and WIU’s presence abroad were raised. It was agreed that Dr. Hancks office can provide CIE with this information and a request for this information be made in the near future. 
Questions were made about what the mandate/mission of CIE is, and how these will direct the actions of the committee, and the extent of them as well. There is also acknowledgement by committee members on CIE’s  curricular revision responsibilities, however more information is required on the extent of these.
A wider web presence was also identified as a strategy that can help recruit students from abroad. The Chinese version of the Journalism page may be a model to follow for other departments. 

V. members on sabbatical leave or retiring have been informing their respective departments of their separation from the committee and will be receiving notifications on their replacements soon.

VI. CIE will request a meeting with Senate to discuss annual report submitted by past chair Davison and to review the committee’s charge.
