The Council on Curricular Programs and Instruction (CCPI) met approximately every other Thursday via Zoom during the fall and spring semesters (13 meetings total). The bulk of the work of CCPI during 2021-2022 consisted of the first itemized duty assigned to it, which is the recommendation to the Faculty Senate for approval or disapproval of all new academic programs and courses along with changes to existing courses which affect catalog copy. CCPI considered the requests on the attached chart. Most of the curricular requests this academic year involved changes to existing courses and approval of new courses. We approved more experimental (275/475) courses than we had since the 2013-14 academic year.
