	A.	Request for New Course, BC&J 347, Sports and Public Relations, 3 s.h.

Motion: To approve BC&J 447 (Hemphill/Robinett)

As part of the discussion between Broadcasting and Journalism and Kinesiology, the number of the course has been changed from 347 to 447. Additionally, the section on Relationship to Courses in Other Departments has been revised. Kinesiology has now joined Management and Marketing in providing a letter of support for this proposed new course. Ms. Prosise noted that Kinesiology should correct the course number referenced in its letter of support. Ms. Van Dyke reminded Broadcasting and Journalism to bring forward a change of major form to incorporate this new course at some point.

1.	Request for Changes in Title, Number, Prerequisites, and Course Description 
a.	ENGR 331, Engineering Project Management, 3 s.h.
				Current:	ENGR 331, Engineering Project Management
Concepts, steps, and techniques required to select, organize, manage, and deliver a successful technical or engineering project. Includes concepts in managing innovation and change, entrepreneurial engineering, engineering management, and ethical responsibility of engineers.
Prereq: Junior standing or permission of instructor

				Proposed:	ENGR 457, Project Management
Presents concepts, steps/techniques required to select, organize, staff, manage, and deliver successful projects. Topics include managing innovation, change, cross-functional teams, and applying critical thinking to meet outcomes/objectives. This course aligns with the Project Management Institute’s CAPM and PMP certifications. 
Prereq: MGT/OM 352 or SCM 211 or ENGR 211 or permission of instructor

				Motion: To approve changes to ENGR 331 (Robinett/Zellmann)

Engineering and Technology Professor Denise Gravitt told CCPI that the faculty member who formerly taught this course has passed away and will not be replaced. She noted that the course descriptions of ENGR 331 and SCM 457 were close enough that the content can be slightly changed to work for both programs, which will address accreditation issues for both Supply Chain Management and Engineering and Technology if the two courses can be crosslisted. Dr. Gravitt added that Engineering students can only take ENGR 331 through the end of this semester; after that, they would have to go through a CAGAS appeal since ENGR 331 will no longer be offered; crosslisting the two courses would prevent this potential problem.

Dr. Gravitt explained that ACCE accreditation requires that 3 s.h. of Business Law be taught outside of the major. This proposal would add three choices of Business Law classes for students to choose from.

· Add “Same” in the proposed column next to ET 105.
· Correct numbering of lefthand column so that Open Electives is #4 and Other is #5.
· Change title of ACCT 307 to Accounting for Managers and Engineers.
· Put a place between B and L in the Business Law class designations where they appear in the proposed column and in the Summary of Changes.
· Change the number of MATH 103 to 113.

				Current:	ENGR 331, Engineering Project Management
Examines principals of selecting, organizing, staffing, controlling, and directing projects in operations/supply chain management. Topics include developing cross-functional teams, leading and mentoring team members, applying critical thinking methods while meeting outcomes and objectives. CPM/PERT techniques, and utilizing project management software. 
Prereq: MGT/OM 352 or SCM 211 or permission of instructor

				Proposed:	ENGR 457, Project Management
Presents concepts, steps/techniques required to select, organize, staff, manage, and deliver successful projects. Topics include managing innovation, change, cross-functional teams, and applying critical thinking to meet outcomes/objectives. This course aligns with the Project Management Institute’s CAPM and PMP certifications. 
Prereq: MGT/OM 352 or SCM 211 or ENGR 211 or permission of instructor

		1.	Request for Changes in Titles, Course Descriptions, and Prerequisites

School of Music Director Jeff Brown explained that the changes to MUS 254, 255, and 355 are intended to change Music’s three-semester critical skills sequence into a four-semester sequence, as well as making subtle changes to the course descriptions.

a. 	MUS 254, Methods and Materials in Music Therapy, 1 s.h. 
Current:	Methods and Materials in Music Therapy
Acquisition of selected functional instrumental and vocal skills; basic leadership skills for therapeutic interventions involving singing, moving, playing, and improvising; basic skills in selecting and arranging music for therapy. Course must be completed with a C- or better in order to be eligible for internship (MUS 457).

Proposed:	Music Therapy Clinical Skills I
Development of accompanied singing. Acquisition of basic design and leadership skills for therapeutic music experiences involving singing, movement, and rhythmic instrument play. Course must be completed with a C- or better in order to be eligible for internship (MUS 457).

