A. 	Curricular Requests from the Department of Recreation, Park and Tourism Administration	

		1.	Request for New Course

			a.	HM 200, Food Service Principles and Application, 3 s.h.		

				Motion: To approve HM 200 (Zellmann/Burke)

Dr. Robinett related that the Departments of Recreation, Park and Tourism Administration and Kinesiology worked with the Provost’s office to determine ways to make their course offerings work for both departments. He stated that Kinesiology will propose new courses, and HM 200 will replace NUTR 152 and 153 as the core course in the RPTA Tourism, Hospitality, and Event Management option and the Hospitality Management minor. He added that HM 200 will deal more with the hospitality components that students need.

Ms. Van Dyke observed that HM 151 is currently recommended to be taken concurrently with NUTR 152/153, so removing those courses may be an issue for students. She recommended that HM 151 be changed to be taken concurrently with HM 200. This change will be submitted to CCPI for its next meeting.

Change: In order to shorten the catalog description, eliminate three instances of the word “and” and replace with slashes: “identification/function,” “equipment/tools,” and “skills/techniques.”

2.	Request for Change in Title, Credit Hours, Course Description, and Prerequisites 
			a.	RPTA 399, Issues in Leisure Services, 2 s.h.
				Current:	Issues in Leisure Services, 2 s.h.
Review and discussion of the intersections between foundations of the leisure disciplines (history, philosophy, and social and behavioral science underpinnings) and emerging leisure industry issues. 
Prereq: 	RPTA 111

				Proposed:	Professional Issues and Practices in Leisure Services, 3 s.h.
Review and discussion of the intersections between foundations of the leisure disciplines (history, philosophy, and social and behavioral science underpinnings) and emerging leisure industry issues as students determine professional practices, goals, objectives, and apply to and are hired for internships. Not open to students who successfully completed RPTA 398 prior to SP 23.
Prereq: RPTA major and junior status

				Motion: To approve changes to RPTA 399 (Hemphill/Burke)

Dr. Robinett explained that currently students take RPTA 398, Internship Seminar, to learn such things as how to prepare resumes and cover letters and about professional behaviors and take RPTA 399 to learn more about professional behaviors and current issues in the field. He said RPTA 399 was added to the RPTA core three years ago to meet accreditation standards, but having RPTA 398 and 399 as separate courses is creating scheduling problems – both for faculty ACE loads and for the students taking them. The department would like to integrate the two into one course, and they have proposed adding language related to this to RPTA 399. Ms. Van Dyke pointed out that the WARD report will not show these changes for spring; it will still show both 398 and 399. Dr. Robinett agreed to change the effective date to Fall 2023. 

Dr. Hemphill asked if RPTA 398 will be placed in deep freeze in case the department wants to recall it at some time. Dr. Robinett replied that RPTA does not anticipate needing 398 once this change is made, so it will be deleted. 

Ms. Blankenship asked if other majors could take this class or if it is limited to RPTA juniors and majors. Dr. Robinett responded that the department is trying to avoid opening it up because they have found that students from other majors completing the RPTA minor who have tried to take this course do not come to it with the right background. Dr. Hemphill asked if it would be permissible for a senior to take this class. Ms. Prosise responded that generally the way this is worded throughout the undergraduate catalog is “at least junior status”

		3.	Request for Change of Major

			a.	Recreation, Park and Tourism Administration

				Motion: To approve change of major (Hemphill/Burke)

Dr. Robinett explained that the major is being revised to reflect the changes made today to the Tourism, Hospitality and Event Management Option and to the major core. Ms. Van Dyke pointed out that RPTA 454 has prerequisites of RPTA 351 and 451, but they are hidden on this form. Dr. Robinett noted that this form has been the same since 2020 and would need to be revised by the curriculum committee. Ms. Van Dyke noted that RPTA 473 is repeatable to 4 s.h. She asked if a student could take this for 3 s.h. to fulfill the requirement in the Adapted Recreation and Inclusion Option to “Select 3 s.h. from the following” list of courses. Dr. Robinett replied that this would be allowable.

B. 		Curricular Requests from the Department of Kinesiology	

		1.	Requests for New Courses

			a.	NUTR 220, Foods and Nutrition, 3 s.h.

				Motion: To approve NUTR 220 (Hemphill/Zellmann)

Kinesiology professor Lorri Kanauss explained that changes are being made to the Nutrition program to include more nutrition content in cooking courses. This is being done in conjunction with the changes RPTA is making in its courses to focus more on hospitality. Dr. Kanauss said the new courses are being created to help meet accreditation standards along with introducing skills and techniques, such as looking at the impact of allergens and doing cost analyses. 

Dr. Kanauss informed CCPI that Kinesiology plans to offer the last two years of the Nutrition and Dietetics program online. She related that two of the department’s partners have requested online food courses in the area of dietetics, and changes are being made to try to accommodate those partners. Dr. Kanauss noted that there have been some concerns about how the labs will work, but it has been determined that students will be able to do the labs in their own kitchens.

Ms. Prosise asked if the department wants to add an italicized statement to the catalog description of affected courses stating that they will be taught online only. Dr. Kanauss agreed to this change. 

Ms. Van Dyke noted that the course will not be able to be programmed with a “pre- or co-requisite” but will only be loaded as a prerequisite and the department will have to enforce the co-requisite. The “pre- or co-requisite” statement will be able to appear in the catalog that way.

Change: Add “Taught online only” in italics to the catalog description.

			b.	NUTR 320, Nutrition in Quantity Foods Management, 2-3 s.h.

Dr. Kanauss said she would need to speak to members of the program’s advisory board regarding information from Ms. Prosise and Ms. Van Dyke that making the course 2-3 s.h. might cause some complications. Ms. Prosise said she would recommend tabling this request because its approval could cause a programming issue for Ms. Van Dyke. She also thinks it might be difficult for advisors to enforce to make sure students are taking the course for the correct number of hours. She and Ms. Van Dyke have come up with a couple of proposed solutions, but Ms. Prosise is not sure what the department will choose to do.

		1.	Request for New Course

			a.	ANSC 280, Pre-Veterinary Sciences, 3 s.h.

				Motion: To approve ANSC 280 (Robinett/Hemphill)

School of Agriculture Director Andy Baker told CCPI this course was offered as an experimental course last spring, and about 16 students enrolled; another experimental course was offered this fall as a clinical course for pre-veterinary science. He stated that because of student interest, the school would like to make this course permanent. Dr. Baker has seen a lot of interest and told CCPI the school has a good adjunct instructor that is committed to teaching the course. He also thinks offering this course may lead to others in future. Dr. Baker observed that pre-veterinary science students do not really have much in the way of curriculum; they take animal science courses, but these do not give students a good sense of the field. He stated that the adjunct instructor has gone through veterinary school and knows what it takes to gain admission. He added that a second course offered in the fall or spring would involve students taking fecal samples. Dr. Baker said the adjunct instructor wants to prepare students for things they need to know in veterinary school that they are not getting in their current coursework.

Dr. Hemphill asked if the fourth course objective, “Demonstrate basic physical exams and interpret findings,” is part of the lab; Dr. Baker confirmed this is correct.
