	Dr. Kapale told CCPI that PHYS 311 is the first 300-level class that Physics students take. He stated they need to take Ordinary Differential Equations, MATH 333, before taking PHYS 311, so this is becoming a prereq rather than a corequisite. Dr. Kapale added that sometimes taking MATH 333 does not allow students to streamline their coursework and is not always necessary if students have a good understanding of the material which is covered in the beginning of PHYS 354, so consent of instructor is being added so that this can be determined on a case-by-case basis. Dr. Kapale noted that PHYS 305 is being added because it tells how to apply math techniques in physics contexts, which is more relevant from PHYS 354 on; the 400-level courses have PHYS 406. 

	Ms. Van Dyke pointed out that pre- and corequisites cannot both be programmed; they will be programmed as prerequisites where these appear.

	Biology Chair Ranessa Cooper related that Dr. Kapale met with her and with the  curriculum committee, and she and the committee understand and support the changes in hours, which are a result of changes to PHYS courses approved today.

	Geology professor Leslie Melim pointed out that the changes to the options were required not only as a result of changes to the hours of PHYS courses but also in order to eliminate ranges of hours. Ms. Prosise stated that the request to eliminate hour ranges came from her because they are confusing to many people. She assisted Dr. Kapale with the forms. Dr. Melim stated that in the case of the Geology option, the range for Directed Electives was changed from 1-3 s.h. to just 1 s.h., but Geology does not offer a 1 s.h. course, so to her this felt like a mandate. 

	Dr. Robinett asked if the Biology changes all came from Physics; Dr. Cooper responded that they do, except for the elimination of ranges, which came from Ms. Prosise, who she said put in a lot of work on them. 

	Ms. Bowers Sharpe observed that instead of a range of hours the options were changed to say “at least” a certain number of hours. Ms. Prosise stated that the ranges seemed to give a confusing message to students.
