A. Curricular Requests from the Department of English

1. Requests for Change of Course Descriptions

a. ENG 100, Introduction to Writing, 3 s.h.
Current:	Instruction and experience in the basics of clear, accurate, and effective paragraphs and essays. Required of students placed in the course during initial registration. Not open to students who have completed ENG 180 or 280 with a grade of C or above. Graded A, A-, B+, B, B-, C+, C, or U.

Proposed:	Introduction to writing as a social act with emphasis on developing flexible reading and writing processes for a range of genres. Required of students placed in the course during initial registration. Designated sections taught in computer labs. Not open to students who have completed ENG 180 or 280 with a grade of C or above. Graded A, A-, B+, B, B-, C+, C, or U.

Motion: To approve ENG 100 (Gravitt/Lin)

Ms. Williams remarked that it seems odd to mention that “Designated sections will be taught in computer labs” when no other courses specify this. Dr. Gravitt asked if this was intended as a “note” so that the department will remember to schedule the labs; English professor Magdelyn Helwig responded this is correct. Associate Provost Parsons added that if students know they will be meeting in a lab they will know they will be writing every day. 

Dr. McGinty asked what is meant by “social act” in the proposed definition. Dr. Helwig responded that this terminology is borrowed from Sociology.

b. ENG 180, College Writing I, 3 s.h.
Current:	Introduction to college writing, with an emphasis on the writing process, reflective writing, and critical thinking. All sections taught with word processors. Graded A, A-, B+, B, B-, C+, C, U, F. 

Proposed:	Study and practice of writing as a social act with emphasis on rhetoric and genre. All sections taught in computer labs. Graded A, A-, B+, B, B-, C+, C, U, F.  

Motion: To approve ENG 180 (Gravitt/Myers)

Associate Provost Parsons remarked that the change will not affect the General Education status of the course but asked if it will affect ENG 180’s assessment for Gen Ed. Dr. Helwig responded that the department is currently trying out a new kind of assessment; once the changes to ENG 180 and 280 are in place, the department plans to work on a revised assessment plan and bring it before the Council on General Education (CGE). Ms. Prosise asked if the requests for changes go to CGE; Ms. Hamm responded that normally CGE only reviews new requests for inclusion. Associate Provost Parsons asked if the change is to be made effective fall 2018. Dr. Helwig replied that the department is trying its new portfolio assessment this spring and will conduct its first run on February 14. She stated that if this trial goes well, the department may go before CGE in fall 2017 to request a change in their assessment plans. Associate Provost Parsons warned that the department should not use the new assessment plans until they are approved; Dr. Helwig stated that English is still using the old/current assessment in addition to trying the new. 

Dr. McGinty observed that the change will not affect the Illinois Articulation Agreement (IAI) codes but asked if there will be any potentially negative impact regarding IAI as a result of the description change. Dr. Helwig related that she asked Ms. Prosise to review the impact of the change, and she found that the focus on writing as a social act is a nationwide shift. Dr. Helwig stated that IAI added this back into their description last year, so WIU is responding reciprocally to changes that have already happened. Ms. Prosise confirmed that the new description is more in line with current IAI guidelines.

c. ENG 280, College Writing II, 3 s.h.
Current:	A second course in college writing, to be taken during sophomore year. Emphasis on the interaction between writer and reader. Designated sections taught with word processors. Graded A, A-, B+, B, B-, C+, C, U, F.  

Proposed:	Continued, advanced study and practice of writing as a social act with emphasis on disciplinary and professional contexts, rhetorical genre, and discourse community. Designated sections taught in computer labs. Graded A, A, B+, B, B-, C+, C, U, F.  

Associate Provost Parsons asked that the minutes reflect, so that it is on record, that the same comments regarding assessment of ENG 180 also apply to ENG 280.

2. Requests for New Courses

a. ECH 277, Observation and Assessment in Early Childhood Education, 3 s.h.

Motion: To approve ECH 277 (Gravitt/Myers)

Dr. Gravitt asked if the prerequisite, “A minimum grade of C is required of Teacher Education majors,” refers to a grade of C or to a GPA equivalent to a grade of C. Interim Chair of the Department of Curriculum and Instruction Barry Witten responded that students in the Teacher Education program must earn a grade of C or better in every class, regardless of whether it is an Education class. 

Chairperson Hardeman asked if the department has sufficient library materials. Curriculum and Instruction professor Boyoung Lee responded that they do; even though ECH 277 is a new course, the materials are similar to those used for ECH 474, which has been offered for both undergraduates and graduate students. Chairperson Hardeman remarked that the narrative on the request form seems to indicate the department is asking for additional materials. Dr. Lee responded that no additional materials are needed, but the department may need to do a new assessment instrument at some point in the future. CCPI requested that Curriculum and Instruction add a statement specifying that no additional library materials are needed.

b. ECH 359, Art and Movement for Children Ages 2-8 Years Old, 2 s.h.

