A. Curricular Requests from the Department of Foreign Languages and Literatures

1.	Request for Change of Credit Hours and Course Description

	a.	FL 490, Senior Capstone, 1 s.h.
Current: 	Students practice acting as educated resources in their primary foreign language and culture. Self-reflection and future goals are formulated in individual portfolios that serve as final assessment for the major. Students are required to take an oral proficiency interview.
	1 s.h.

Proposed:	Course designed to integrate linguistic, critical, cultural, and analytical skills with knowledge acquired during course work towards the major. Through a major writing project, an oral presentation, and a portfolio, students demonstrate their achievement of the program learning outcomes.
	3 s.h.

Motion: To approve FL 490 (Intrieri/Walters)

Chairperson Hardeman asked about the change from 1 s.h. to 3 s.h. Foreign Languages and Literatures Chair Luciano Picanço explained the change is intended to transform FL 490 into the final class for majors. He explained that faculty are experiencing a lot of overload with the 1 s.h. course, and some faculty have three to four students with that 1 s.h., so it was decided that it would be good for the program to make the change. Dr. Intrieri asked if the curriculum was standardized across the faculty and if every faculty member  used the same syllabus. Dr. Picanço responded that things can be taken out or added to the syllabus within the parameters of the course description. He explained that, under the change, students will have to prepare a major writing project and finish by preparing an article that would be of publishable quality at the undergraduate level. Students will also have to pass an oral proficiency presentation before the entire faculty, which is also open to the public, at which they will present the material that they researched. Additionally, students are expected to construct a portfolio that will take the pieces of their student life as an undergraduate and prepare them for the next step (jobs or graduate school). Dr. Picanço explained that the course is taught by one individual as the organizer and other faculty serve as readers; if students are interested in a certain aspect or topic that is the specialty of one of the faculty, the student can get help in that area. He added that students will learn how to present at a conference and reflect on their student careers. 

Dr. Intrieri asked how many students will take FL 490 over the course of a year. Dr. Picanço responded 10 to 12 students; four professors are teaching the course this semester with three students each. Dr. Shupe asked if the only difference in the proposal is the addition of a writing project; Dr. Picanço confirmed that the oral presentation and oral proficiency interview will remain the same. Dr. Picanço added that when he took over as department chair, he noticed that the emphasis seemed to be on language skills but there was little discussion of what students would do in with these skills in their professions, so this will become part of the oral presentation. 

Ms. Prosise asked if the course could be made variable credit (1-3 s.h.) since students coming under previous catalogs would only need to take the course for 1 s.h. CCPI members and Dr. Picanço discussed the logistics of such a change but in the end decided to leave the credit change as proposed and allow substitutions for those students that only need 1 s.h. 

Change: Change the last sentence of the proposed course description to read, “Students demonstrate their achievement of the program learning outcomes through a major writing project, an oral presentation, and a portfolio.”

Ms. Prosise explained the request combines all foreign language options under one umbrella. College of Arts and Sciences Associate Dean Kyle Mayborn told CCPI that when the request was considered by the University Committee for Educational Professionals (UCEP), a question arose about the core having only one course, FL 101. Chairperson Hardeman stated that it seems to her the major has a dual layer core since the options also have core courses that all students must take; basically, students will take the same core courses but in different languages. Dr. Picanço confirmed that all students will take 325, 326, and 327 in their specific languages. Chairperson Hardeman noted that there is a deficiency in the category labels of the form so that these courses cannot all be listed under core courses, but she would argue, if the discussion occurs at Faculty Senate, that it make sense to include these core courses within each of their option sections. Ms. Prosise agreed that this meets the spirit of the definition of core if not the letter.
