A.	Demonstration of Program Analysis Tool
		(Linda Prosise, Associate Director, Institutional Research and Planning)

Ms. Prosise told CCPI that she left the Provost’s Office on July 1 and now works in Institutional Research and Planning. She originally created the program analysis computation by hand last spring, then transferred what she called a rudimentary version of the tool to Excel. She told CCPI that she is not a professional programmer but hopes the tool will help CCPI members, chairs/directors and faculty proposing curriculum, and her replacement in the Provost’s Office (which has not yet been determined). She also warned that for some reason the program analysis tool will not work on a Mac.

Ms. Prosise explained the program analysis tool helps a user to determine if an academic program meets the requirements of the university’s definitions of academic terms, found on the CCPI website: https://www.wiu.edu/faculty_senate/committees/facultysenate/ccpi/academicterms.php). Once the user inputs information such as minor hours, core hours, hours outside of the major, etc., the program will determine if the proposal meets the requirements for academic programs. Ms. Prosise demonstrated the process using several types of examples.

Dr. Doh asked if the program analysis tool will be published on a website. Ms. Prosise responded that she has some more tweaking to do to it, but she will send it to Chair Intrieri and Ms. Hamm once that is completed, and it can then be emailed to CCPI members and posted on the CCPI website. Chair Intrieri expressed his appreciation for the work Ms. Prosise put into creating this tool. 

	B.	Membership Changes
Ms. Hamm announced that Senate councils and committees are being asked by the Faculty Senate Governance Committee to consider whether changes will be needed to their memberships once WIU transitions to a two-college system next year. Currently, CCPI’s membership specifies two faculty representatives per college, two at-large faculty representatives from any college, one student representative, and three ex-officio representatives -- two from the Provost’s Office and one from the Registrar’s office. CCPI members will consider this question and take up the discussion to determine a recommendation at its next meeting on December 4.

This request asks that the 6 s.h. requirement in 400-level History courses be restored.
