	A.	Curricular Requests from the School of Computer Sciences

	1.	Request for Change in Prerequisites

a. IS 325, Global Social Networks, 3 s.h.
[bookmark: _Hlk160465402]Current:	At least one course in each of Category III and Category IV of the General Education Curriculum
	
Proposed:	ENG 280 and junior standing

Motion: To approve changes to IS 325 (Intrieri/Razzaque)

Computer Sciences professor Jim McQuillan explained the school is hoping to have IS 325 approved as a Writing Instruction in the Disciplines (WID) course; it was formerly a General Education course and had prerequisites which were specific to that, but it will now need ENG 280 and junior standing as the prereqs for it to be considered for WID designation.

		2.	Request for Change of Major

			a.	Information Systems

Motion: To approve change of major (Intrieri/Bowers Sharpe)

Chair Burke told CCPI that Ms. Prosise worked closely with Computer Sciences to revise the forms they originally submitted. Ms. Prosise remarked the new emphases should really have been submitted on request for new emphasis forms with justification because all new programs are being intensely scrutinized due to the university’s financial situation. She took all of the information on the original form submitted by Computer Sciences and put each emphasis on a separate form for ease of reference, all of which cross-reference back to the request for change of major form. She thinks it will make the requests clearer if they are considered separately.

Chair Burke asked if CCPI members felt comfortable reviewing the changes today on the new revised forms; CCPI members had no objections. Ms. Prosise stated that although all of the original information is included, just in a different format, she is unsure if the College of Business and Technology curriculum committee would want to look them over again. Dr. McQuillan responded that effectively Computer Sciences is doing the same thing as was already approved by the council, so he does not think anyone on the curriculum committee would have a problem with it moving forward. Computer Sciences Director Dennis DeVolder agreed. 

Dr. McQuillan noted that if one was to look at WIU’s main website and the programs offered on the Quad Cities campus, some programs, including this one, are being phased out from being offered there after this spring. He explained that because Information Systems was offered in the Quad Cities, courses have been offered online or live streamed already by faculty in Macomb, so it seemed like a good time to transition the entire program online, including a couple of online emphases while keeping a couple of others Macomb-based. He said the goal is to attract a larger market by offering a couple of emphases entirely online. He said the biggest impact will be to CS 214 and 250; they have not been offered online previously so some online sections of those will have to be offered. 

Dr. McQuillan explained that the course that has been used as a WID course for Information Systems will not be offered much in the future, so it is hoped that IS 325 will be designated as the WID course. Computer Sciences met with the WID Council early this week; they will bring the request back to the council for a final vote on December 2, and he is hopeful that it will pass. 

Ms. Hamm stated that if CCPI approves the request, she will hold it back from going forward to Faculty Senate until the WID approval is received.

		3.	Requests for Changes in Emphases 

			a.	Business Intelligence

Motion: To approve changes to Business Intelligence emphasis (Intrieri/Piletic)

Dr. McQuillan told CCPI that Computer Sciences hopes to offer this emphasis online only. He said it came about a couple of years ago after a big program review, and they have had it in place only a short while. 

Ms. Van Dyke asked if DS 490, which is 3 s.h. repeatable to 6 s.h., can be counted twice in the Choose 4 section or if Computer Sciences would like to limit it to only be taken once to fulfill this requirement. Dr. McQuillan replied it is fine for students to take it twice if they choose.

			b.	Computer Information Systems

Motion: To approve changes to Information Systems emphasis (Intrieri/Bowers Sharpe)

Dr. McQuillan explained this is the original emphasis for the major and foundational for the area. He said there are relatively minor changes requested as the school tries to get it ready to be offered entirely online.

			c.	Cybersecurity

Motion: To approve changes to Cybersecurity emphasis (Intrieri/Sheng)

Dr. McQuillan told CCPI this is a Macomb-based emphasis, and the revisions mostly involve shuffling around courses without any huge changes.

		4.	Request for New Emphasis

			a.	Computer Information Systems

Motion: To approve Computer Information Systems emphasis (Intrieri/Bowers Sharpe)

[bookmark: _GoBack]Dr. McQuillan told CCPI that this new emphasis would use no extra resources, including no new courses. He pointed out that the rationale section explains the Association for Computing Machinery and the Association for Information Systems. He said they have model curriculum for computer science programs and suggest that schools consider having more of a tech emphasis, so Computer Information Systems will have more of a technology slant than some of the other emphases.

