CCPI discussed whether to table the request or approve it provisionally, then decided on the latter course. The department will be asked to provide additional information for the rationale, and that information will be emailed to CCPI members before the request proceeds to the Provost’s office for processing.

Ms. Prosise pointed out that upper-division courses must have a prerequisite. Interim Dean Dayner suggested “permission of department.”
