1.	Request for Change to Title, Course Description, and Prerequisites
	
a.	NURS 408, Nursing Research, 3 s.h.
				Current:	Nursing Research
An examination of research methods as they pertain to nursing including the role of theory, modes of inquiry, research models, and ethical issues. Applying research in the development of patient care plans. Writing Instruction in the Disciplines (WID) course.
Prereq: ENG 280, STAT 171
Coreq: NURS 322, or credit for NURS 300

				Proposed:	Evidence Based Nursing Practice 
The course examines research methods as they pertain to nursing including the role of theory, modes of inquiry, research models, and ethical issues. Students will learn to apply research to patient care.  Writing Instruction in the Disciplines (WID) course.
Prereq: ENG 280, STAT 171, NURS 304, NURS 306,

				Motion: To approve NURS 408 (Bowers Sharpe/Doh)

Ms. Prosise pointed out that abbreviated titles usually do not include the title of the course, and this proposed abbreviated title is NURS 408 EBP. Nursing professor Lindsay White told CCPI that nursing students would understand the EBP abbreviation. Ms. Prosise remarked that this abbreviated title will appear on students’ transcripts. After discussion, Ms. White and CCPI agreed on NURSING EBP for the abbreviated title. [Note: Following the meeting, the Nursing Director requested that the abbreviated title be changed to NURS EBP since that is the format used for their other courses.]

Ms. Van Dyke remarked that if students were to take this course twice for grade replacement, she could not guarantee that the system would catch the different titles and replace the student’s grade since she had this exact case occur recently. She said if the student had previously taken the course under the original title, the system may not be able to tell that the course with the new title is the same one.

· Add hyphen in evidence-based.
· Change title in gray box at the top to reflect the current course title rather than the new one.
· Change abbreviated title since course numbers are not typically included.

B.	Curricular Requests from the Department of Counselor Education, College Student Personnel, and Social Work

		1.	Requests for Changes to Course Descriptions

			a.	SW 100, Introduction to Social Work, 3 s.h.
Current:	An introduction to professional values, ethics, history, policies, services, and fields of Social Work practice, emphasizing generalist Social Work. Twenty-five volunteer hours required.

Proposed:	An introduction to professional values, ethics, history, policies, services, and fields of Social Work practice, emphasizing generalist Social Work. Students will participate in a variety of instructor directed campus and community based events.

Motion: To approve SW 100 (Intrieri/Bowers Sharpe)

Social Work professor Debra Allwardt pointed out that the department is primarily removing language requiring 100 volunteer hours. She said this has been problematic because it is tied to specific assignments that require students to be in agency placements, which can be difficult for student-athletes and other students as well who cannot get to agencies Monday through Friday from 9-5. She said that rather than removing the requirement entirely so that students no longer have to complete the volunteer hours, the department would like to make it a requirement of switching from pre-Social Work to Social Work and having students complete the hours outside of the classroom, which will make it more flexible. She stated that for SW 100, the 25 hours will be replaced with experiential learning.

Dr. Doh asked if the 25 volunteer hours are currently part of the contact hours or if they are in addition to the three class hours every week. Dr. Allwardt responded they would be in addition to the contact hours because it was an assignment outside of class hours. She noted that it will continue to have some outside components but not necessarily add up to 25 hours. 

Changes:
· In first line of proposed course description, add a comma after “service.”
· Add hyphens in “instructor-directed” and “community-based” in proposed course description.

b.	SW 425, Generalist Social Work Practice III, 3 s.h.
Current:	Covers the theory and skills of the generalist method of Social Work. Its focus is on organizations, communities, society, and international issues. Thirty hours of community service required.

Proposed:	Covers the theory and skills of the generalist method of Social Work with a focus on organizations, communities, society, and international issues. Fifteen hours of community service required.

Motion: To approve SW 425 (Intrieri/Sheng)

Dr. Allwardt explained that this request is similar, but the department is keeping the volunteer assignment, just reducing the number of hours. She explained part of the reason is that there are a limited number of agencies in Macomb where students can do this type of placement, so these agencies are being bombarded with requests for students to do volunteer hours with them. She said reducing the hours should allow students to be able to stagger a little bit.

1.	Request for Change to Title, Course Description, and Prerequisites

			a.	ENG 483, Editing and Reviewing, 3 s.h.
Current:	Editing and Reviewing
Theory and practice of editing and reviewing documents. Focus on helping peers or colleagues improve their writing.
			Prereq: ENG 381 or permission of instructor

Proposed:	Editing and Proofreading
Theory, methods, and applied practice in copyediting and proofreading documents, with an introduction to the publishing industry.
			Prereq: ENG 370 or ENG 381 or permission of instructor

Motion: To approve ENG 483 (Bowers Sharpe/Intrieri)

English Department Chair Marjorie Allison explained that the department’s current two professional writing professors think that the title is inappropriate, so they wanted to change that as well as what is happening in the course. She added that this course was designed by someone who left the university about ten years ago, so these changes will bring it up to speed.

