A.	Requests for Changes of Majors
	1.	Middle Level Education
		Motion: To approve Middle Level Education change of major (Robinett/Hemphill)
School of Education Interim Director Sebastian Szyjka explained that the two requests for changes of majors were tabled at the previous CCPI meeting due to hidden prerequisites, which have now been addressed. He sated that in the case of Middle Level Education, the hidden prerequisites were RDG 383 and EDS 301, which have been added to the core. Dr. Szyjka explained that removal of all Directed General Education courses from the major resulted from a change to state legislation, and the School of Education is trying to apply the change across all of its programs. He added that this content will be directed by advisors putting students in the formerly required courses. Dr. Szyjka added that the form also includes the changes to Math courses that were approved at the previous CCPI meeting.

Dr. Szyjka noted that the hidden prerequisite of LLA 313, which caused the request to be tabled at the last meeting,  was added to the list of required courses. 
Changes: Correct spelling of Education in the third line of the Rationale for Change and remove the duplicate “address” in the second line from the bottom of that section.

IV. 	New Business 
A. 	Curricular Request from the School of Agriculture	
		1.	Request for Change of Minor
			a.	Cannabis Production	
			Motion: To approve changes to Cannabis Production minor (Hemphill/Zellmann)
Agriculture professor Shelby Henning told CCPI the biggest problem occurring currently with the minor is the title reflects something that is not being taught. He explained that production is post-harvest processing of the plant; WIU’s School of Agriculture is not equipped to do that and does not want to get involved in that for logistical reasons. He stated that students can get that level of sophistication from their work in the industry. He explained that Cannabis Cultivation, the proposed new title, refers to growing the plant, and industry professionals have asked why the current title of the minor refers to extraction, not cultivation.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Dr. Robinett asked why the first, third, and fourth rows of the form are titled Directed Electives and the second row is Core Courses. Dr. Henning explained that this is an attempt to guide students to take courses in the correct sequence. He added that a lot of students take the courses in the wrong order, and students need to know what photosynthesis is before they move on to cultivation. Ms. Prosise explained that the Directed Electives are listed first because they are prerequisites for the core courses which follow. Agriculture professor Mark Bernards pointed out that the third group of Directed Electives will disappear because, as is shown on the form, they are simply being moved to the first row. He added that the sequence is intended so that students will take the courses that will help them accomplish their goals in the industry. 
Chair Goodwin asked if students could take all the Directed Elective courses under the Cultivation category or all under the Genetics category or if they have to take some from each category. Dr. Bernards responded that students could take all the courses from one of the categories. He said these categories help guide students’ decision-making processes without pigeonholing them. 
Dr. Bernards explained that the core is being reduced to only one course, BOT/HORT 357, Cannabis Biology and Production, because the other course currently in the core, HORT 493, Practicum in Horticultural Science, has proven to be problematic. He explained that students must be 21 in order to work in a cannabis facility, so moving this course to Directed Electives will prevent it from restricting students who are younger than 21 from moving through the program.
Dr. Henning told CCPI that there is increasing difficulty placing students in facilities close to Macomb. He noted that there were formerly about 12,000 production facilities in Illinois and now there are only about 600. He said it is hard to find facilities closer than two hours from Macomb, so moving the practicum course to Directed Electives will be better for everyone.

	1.	Requests for Changes to Course Description, Prerequisites, Repeatability 
		a.	ENGR 100, Engineering Study and Seminar, 0 s.h.
Current:	This course facilitates engineering students attending a cohort study hall, seminars, and other engineering events. Enrollment is open to all engineering majors (attendance is required for some engineering scholarships).

				Proposed:	Facilitates learning for Engineering and Engineering Technology students attending a cohort study hall, seminars, and other engineering/technology events (attendance is required for some scholarships).				
			Motion: To approve ENGR 100 changes (Hemphill/Burke)
Engineering and Technology professor Dave Hunter told CCPI that he and colleague Blair McDonald recently received a National Science Foundation STEM grant for scholarships to Engineering and Technology students. He said the school is proposing to take two existing courses, one ET and one ENGR, and cross-list them so that they can share the iCREST grant, which will require that students take the proposed ENGR/ET 100 course each semester. 
Ms. Van Dyke remarked that there is currently a prerequisite that students be in the Mechanical Engineering major. She asked if this prerequisite needs to be changed to include students in the Engineering Technology major. Engineering and Technology Director Rafael Obregon responded that the prerequisite change request will come to CCPI before the end of the semester.

b.	ENGR 220, Computational Methods for Engineers, 3 s.h.
Current:	Programming basic numerical methods using MATLAB for engineering applications. Matrix algebra, order of convergence, root finding, quadrature, solution of linear and nonlinear equations, eigenvalue problems, numerical integration, differentiation, ordinary differential equations, error analysis, and problem solving related to engineering applications. 
	Prereq: C or above in PHYS 211; Prereq or Coreq: MATH 333

