III. 	Old Business
	A.	Proposed Change to Course Syllabus Policy
Chair Burke related that she and Interim Associate Provost Pynes spoke with Amy Mossman, WIU’s Higher Learning Commission (HLC) Accreditation Liaison Officer, about her suggestion that language be added to the Course Syllabus Policy. Chair Burke stated that Ms. Prosise had asked about the difference in terms of course objectives and learning outcomes, and Dr. Mossman clarified those terms are used interchangeably by HLC. Chair Burke noted that “course objectives” are already specified in the syllabus policy as a requirement (in Item 1), and CCPI must decide if they want to add suggested language related to specifying that course objectives for all sections should be consistent. 
Chair Burke reminded CCPI that at the last meeting it was discussed whether it made sense to include this last statement in the Course Syllabus Policy or if that information should be included elsewhere, such as the new course or course change forms. Interim Associate Provost Pynes suggested it could also be included in the special instructions section of the CCPI Policies and Procedures. He added that Dr. Mossman clarified that this is a recommendation from HLC and not something that has to be done. He added that it should not need to dominate today’s discussion. Chair Burke agreed, adding that Dr. Mossman told her she would simply report to HLC in her four-year review report that it was being discussed. 
Dr. Intrieri asked if the learning outcomes are discipline-specific; if so, some programs might focus more on course objectives and others on learning outcomes. He suggested CCPI may want to include both terms in the document. Interim Associate Provost Pynes observed that both terms are used for assessment, but for HLC the two are basically used the same. He thinks CCPI should not confuse an accreditation discussion with assessment. Interim Associate Provost Pynes thinks “course objectives” is sufficient, and “learning outcomes” should be reserved for assessment usage so that people are not confused. 
Chair Burke asked if CCPI is recommending no change in the Course Syllabus Policy for Item 1. Dr. Intrieri replied he thinks that is a good idea. Chair Burke asked if CCPI has given any thought to putting the last line of the proposal in the new course request forms or in the special instructions section of the policies and procedures document. Ms. Prosise volunteered to add it to the change of major, option, and emphasis forms as well as those other locations. Chair Burke asked if CCPI needs to discuss this further today. Ms. Prosise volunteered to take a look at possible wording and bring back a recommendation. Chair Burke thinks that the Senate Executive Committee and Dr. Mossman are satisfied that CCPI is working on it. 
Dr. Intrieri asked if the discussion should be tabled until CCPI has a lighter schedule. Chair Burke indicated that ExCo asked that CCPI respond back to them by March 25, so she can report to them that CCPI is working on it. Ms. Prosise thinks it is fair to report that CCPI will put a statement in the special instructions section of the policies and procedures and just needs to flesh out the wording. Interim Associate Provost Pynes added it should be made clear that this was an HLC recommendation, not a requirement.

		a.	ARTS 181, Introduction to Studio Art, 3 s.h.
Current:	Introduction to Studio Art
		A general introduction to understanding art and its vocabulary including hands-on experience utilizing a variety of the media used in the creation of art. (Cannot be applied toward the Art major.)

Proposed:	Introduction to Studio Arts
		An introduction to the materials, tools, and languages of visual art media. Hands-on practice making art with a range of studio art mediums includes self-evaluations and group discussions. (Cannot be applied to the Art major.)

	B.	Curricular Requests from the School of Communication and Media

		1.	Request for New Course

a.	COMM 360, Media Literacy, 3 s.h.

Motion: To approve COMM 360 (Intrieri/Doh)

Pete Jorgensen, Director of the School of Communication and Media, told CCPI that this is one of the first synergistic courses being launched by the new school which is designed for both Communication and for Broadcasting and Journalism majors, and, by extension, for Public Relations majors as well. He thinks this class melds the communication interest in social media with the practice of mass communication in media, broadcasting, and journalism. He anticipates it will be a great course for students to take, especially in the present day when students tend to believe what comes across their social media feeds. He thinks this course will help students distinguish between fact and fiction when presented through the media. 

Dr. Intrieri asked why this course was not proposed for General Education because it seems to have applications across the spectrum of college students that consume media. Dr. Jorgensen replied that this was discussed, but the school does not have sufficient faculty to offer Gen Ed courses, although they hope to in the future; all their staffing right now must be dedicated to offering courses in the majors. Dr. Jorgensen added that being a 300-level course makes COMM 360 more attractive to any transfer students coming to WIU to finish their degrees.  