Motion: To approve changes to MUS 254 (Robinett/Hemphill)

Change: Add missing “for” to the last sentence of the first paragraph under Rationale for Change so that it will read “To clarify for the students the nature of 254 …”

Current:	Music Therapy Clinical Skills I
Designing and leading music therapy interventions to achieve specific non-musical goals/objectives. Evaluating and measuring responses to music interventions. Development of clinically relevant accompanied vocal repertoire. Course must be completed with a C- or better in order to be eligible for internship (MUS 457).

Proposed:	Music Therapy Clinical Skills II
Overview of clinical process. Continuation of accompanied singing development. Acquisition of goal-based design and facilitation of therapeutic music experiences. Course must be completed with a C- or better in order to be eligible for internship (MUS 457).

Current:	Music Therapy Clinical Skills II
Designing and implementing music therapy interventions involving composition, improvisation, arranging, and song analysis. Review of research in music therapy clinical methods. Course must be completed with a C- or better in order to be eligible for internship (MUS 457).
			Prereq: MUS 166, 281, 283, 255

Proposed:	Music Therapy Clinical Skills IV
Design, implement, and review research for receptive music therapy methods, including music assisted relaxation and song discussion. Develop basic verbal skills and advanced clinical musicianship Course must be completed with a C- or better in order to be eligible for internship (MUS 457).
			Prereq: MUS 354
	
				Motion: To approve changes to MUS 355 (Hemphill/Zellmann)

	Dr. Robinett asked if it is assumed that previous prerequisites for MUS 254 and 255 will all carry through; Dr. Brown replied that is correct. Ms. Van Dyke noted that the course is only offered in spring semesters and asked if the school wants the effective date to be changed from Fall 2023 to Spring 2023. Dr. Brown replied that Music students would not take the course this coming spring; it is intended to be effective for the next catalog.

		2.	Requests for New Courses
		a.	MUS 264, Keyboard Skills for Popular Music, 1 s.h.

				Motion: To approve MUS 264 (Hemphill/Zellmann)

Dr. Brown told CCPI this course will complement classes taken as part of the revised critical skills sequence. MUS 264 is designed for Music Therapy students because of the work they do in clinical settings. Dr. Brown noted that improvisation and accompaniment are skills that students will use a lot in clinical settings. He added that a course was removed so that this new course will not add hours to the Music Therapy option, but it will be a course that is relevant to these students’ career needs. 

Ms. Prosise noted that the form says “2 times” in the Repeatability section; she asked if this means the course can be taken two more times for a total of three. Dr. Brown replied that the course can only be taken two times. She recommended that Repeatability be changed to read “to 2.” 

Chair Goodwin asked if the prerequisites would allow for students who are not in the Music Therapy option to take the course. Dr. Brown replied that the school left the prerequisites open so that anyone with an interest can taken the course. He added that the course is intended primarily for Music Therapy students but the School of Music did not want to exclude anyone. Dr. Blankenship added that students with a Music Business emphasis may also want to take this course.

Ms. Van Dyke asked if both hours (if the course is taken twice) can be counted in the major. Dr. Brown replied that only 1 s.h. will count for the major; Dr. Blankenship added that students can take the course twice to solidify their skills. 

Changes:
· Change repeatability to “to 2.”
· Change prerequisites reference of “music therapy major” to “music therapy student” since Music Therapy is an option, not a major.
· In the Relationship to Existing Courses Within the Department section, change the second sentence to “Students will complete or test out of MUS 165 Class Piano I or test out of this course as a result of demonstrating piano skills prior to taking MUS 264 Keyboard Skills for Popular Music.”

			b.	MUS 268, Singing in Popular Styles, 1 s.h.

				Motion: To approve MUS 268 (Burke/Hemphill)

Dr. Brown explained that this course will expose Music Therapy students to the type of therapy done in clinical settings and, by so doing, will make students more comfortable singing in popular styles for their career path.

Ms. Van Dyke asked if only 1 s.h. will count toward the major; Dr. Brown confirmed this is correct. 

Changes:
· Change prerequisites to “MUS 162 Group Voice or MUS 212 Applied Voice or consent of instructor; music therapy major; student or permission consent of instructor.”
· Change Repeatability to “to 2.”