Motion: To approve ECH 359 (Gravitt/Doh)

Dr. Engel asked if Kinesiology should be included in the Redistribution of Teaching Load section since it is a different department. The request indicates that “This course can be taught with existing faculty members in the Departments of Curriculum and Instruction and Kinesiology.” Associate Provost Parsons asked if the course will be cross-listed. Dr. Witten replied that at this time there will be more of an informal collaboration. Dr. Lin pointed out that in her letter of support Kinesiology Chair Janet Wigglesworth indicates that “Faculty in the Department of Kinesiology with a background in physical education will be glad to assist and/or co-teach this course.”

Ms. Svirupskaite asked if this course will only taught once per year; Dr. Lee replied that it will be taught to juniors in the fall only. Ms. Prosise asked if “junior standing” needs to be specified in the prerequisites; Dr. Witten replied that in order to be “fully accepted into the Teacher Education Program” students must have achieved junior standing.

· Change prerequisites to “Fully accepted into the Teacher Education Program (TEP).”

c. SPED 392, Strategies and Procedures for Exceptional Children Ages Birth to Five, 2 s.h.

Motion: To approve ECH 359 (Gravitt/Doh)

Dr. Gravitt questioned whether the catalog description should indicate that the course focuses on co-teaching models, assistive technology, and writing plans to best serve “all children.” Dr. Lee explained that educators teaching in regular classroom settings will have one or more children with special needs and will have to address those issues as well as those of typically developing children. She stated that students will learn strategies and procedures to serve exceptional children but at the same time will learn how to find the best ways to serve “all children” in their classroom settings. 

Dr. Gravitt asked why this course is 2 s.h. Dr. Lee replied that the department was asked by the Interim Provost to make an effort to decrease the total number of credit hours in order to stay competitive with other institutions who have already begun to do so. Dr. Lee added that two child education programs in the state have already obtained approval to reduce their hours to 120. Dr. Witten added that these changes are part of a three-year effort. He added the department must weave six sets of standards into their curriculum as well as addressing licensure requirements.

B. Curricular Requests from the Department of Geography (Reordered)

1. Requests for New Courses

a. GEOG 202, Principles of GIS, 4 s.h.

Motion: To approve GEOG 202 (Gravitt/Myers)

Chairperson Hardeman noted that GIS is also used in some other areas, such as Agriculture and Biology, and asked if there had been consultation with any other departments regarding whether this course could be useful to their students. Geography Chair Sam Thompson responded that his department works with Biological Sciences in the graduate area with GIS certification, and the GIS minor is open to any student who is interested. He stated that Geography contributed to the Precision Agriculture minor that was established last year, and some Ag students have minored in GIS in the past. He added that when Precision Agriculture was being developed, the two department chairs went over both programs and found that there was no overlap of courses. Associate Provost Parsons pointed out that Geography is the appropriate home for GIS versus any other department who might be using the GIS term. 

Chairperson Hardeman asked if a change of major would be forthcoming; Dr. Thompson responded affirmatively. Associate Provost Parsons added that the feasibility study is being reviewed by the Provost’s office, and Geography is waiting on the results of that review before bringing further changes forward. 

Dr. Doh asked if GEOG 208, 303, and 308 will be deleted. Dr. Thompson responded that GEOG 208 is on hold pending a visit with a university in China; GEOG 208 was part of a set of courses discussed with that university, and he wants to keep the course on the books pending finalization of those details. Dr. Doh observed that GEOG 208 and 308 are listed as other options within degree programs outside Geography. Ms. Prosise explained that typically she notifies departments with directed electives or required courses that may no longer be offered by a different department so that they have the option of adjusting their programs to compensate for the loss.

Chairperson Hardeman asked how many students are expected to enroll in a class like this one. Dr. Thompson responded that the department wants to use GEOG 202 as a foundation class to funnel students into GEOG 402, and GEOG 202 will have about 20-30 students.

c. GEOG 407, Social Applications of GIS, 3 s.h.

Motion: To approve GEOG 407 (Gravitt/Svirupskaite)

Dr. Gravitt asked what the effects of populations and neighborhoods are on GIS. Geography professor Fuyuang Liang explained that when geographers try to understand social issues, population is always one of the most important factors to consider, such as when delineating neighborhoods using GIS. He added that populations and neighborhoods affect crime, public health, and other factors that can be delineated by using GIS.

Changes: 
· Change abbreviated title to SOCIAL APPL GIS.
· Change third course objective from “develop the necessary skills…” to “demonstrate the necessary skills…”
· Remove apostrophe at the end of second course objective.
· Change first sentence under Student Needs to be Served to read, “In this course, students will learn how others, especially scientific researchers, use GIS in smart ways to address important social issues, such as populations, neighborhoods and their effects on crimes, public health, urban planning, etc.”
· Remove duplicate “in” in Relationship in Courses in Other Departments.

d. GEOG 410, Applied GIS, Remote Sensing, and GPS, 3 s.h.