B. 	Curricular Requests from the Department of Political Science

	1.	Requests for New Courses

			a.	POLS 380, Writing in Political Science, 3 s.h.

Motion: To approve POLS 380 (Intrieri/Razzaque)

Political Science Chair Greg Baldi told CCPI this course is intended to replace the current WID course. He said POLS 492, Senior Seminar in Political Science, will be replaced with two courses, and POLS 380 will focus on writing in the discipline. He explained that one big change will be that this course will be offered to students in their junior year because the department thinks that giving students exposure to writing in the discipline earlier will be helpful, particularly since most Political Science students do internships and work with law firms between their junior and senior years. He noted, though, that other than this, POLS 380 will cover much of the same ground as POLS 492. 

Ms. Prosise asked if the prerequisites of “ENG 180 and ENG 280, permission of Political Science advisor” means that there is an “and” where the comma is; Dr. Baldi confirmed that is correct. She asked where this course should be listed in the undergraduate catalog; she assumes it would be in the category of General and Special Courses. Dr. Baldi confirmed that it would go where POLS 492 was formerly located. 

Ms. Van Dyke asked if this course had already been to the WID Council; Dr. Baldi replied that it has not. He was not sure it would need to since it is essentially the same course as POLS 492. Ms. Hamm confirmed that it will need WID Council approval. Ms. Prosise added that the course can be approved as a new course by Faculty Senate without WID approval, but she would not add the WID approval to it in the catalog until that is approved.

			b.	POLS 495, Professional Development in Political Science, 1 s.h.

Motion: To approve POLS 495 (Intrieri/Sheng)

Dr. Baldi told CCPI this is the second course that will be replacing the Senior Seminar. He said POLS 492 had combined the writing in the discipline component with this professional development component, talking about resumes and careers and having alumni visit to talk about their experiences on the job market. He said this made for sort of a dual identity that did not always fit well together, so the department thought it would be better to break out the professional development aspect into a 1 s.h. course. He added that this course will remain in the senior year for Political Science majors as it will be of more value as they move toward the job market. 

Dr. Intrieri asked if the course would be graded S/U or with a letter grade. Dr. Baldi replied that the plan is to use a letter grade, but they had not really considered grading it S/U. Dr. Intrieri remarked that from the perspective of Psychology, they have found this type of course to be very difficult to quantify. He thinks it can be difficult for the faculty member to work that out and for it to be consistently graded if multiple faculty members will be teaching it. Dr. Baldi agreed those are good points, and the department had not considered them. He remarked, though, that the way the course is designed it culminates in a career portfolio, so there is a set of tangible, graded items at the end of the semester as opposed to just turning in resumes or something similar. He added that currently the thinking is that the course will be taught by the chair, so there will not be much variation in who teaches it. He may, however, think about changing it to S/U grading in the future.

Ms. Prosise asked if this course would also go under the General and Special category in the catalog; Dr. Baldi replied that it would. She observed that the catalog description is 66 words but must be reduced to 40. Chair Burke suggested that the description could be revised to read, “This course will prepare political science students for the job market or graduate school. Topics include formulating career goals, exploring career options, preparing resumes, applying for jobs or graduate school, practicing interview skills, and preparing a career portfolio,” which is 38 words. Dr. Baldi accepted the revision.

Change: Reduce course description to 40 words or less.

		2.	Request for Change of Major

			a.	Political Science

Motion: To approve change of Political Science major (Intrieri/Sheng)

Dr. Baldi observed there are several components to this request, one of which is addition of the new courses. He said the other primary ones involve elimination of three of the current options: American Government, Public Administration/Public Policy, and International Relations/Comparative Politics. Dr. Baldi said these are being eliminated primarily due to the trends in preferences of students but also due to staffing issues inside the department. He added that two options will remain after these three are eliminated. 

Dr. Baldi explained the other two primary changes to the major involve reducing the number of core courses required in the surviving options and instead adding a greater range of directed electives for students. He explained that this is also tied to student preference as well as to the staffing challenges of the department. He thinks this will add a lot of flexibility for scheduling but will not in any way reduce the rigor of the program. He also thinks it will provide opportunities for students, given their interests and for those who are no longer able to take the eliminated options. Dr. Baldi explained that an increase in the number of open electives is tied to changes to the university’s General Education and the elimination of the College of Arts and Sciences enhanced curriculum. 