Changes: Removed the G after 483 in the heading and combine the two request forms into one.

		2.	Request for Change of Minor

			a.	Professional Writing

Motion: To approve change of minor (Intrieri/Bowers Sharpe)

Chair Allison said these changes are for housekeeping and to be more reflective of the staffing the department has now. She added that ENG 382 was only approved last year so they wanted to get that into the minor.

		3.	Request for Change of Major

			a.	English

Motion: To approve change of major (Bowers Sharpe/Intrieri)

Chair Allison told CCPI these changes are part of the cascading effect of the disappearance of College of Arts and Sciences General Education; departments within the college must account for the extra hours created by the elimination of their college-specific Gen Ed requirement. She stated that all of the changes previously discussed are also being brought into the new Professional Writing option. She noted that some minor changes are proposed to the Literature and Language option, including adding one course in the Forms section and making a theory class available that was not available previously; the department has been substituting the theory course informally but now want it to be in the books. She added that department electives and open electives were added to account for the extra hours. She noted that changes to the Creative Writing option are very similar. Chair Allison said that she will return to CCPI in a couple of weeks with changes to the Teacher Ed option that is working its way through curriculum committees. 

Changes:
· On the top of p.2, Option Courses should be 9 instead of 12 s.h. for Literature and Language option.
· Directed Electives total for Option A. should be 24 rather than 21 s.h.
· On last page, “For Option A,” change 22 s.h. to 20 s.h. to be added to the open electives.
· On last page, “For Option D,” change added 6 s.h. to option’s directed electives to 9 s.h.

		4.	Requests for Changes of Options

			a.	Creative Writing

Motion: To approve changes to Creative Writing option (Intrieri/Piletic)

Chair Allison said these changes are the simplest because they are just adding electives; the department electives were increased to 12 and the rest were put into open electives. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Dr. Intrieri asked if these changes are manifested by the changes in faculty positions in the Department of English. Chair Allison replied that they are not; most are precipitated by the elimination of the enhanced Gen Ed in Arts and Sciences. She noted that departments suddenly have a lot of hours back and need to figure out what to do with them, so CCPI will be seeing a lot of these types of requests.

Motion: To approve changes to Literature and Language option (Intrieri/Sheng)

Chair Allison reiterated that the department wanted to formalize that students can take either of the two theory classes; their advisor has been doing informal swapping up to this time, and they want to get this solidified before they lose their advisor. They also increased departmental and open electives and added a “forms” class that was not part of the Forms section before.

Ms. Prosise remarked that option courses should be inflexible and not include “or,” as in students being able to take ENG 368 or 389. She suggested that this choice of courses be moved to the Directed Elective section of the request form. 

Changes: 
· Move “ENG 368 or ENG 389” from Option Courses to Directed Electives.
· Change total Option Courses to 9 and total Directed Electives to 6 s.h.
· In Rationale for Change section, change these two sentences: “This proposal adds 6 s.h. of coursework moves 3 s.h. from Option Courses to the department’s directed electives, ensuring that students take at least three upper-division electives, something the department has long wanted to increase, and adding another 3 s.h. of coursework. The remaining 17 20 s.h. returned from the college now become open electives …”
· In Summary of Changes, change “Added 22 s.h. to the option’s open electives” to “Added 20 s.h. …”
· Change the third bullet point in Summary of Changes to “Added ENG 389, as a course that can fulfill the option’s theory course requirement, to directed electives.”

c.	Professional Writing

Motion: To approve changes to Professional Writing option (Intrieri/Doh)

Chair Allison told CCPI this request pretty much mirrors what the department is trying to do in the Professional Writing minor and adds departmental and open electives. 

Ms. Van Dyke asked for confirmation that students are required to take 3 s.h. of ENG 495, Internship, in the Option Courses and then can take another 3 s.h. of this same course in Directed Electives if they wish; Chair Allison confirmed this is correct. 

Change: In the first bullet point under Summary of Changes, “Added 6 s.h. to the option’s directed electives” should be changed to 9.

V.	Provost’s Report

Ms. Prosise spoke to CCPI about inconsistencies in the way Directed Gen Ed courses are handled on CCPI request forms. She noted that sometimes they are listed as Directed Gen Ed and other times are included in the Other category. She thinks this causes a lot of confusion for people, particularly when the Gen Ed is subtracted from the total semester hours at the end of the chart. Ms. Prosise would also like CCPI to consider making a recommendation about whether any or all of the 15 s.h. outside the major discipline, which are currently required for the comprehensive major, can be listed under Directed Gen Ed. She would like guidance from CCPI and then would like to develop some sort of guideline for departments to follow. 	
Ms. Prosise provided a document for CCPI to consider prior to the next meeting, when these topics will be discussed further.