				Proposed:	Programming with MATLAB as a numerical computational tool to solve engineering problems. Covers how to apply the concepts learned in math, physics, and engineering courses to problem solving related to computationally intensive engineering applications.
						Prereq or Coreq: PHYS 211
			Motion: To approve ENGR 220 changes (Hemphill/Robinett)
Engineering and Technology professor Il-Seop Shin explained that the school would like to be able to offer this MATLAB programming course to freshmen and sophomores so that they can use the knowledge learned in this course to solve math, science, and engineering problems. He said the MATH 333, Ordinary Differential Equations, course was removed as a prereq/coreq in order to facilitate this change. Dr. Hemphill asked if the MATH 333 course was being removed because it would be a lot for students to take both courses in the same semester. Dr. Shin replied that differential equations is not taught in ENGR 220; students will not need it until their sophomore year. He stated that instead of having students learn MATLAB programming and differential equations in the same semester, students will find that if they improve their programming skills, they will find it easier to apply programming to solve engineering problems.

c.	ET 293, Industrial Work Experience, 1-3 s.h., repeatable to 3 s.h.
				Current:	1-3 s.h., repeatable to 3 s.h.
This course will enable students to gain experience in manufacturing, construction, or graphic communication in a supervised and approved industrial environment. Written weekly reports, along with a final report, are required. Students will be under the general supervision of both the University instructor and the industrial supervisor. Evaluations of each student’s work will result from combined observations of all supervisors. This work experience will provide students an opportunity to apply basic industrial skills to the industrial work involved and enable them to better begin to understand the principles to be mastered for more advanced work. Completion of three 40-hour work weeks required for each semester hour of credit.
Prereq: major in the Department of Engineering Technology and permission of instructor

				Proposed:	1-3 s.h., repeatable to 6 s.h.
Industrial work experience in manufacturing, construction, or engineering in an approved industrial environment under the supervision of a University instructor and industrial supervisor. Completion of three 40-hour work weeks required for each semester hour of credit.
Prereq: major in the School of Engineering and Technology or permission of instructor
			Motion: To approve ET 293 changes (Burke/Zellmann)	
Dr. Hunter explained that the course description change is needed to get the current description below the 40-word limit. The prerequisite change is intended to reflect the current name of the School of Engineering and Technology. Chair Goodwin also noted that “and permission of instructor” in the current prereq is being changed to “or permission of instructor.” Dr. Hunter confirmed that is correct.

	1. 	Requests for New Courses	
		
a.	IS 335, Introduction to Cloud Computing, 3 s.h.	
			Motion: To approve IS 335 (Hemphill/Zellmann)

Computer Sciences professor Jim McQuillan explained that the Association for Computing Machinery has recommended that a cloud computing competency area be added to the Information Systems curriculum, and he thinks it will be a good addition.

b.	IS 425, Artificial Intelligence Applications and Management, 3 s.h.
			Motion: To approve IS 425 (Hemphill/Bowers Sharpe)
Dr. McQuillan stated that the Association for Computing Machinery recommends an artificial intelligence (AI) course for its Information Systems majors. He related that this course will have more of a business focus than the AI courses for Computer Science majors. Dr. McQuillan thinks the course will attract some students from the School of Accounting, Finance, Economics, and Decision Sciences (AFED) as well as some Management and Marketing students. He noted that artificial intelligence is in many areas nowadays, and the school expects this course to be of interest to people in other disciplines. Dr. Hemphill asked which programming language the course will use; Dr. McQuillan replied that Python is used in all AI courses.

a.	CSEC 101, Introduction to Cybersecurity I, 2 s.h.
Current:	Cybersecurity affects the safety and wellbeing of individuals. An introductory overview on privacy, cyber hygiene, online safety, system and infrastructure security, human factor security, technological factors of cybercrimes, cyberwars, cyber threat management, cyber defense, and legal/ethical issues.

				Proposed:	An industry overview on the importance of cybersecurity, cyber hygiene and online safety, usable security, social engineering, technological aspects of cybercrimes, cyber threats, cyber defense, and legal/ethical issues.
			Motion: To approve CSEC 101 changes (Hemphill/Burke)

Dr. McQuillan explained that CSEC 101 was created as a 3 s.h. course a few years ago, then was split into this course and a 1 s.h. follow-up lab-based course. He said the changes are proposed in hopes that the Council on General Education will grant CSEC 101 Gen Ed designation in the Human Well-Being category. Dr. McQuillan hopes that the changes will make it more clear how this course fits into that category because everyone must worry about cybersecurity nowadays on all electronic devices.