Change: Change class hours to 3.

		2.	Request for Change of Course Description

b.	COMM 130, Introduction to Human Communication, 3 s.h.
Current:	Introduction to the various approaches and sub-fields which comprise speech communication, with a focus on the theoretical foundations of contemporary human communication theory.

Proposed:	Introduction to interdisciplinary origins and contemporary applications in communication, public relations, broadcast journalism, and media theories and applications.

Motion: To approve changes to COMM 130 (Intrieri/Bowers Sharpe)

Dr. Jorgensen told CCPI that COMM 130 was one of the courses that lost its General Education designation when the university changed to only allowing Gen Ed courses that were approved by the Illinois Articulation Initiative (IAI). He related he told IAI last fall that they need a new category for this type of course, but although the IAI panel agreed, the course was not approved because no category exists for it. Dr. Jorgensen told CCPI the changes are intended to make the course more attractive to Broadcasting and Journalism students; with the inclusion of media literacy, it will hit the media component hard while still including human communication as well. He said these changes will also help when the school submits it to IAI again, this time in the interdisciplinary category; these changes will make it more likely to fit within IAI’s current structure.

			a.	Social Media

Motion: To approve changes to the Social Media minor (Intrieri/Sheng)

Dr. Jorgensen said the changes are a cleanup; for instance, instead of saying any 400-level elective, the minor will now be more oriented toward social media; additionally, risk and crisis communication, online influencers, and media literacy courses are being added.

		1.	Requests for New Courses
	
			a.	SPA 333, Autism Spectrum Disorder and Sensory Regulation, 3 s.h.

Motion: To approve SPA 333 (Intrieri/Razzaque)

Chair Burke, who is a faculty member in the Department of Speech Pathology and Audiology, explained that the department was originally going to submit a request for new major, but Ms. Prosise advised them to make that proposal a request for new option within the existing major. She said this will result in some changes to the language that was originally included in the new course request forms.  

Chair Burke said the department thinks SPA 333 will be a great elective for their students. She noted it will be required for students taking the new Speech Language Pathology Assistant (SPLA) option. Chair Burke stated that one of every 36 people have a diagnosis of autism, and many people that Speech Pathology and Audiology (SPA) professors come into contact with have autism or sensory disorders. She said for this reason the department wants a class to teach WIU students about regulating students with autism or sensory disorders. Dr. Intrieri remarked it sounds like a good course. Chair Burke said the department hopes it will be a good elective for Education, for Psychology, and for several other disciplines. 

Amanda Silberer, Chair of the Department of Speech Pathology and Audiology, added that their undergraduates get to do clinics and work with young children because they have not had the adult classes yet, and they are seeing an increasing amount of children that fall into the sensory disorders or autism scale and need more information about this. She added that the department is really excited about being able to offer it.

Dr. Intrieri asked, since the course will appeal to disciplines in other departments, whether any letters of support were requested. Chair Burke responded that she reached out to Special Education and spoke to both their professors and their director. She said they do not have any specific courses in this topic, and she hopes they will suggest that their students take it. Ms. Prosise remarked that the Special Ed program is in the process of being revised, so it was a good time to approach them about this. 

Chair Burke indicated that this course will be submitted for WID designation.

Changes: Change “SLPA major” to “SLPA option” in the Relationship to Existing Courses section, the top of page 3, and the Rationale. The reference in the Rationale also needs the acronym corrected.

			b.	SPA 339, Introduction to Augmentative and Alternative Communication, 3 s.h.

Motion: To approve SPA 339 (Intrieri/Razzaque)

Chair Burke told CCPI this course was developed as an elective for undergraduate students. She said that undergraduates participate in clinics and often will work with children with augmentative and alternative communication devices or who are working towards that. She added the department thought this would be a good course for Education majors since many students use these devices, and it will be a required course for the new SLPA option. 

Changes: Change “SLPA major” to “SLPA option” in the Required for the Major section and the Rationale; also change SPLA to SLPA in the first instance.

			c.	SPA 489, Clinical Fieldwork in Speech-Language Pathology, 1 s.h.