Motion: To approve GEOG 410 (Gravitt/Myers)

Dr. Engel asked about the first course objective, which states that students will “Generate specialty interests in one or more particular GIScience sub-fields, such as environmental analysis, social applications, agricultural applications, remote sensing, quantitative methods, cartography, etc.” Dr. Liang explained that other fields use these types of geotechnology, and the department wants students to have a chance to pick out what kinds of things they want to work on in their own specialty fields. He stated that students will have the chance to focus on their own interests and use these skills in the fields in which they are interested. Dr. Thompson added that often Biological Sciences or Law Enforcement and Justice Administration students take GIS courses, and this will help them apply what they have learned to their own majors. 

Dr. Gravitt asked about the term GIScience. Dr. Liang explained this is not a new term and is common in the field. GIScience encompasses the three components of GIS, remote sensing, and GPS. He added that the department believes GIScience, which is broader than GIS, is the most appropriate term to use for this course. Dr. Gravitt pointed out that the abbreviated title, APP GISCIENCE, does not match the title of the course, “Applied GIS, Remote Sensing, and GPS.” The department agreed to change the course title to Applied GIScience.

· In course description, change “Examination of real-world cases…” to “Examination of real-world applications…”
· Remove the second sentence of the Redistribution of Teaching Load.

e. GEOG 423, River Water Resources, 3 s.h.

Motion: To approve GEOG 423 (Svirupskaite/Engel)

Dr. Thompson explained that the target audience for the course is Quad Cities students, and the course will concentrate on Mississippi River resources. He added that arrangements will be made if Macomb students want to take the course. Associate Provost Parsons observed that if GEOG 423 is offered at WIUQC, it will be a service course to other programs since Geography is a Macomb-based rather than a Quad Cities program. Dr. Thompson stated that the course was developed after talking with Quad Cities students; Geography professor Ranbir Kang is trying to develop a Geography minor for the Quad Cities campus, and this course would help that process. 

Chairperson Hardeman noted that the prerequisites are “100 level natural sciences course or consent of instructor.” She asked how the department is defining “natural sciences course” since the General Education category includes courses in Biology, Chemistry, Physics, and Computer Sciences. Dr. Thompson said he would prefer that the prerequisite not be defined by General Education natural sciences courses because he would not want a computer sciences course to be used as a prerequisite. Ms. Prosise suggested that perhaps the request needs to list the specific prefixes or courses that could be used for the prerequisites.

Motion: To table GEOG 423 until it can be brought back to CCPI with specific prerequisites listed (Myers/Hyde)

f. GEOG 440, Connections: A Geography of Transportation, 3 s.h.

Motion: To approve GEOG 440 (Gravitt/Engel)

Associate Provost Parsons pointed out that transportation overlaps with Decision Sciences, Economics, and Supply Chain Management. Dr. Thompson provided a letter of support from the Chair of Economics and Decision Sciences and said that he has contacted the Chair of Management and Marketing and is waiting on a response. CCPI told Dr. Thompson that a letter of support would have to be obtained from Management and Marketing before the course request can go forward to Senate, but the course could be approved pending receipt of this document. 

Change: Add “Geography” to the last sentence at the bottom of p. 1 so that it references “Human Geography.”

2. Request for Change of Minor

a. Geographic Information Systems

Motion: To approve changes to GIS minor (Gravitt/Engel)

Chairperson Hardeman asked if it is possible to complete the minor by taking only one 400-level course; Dr. Thompson responded that it is. Dr. Thompson noted that the prerequisite for GEOG 408 and 409 will be changed to require GEOG 202, and GEOG 409 will be moved to Directed Electives. 

Dr. Lin asked if Geography majors can take the GIS minor, noting that there is substantial overlap of courses. Dr. Thompson responded that Geography majors are not prohibited from taking the GIS minor but they are discouraged from doing so through advising, and there are no Geography majors currently taking the GIS minor. He told CCPI that the department has proposed to break the Geography major into two options, one a combination of physical and human geography and the other a geospatial option. He stated that the proposed geospatial option would integrate some of the courses approved at today’s CCPI meeting. 

Chairperson Hardeman noted that Faculty Senate has asked CCPI to consider what kinds of overlap is acceptable between majors and minors, and at the moment it is an area that is in some flux as those conversations continue. Dr. Lin said she would recommend that the request be tabled or withdrawn by the department until changes to the major come through so that it can be clearly seen that neither option overlaps with the existing GIS minor. Chairperson Hardeman agreed that CCPI might be advised to hold on consideration of the proposed changes to the minor until the Council has a clearer idea of what direction Geography is taking. 

College of Arts and Sciences Associate Dean Kyle Mayborn pointed out that Geography majors currently are not advised to take the GIS minor. Ms. Hamm suggested that, if the department wants the request to move forward, a specific note could be added to the minor explicitly stating that it is not open to Geography majors. After further discussion, the department decided to withdraw its request for change in minor until it can bring it back to CCPI along with changes to the Geography major, which are awaiting approval of the feasibility study for the two proposed new options.