Ms. Prosise observed that five of the courses listed as directed electives are actually in deep freeze right now; they are listed in the Fall 2024 catalog but went into deep freeze in October because they have not been offered for five years. She said they do not need to be removed from the request; she will just make a note to remove the courses from deep freeze when they are offered. Those courses are POLS 201, 327, 393, 447, and 484. 

Ms. Prosise will create a memo for Interim Provost Mossman to sign phasing out the three options and notifying Financial Aid and Admissions. She asked if all three options should end following the Spring 2028 semester; Dr. Baldi confirmed this is correct.

		3.	Requests for Changes of Options

			a.	Political Science, General

Motion: To approve changes to Political Science, General option (Intrieri/Bowers Sharpe)

Dr. Baldi pointed out that this request includes a change of name to Government and Politics. He noted that he indicated (MC) beside the courses that will count toward the new Multicultural Perspectives graduation requirement. Dr. Intrieri commended Political Science for moving quickly to make these changes.

Ms. Van Dyke remarked that the department electives section just specifies 12 s.h. She asked if the department wants any restrictions on that or if students can take any political science course. Dr. Baldi responded that with the redesign of the curriculum with flexibility as its guiding principle, the department thinks that not having any restrictions on this is consistent with that principle.

Motion: To approve changes to the Pre-Law option (Intrieri/Sheng)

Dr. Baldi remarked there is a similar redesign rationale for these changes. Ms. Van Dyke asked if the departmental electives can be any political science class; Dr. Baldi replied that they can. 

Change: Add the pound sign # to three Gen Ed courses; on page 2, in the proposed column, POLS 228 and 267 should both have the pound sign added to them as well as PHIL 140 on page 6.

		1.	Request for Cross-Listing

Motion: To approve cross-listing (Intrieri/Bowers Sharpe)

Tawnya Adkins Covert, Chair of the Department of Sociology and Anthropology, told CCPI that the proposal began as a conversation between the Anthropology program coordinator and the Chair of the Department of Biology. She noted that Anthropology is no longer listed as a General Education course following the recent changes, but there has been discussion about the value of medical anthropology and the crossover between course content with Biology. She noted that anthropology is on the MCAT test, so Pre-Med students need to have anthropological knowledge. She said the cross-listing would provide a course that they could take for Biology credit which would help them get some of that information.

Motion: To approve changes to EDS 303 and 304 (Intrieri/Sheng)

School of Education professor Hollie Mason explained that most students take both 303 and 304, and the courses are being redesigned to better meet student needs. She said EDS 303 starts with observations, and 304 builds on that with teaching lessons. She added there is more work in 304, so it will be 2 s.h. and 303 will be 1 s.h.

Ms. Prosise observed that most teacher education programs will not need to be changed to reflect this because there is no difference in the semester hours, but Art and Music, because they require EDS 303 and not 304, will need to submit change forms. She asked if Music Director Anita Hardeman and Art Chair Kat Myers are aware of this. Education Director Jim LaPrad responded that the program coordinators for the education components in both fields are aware of this. Ms. Prosise said she will assume they have informed the chair and director as well. She added that she may be able to approve this as a minor change because there is no change of semester hours, if CCPI has no objections to her doing so. There were no objections to Ms. Prosise making this minor change without going through CCPI.

Ms. Prosise pointed out that the proposed catalog description for EDS 304 is 41 words. She recommended removing the word “will” in the second line so that it would read “Students participate …”

Change: Reduce EDS 304 to 40 words by removing “will” in the second line.

Motion: To approve SPED 360, 370, 400, 405, and 417 (Intrieri/Piletic)

Dr. Mason explained the reason for the changes is that there are two different program paths; the para path takes a slightly different route than the traditional program. She said this is causing a lot of approvals to be required for things that would not necessarily need to be approved. She said the changes will also create opportunities for students from different years to take courses together, with the understanding that things are just in a different order for some of them. She added that this will help bring their traditional students face-to-face instead of having to pair them up with the para program, which is online. 

Dr. Mason told CCPI that the field work for SPED 460 will be a corequisite for either SPED 320 or 400, whichever the student takes their junior year. Ms. Prosise told Dr. Mason this would need to come forward as a separate request. 

Changes: Since SPED 370 and 400 are WID courses, ENG 180 and 280 will need to be included in their proposed prerequisites.