			Motion: To approve changes to CS 210 (Bowers Sharpe/Hemphill)
Dr. McQuillan thinks there is a lot of interest in the material in this course, so much so that the School of Computer Sciences would like to submit it for graduate credit and make it a more involved course. He said that AFED and Mathematics students are expected to be interested in this course once it has a G attached to it. Dr. Robinett asked if the current material in the course is worthy of the higher classification. Dr. McQuillan replied that this has been a challenging course for students at the 200-level, and the school is working on additional learning objectives to submit for the G designation. Dr. Hemphill asked if the course has the prerequisites since these are required for a 400-level course. Dr. McQuillan replied the prerequisites are CS 114 or CS 214 and MATH 128 or STAT 171. He added that there are no plans to change the prerequisites.

Dr. McQuillan said the change in prerequisites is so students will have the basic programming fundamentals. He explained that if a student takes the CSEC 101/102 sequence, the CSEC 102 lab will given them enough programming background, so the school would like for that to be a possible entry point for this course.

Dr. McQuillan related that AFED has recently been notified of changes to the CPA exam which will mean that their students would benefit from some IS courses. He said the School of AFED asked the School of Computer Sciences to look at their courses to see if AFED students could take them for some extra background. Dr. McQuillan told CCPI that IS 355 is one of the courses that Computer Sciences wants to tweak to help AFED students. He added that they would be asking for G designation in the future as that will also help these students.

Dr. McQuillan noted that the changes are primarily to create a new emphasis in Business Intelligence, which should be very attractive to students. He added that a change is being made to the Cybersecurity emphasis so that students will have the choice of taking CS 455 rather than CSEC 395 because they do not need quite that advanced level of security. He said a change is also being made to enable students to take a UNIX class, CS/CSEC 371, which is a prerequisite to some of the other possible Directed Elective classes.

			a.	KIN 111, Foundation of Tai Chi, 1 s.h.
			Motion: To approve KIN 111 (Robinett/Hemphill)	
Ms. Van Dyke asked if students can take both this course and PETE 225 since the Relationship to Existing Courses Within the Department states that “Tai Chi is also taught in PETE 225.” Kinesiology professor Ritchie Gabbei responded that this is a much stronger and intensive version of Tai Chi than that taught in PETE 225, which is a contemporary fitness course and includes yoga, weight training, and jogging for the purposes of learning to teach fitness activities. He said KIN 111 is intended for the general population as a method of exercise, and the two courses have different approaches and outcomes. 
			Changes: 
· Add “s” to Foundation where it appears in the heading and title.
· Change Lab Hours Per Week to zero.
· Change abbreviated title to FOUNDN TAI CHI.

b.	NUTR 220, Foods and Nutrition, 3 s.h.
			Motion: To approve NUTR 220 (Zellmann/Hemphill)
Kinesiology professor Lorri Kanauss explained that all three new NUTR courses are the result of new accreditation standards from the dietetics standpoint. She said the new standards require more nutrition focus in the foods class which was previously shared with Hospitality Management. She said this class is being split off so that Hospitality Management will have their focus and the new NUTR 220 will have a separate focus tailored to meet Dietetics students’ needs. 
Dr. Kanauss said the last two years of the program will be offered in an online format. She added that if students prefer face-to-face instruction they can substitute an RPTA class and make up the competencies in their practicum. 
The request forms for the new courses states that Dietetics lost its third faculty member in May 2021 and they hope that a new faculty position will be filled before offering these courses. Ms. Prosise pointed out that approval of the new courses is no guarantee that the new faculty position will be approved.
Change: In Relationship to Courses in Other Departments, add “will” in the last line so that it reads, “…the new NUTR 220 cooking class will have a nutrition focus.”

c.	NUTR 320, Nutrition in Quantity Foods Management I, 3 s.h.
			Motion: To approve NUTR 320 (Zellmann/Hemphill)
Dr. Kanauss said this course will also be taught online and have a nutrition focus. She said most nutrition professionals working in food service are working in non-commercial food service operations, such as schools, hospitals, and prisons, so students will have to complete their lab components in a non-commercial setting. She added that students have trouble getting permission to job shadow in prisons, but that is one option available to them. Dr. Kanauss said this course will introduce students to some components and smaller skills that they will examine more in depth in the much more complicated medical nutrition and therapy classes.

Dr. Kanauss said that this online course will include a nutrition component as well as more math and business aspects. She said the dietetics accrediting body has implemented several new competencies, and the advisory board members thought they would fit best in this new course. She explained the new competencies are more people skills – practices involving resolving differences or dealing with conflicts with patients, clients, employees, coworkers, and supervisors – all of which come directly from the Dietetics Accreditation Standards. 
Change: Add “Offered online only” in italics at the end of the course description, as in the previous two course requests.

She said advisors have been substituting NUTR 438 for HM 458 for some time and thinks HM 458 is no longer even offered. Additionally, NUTR 420 will replace HM 353.

The three newly approved courses were also added to the major.