Motion: To approve SPA 489 (Intrieri/Piletic)

Chair Burke told CCPI this course is similar to SPA 488, the department’s clinical course. She explained the difference is that students trying for the Speech Language Pathology Assistant do not have do not have to do the same things as a Speech Language Pathology major. She said the difference between the two is that Speech Language Pathology Assistants do not have to do assessments; they do not set goals but simply carry out the plan that the Speech Language Pathologists determine. She added that the SLPAs carry out the assessment plan that the SLP majors will present.

Dr. Doh asked if the 100 hours of fieldwork can be taken across the 3 s.h. of the course; Chair Burke confirmed that is correct; the fieldwork can be taken over the course of the semester. Dr. Silberer explained that in the first semester the Speech Language Pathology Assistant students will be paired with Speech Language Pathology students so that they can follow the assessment plans. She noted that undergraduate students are not sent out to schools, which is one reason the department wants to add this course; this course will allow students to perform exactly the same things they will do when working as SLPAs in schools and following IEPs. She said this class will allow undergraduates to get the hours of fieldwork experience before they leave WIU. 

Dr. Doh asked if there needs to be a minimum amount of fieldwork completed per semester in case a student completed a small amount of hours one semester and most of the hours the following one. Dr. Silberer replied that there is a minimum of ten hours, but that has never been a problem because there is a waiting list of clients, so if one client cancels there is always another one to fill their spot, and students participate in 200-250 hours of fieldwork. Chair Burke noted that when a client has a twice-a-week standing appointment for 12 weeks, that is 24 weeks just for one client, and students will work with two or three clients per semester. 

Dr. Doh observed that SPA 488 has an academic and observational hours requirement, but this course does not. Chair Burke replied that the statement of academic requirements was omitted on purpose. Dr. Silberer explained that the Speech Language Pathology Assistant program was not able to be offered in Illinois until the last year or two. She noted some students do not achieve the grades or do not have the financial means to be able to go on to graduate school, so the new SPLA option will allow them to do something with the education they have earned. She added that a lot of the academic requirements were removed since these students would not be applying for grad school, which is why this additional class was needed. 

Dr. Doh asked if students can take this course as soon as they designate they will be pursuing the SPLA option. Dr. Silberer replied they cannot; students will need to complete the prerequisites, so they would normally be a junior before taking this course. Dr. Doh indicated that this is not specified in the proposal; the prerequisites simply specify “Major in SLPA.” Chair Burke observed that since it is a 400-level course, students would not take it as freshmen or sophomores. Ms. Prosise asked if “junior standing” or “senior standing” should be added to the prerequisites. Dr. Silberer replied she would be fine with adding “junior standing,” but by their senior year she expects these students to be in the schools because SLPA students will do more clinics than the students going on to graduate school; they will just be on a different trajectory in that they will not do evals or set a plan but will rather follow a plan. 

Interim Associate Provost Pynes asked if there are students who are currently juniors or seniors in the other program who may wish to switch to the new SLPA option. Dr. Silberer replied affirmatively, adding that there are already students who did not make it through the graduate program who are ready to be SLPAs. Interim Associate Provost Pynes asked if this new option will act as a kind of retention effort. Dr. Silberer agreed it will, adding that some of these students are wonderful clinicians that in the past the university would have lost.

Changes:
· Remove the hyphens between speech-language pathology in the titles (two places), Relationship to Existing Courses section, and Rationale.
· Remove the word “majors” in the catalog description since the SLPA is now an option rather than a major.
· Change prerequisites to “SPA major and junior standing.”
· Change “SLPA majors” to “SLPA option students” in the Relationship to Existing courses Within the Department/School and the Rationale sections.
· Change references to SLPA major to SLPA option in the Required for the Major and Rationale sections.

		2.	Request for Change of Major

			a.	Speech Pathology and Audiology

Motion: To approve change of major (Intrieri/Bowers Sharpe)

Chair Burke pointed out that, following up on recent conversations at CCPI, directed general education courses were moved out of the Other category and into University General Education; core courses will stay the same. She noted that the new courses have been added as electives on the option form. 

Dr. Intrieri observed that PSY 100 is the only Psychology course that is included. He asked why, since diversity is an objective of this program, the major does not include more courses related to psychology since there is a neurological association with autism. Chair Burke replied that PSY 100 is required by the accrediting body, and Speech Pathology and Audiology students often minor in Psychology. She noted, though, that there are a lot of requirements students need to take for grad school, which is why they are not asked to take another Psychology course. 

Ms. Prosise observed that originally there were 14 hours in the Other category, and by moving some courses to Directed Gen Ed it leaves this category with only 4 s.h., considerably less than the 15 hours that are required to be courses outside of the major. She thinks that since the courses that were moved to the Directed Gen Ed category are required by the accrediting body, this should be sufficient justification to allow the violation of that requirement. She pointed out that otherwise, if these courses were not included in Gen Ed, the major would actually require more than 120 hours, which would be quite a burden on students.

		3.	Request for Additional Option (formerly Request for New Major)

			a.	Speech Language Pathology Assistant

Motion: To approve additional option (Intrieri/Piletic)

Chair Burke explained that this proposal is being submitted as a new option rather than a new major on the suggestion of Ms. Prosise, but it was agreed by Interim Provost Mossman that the previously approved feasibility study can still be applied to the current request under its option designation. Ms. Prosise explained that the main reason she suggested the department change the proposal to a new option rather than a new major is because new majors have to get IBHE approval, which takes months and would mean that it would not be in place for Fall 2025. 

Chair Burke explained that the proposal is designed for their students who do not want to or are unable to go on to graduate school but would be interested in pursuing an SLPA license. 

Changes: Change “SLPA major” to “SLPA option” twice in the Rationale section.

	D.	Curricular Requests from the School of Accounting and Business Administration

		1.	Request for New Course

			a.	ECON 409, Fundamentals of Intermediate Economic Theory, 3 s.h.

Motion: To approve ECON 409 (Intrieri/Sheng)

Jessica Lin, Director of the School of Accounting and Business Administration, explained that this will replace their ECON 509 graduate course because, with the elimination of their Masters in Quantitative Economics, the school would like to bring ECON 409 into the mixed undergraduate/graduate domain and will pursue a G designation for it. She pointed out that it will have elements of both micro- and macroeconomics so that it can serve as wide an audience as possible. 

 Dr. Doh asked if a change of major form will be submitted later. Dr. Lin replied it will be coming to CCPI along with a large number of additional requests from her college, including changes to every one of her school’s degrees.

Chair Burke asked if the courses that will be replaced by this new course – ECON 325, 330, 331, and 332 – will go into deep freeze. Dr. Lin replied that the school will probably send a lot of their courses into deep freeze to get them out of the catalog so that it is not misleading for students, but she does not want to completely delete them because it can affect transfer students. Ms. Prosise added that this can also affect students who come in under earlier catalogs. Dr. Lin reiterated that she wants to be honest in the catalog about what the school can offer at the present time.

		2.	Requests for Changes in Course Titles, Numbers, and Description

			a.	MKTG 331, Promotional Concepts, 3 s.h.
Current:	MKTG 331, Promotional Concepts
Proposed:	MKTG 443, Promotional Strategies

Motion: To approve changes to MKTG 331 (Intrieri/Razzaque)

Dr. Lin explained that the school is trying to serve multiple audiences, and these changes will allow them to serve both MBA and undergraduate students. She added that the content is appropriate for both, so it is pedagogically sound. She added that the reason these courses are being submitted to CCPI early is because they will also be going to the Graduate Council to request G designation. 

Ms. Van Dyke pointed out that the next request, to change SCM 340 to SCM 440, states that it is “not open to students with credit in SCM 340.” She asked if a similar statement is needed for this request. Ms. Prosise replied that when a course number changes, it automatically stops students who have taken the course under the original number from enrolling in it again. She added that as long as this mechanism is in place, it does not matter to her whether this statement is in the catalog or not, but if Dr. Lin wants to add it later, this can be done via email because it is a restriction rather than a change to the course description and would not need to go through CCPI. She will indicate in the catalog under MKTG 433 that it was formerly MKTG 331.

			b.	SCM 340, Transportation Management, 3 s.h.
				Current:	SCM 340, Transportation Management
Deals with the day-to-day buying and selling of transportation services. Reviews the basic job of a traffic manager, the decision variables considered by a traffic manager, the organization position of traffic management, and freight classifications and tariff interpretations. 

Proposed:	SCM 440, Logistics Management
		This course explores the physical distribution and transportation of goods within a technologically advanced global environment. It covers decision variables such as mode selection, 3PL services, cost/price analysis, material storage/handling solutions, risk, laws/regulations, and international shipping terms. Not open to students with credit in SCM 340. 

Motion: To approve changes to SCM 340 (Intrieri/Piletic)

Dr. Lin said this is the same sort of change; the school has been collapsing its electives, rearranging some content, and adding G designations.

	E.	Curricular Requests from the Department of Psychology

		1.	Request for Change of Major

			a.	Psychology

Motion: To approve change to Psychology major (Intrieri/Sheng)

Psychology Chair Dave Lane explained this was prompted by the College of Arts and Sciences needing to bring their General Education curriculum in line with the University Gen Ed requirements. He noted that the major will go from requiring 55 hours of General Education to 37, as mandated. Dr. Lane related that another change coming from the college curriculum committee is that Bachelor of Science degrees, which include Psychology, are now required to include a one-year sequence of a science course 

Dr. Lane indicated that the department voted to eliminate PSY 492, the capstone experience, from being a degree requirement. He explained that this course, which has existed for about ten years, is basically an independent study where students work with a faculty member and write a big paper their senior year, often during their last semester. He told CCPI the department, after significant discussion, found that this course was not working as effectively as was hoped because it has had some unanticipated consequences; students view it as a do-or-die, high-stakes requirement that became a retention issue. He related that some students, independent of their academic skills, struggled to complete the paper in a timely manner, so the course seemed to have limited use and some significant downsides. Dr. Lane added that the department has added a 200-level introductory course to scientific writing, which is followed by a 300-level WID course, which was already in existence, which the department believes will work better because this will introduce writing earlier in the curriculum. 

Dr. Lane noted that all programs are now supposed to designate a Multicultural Perspectives course. He told CCPI that while they did not know where to add this on the form, the department wanted to have in writing that Psychology students could meet this graduation requirement by completing any course that is currently designated as Multicultural; this statement was added under the chart. Ms. Prosise noted that the Multicultural Perspectives designation will replace the current Global Issues designation with a special symbol under the table.

		2.	Requests for Changes of Options
	
			a.	Forensic Psychology

Motion: To approve changes to Forensic Psychology (Intrieri/Bowers Sharpe)

Dr. Lane observed that the directed electives are currently 18 s.h. to be chosen from a list of subject courses; that is being changed to 15 s.h. He added that one course that was formerly listed further down, PSY 434, is being moved to this category from the Forensically-Related Courses category, which is being increased from 12 s.h. to 15 s.h. to meet the requirement that comprehensive majors have 15 hours from outside their discipline. He noted the minor is being eliminated because comprehensive majors cannot require a minor. He said the final change is that several open electives have been added as a result of the change to General Education; these are intended to let students have the freedom to craft the kind of curriculum that works best for them. 

Ms. Van Dyke noted that the form says students must take six hours of PSY 490, to be taken twice with different topics. She asked if it is always offered in three-hour increments; Dr. Lane replied that it is.

Motion: To approve changes to the Psychology option (Intrieri/Razzaque)

Dr. Lane explained that these changes simply reflect the changes to General Education which resulted in changes to the open electives; those classes are being moved from the Gen Ed to the Open Electives category.

		1.	Requests for Changes of Majors

			a.	Anthropology

Motion: To approve changes to the Anthropology major (Intrieri/Razzaque)

The Chair of Sociology and Anthropology, Tawnya Adkins Covert, explained that, similar to Psychology, in order to comply with the university’s new General Education curriculum, Gen Ed courses for both majors are being moved into Open Electives to provide additional flexibility for students. She stated that the department wanted to keep the new Multicultural Perspectives graduation requirement as broad as possible, so they will allow students to complete it with any approved foreign language requirement, any course designated as Multicultural, or any approved study abroad program. 

Ms. Van Dyke noted that ANTH 424 says it is repeatable up to 6 s.h. for different projects. She asked if only 3 s.h. may count toward the major. Dr. Adkins Covert confirmed this is correct. Ms. Van Dyke noted that ANTH 426 indicates it is repeatable to 12 s.h. and asked if only 6 s.h. can count toward the major. Dr. Adkins Covert confirmed this is correct because field schools can be quite intensive, and although a student may work all summer in a field school, the department cannot give them that many hours toward completion of the major. 

Changes:
· Change proposed minor hours to 16 rather than “same.”
· Under Summary of Changes, replace 31 with 34 hours to address the change to General Education.
