A. 	Curricular Requests from the School of Music
		1.	Request for New Course
			a.	MUS 198, K-Pop, J-Pop, and C-Pop, 3 s.h.
				Motion: To approve MUS 198 (Robinett/Blankenship)
Music professor Hong-Da Chin told CCPI the course will explore K-Pop (Korean pop music), J-Pop (Japanese pop music), and C-Pop (pop music from China). The course will discuss how this music developed and how that history has shaped today’s music. Ms. Van Dyke observed that the course is requesting General Education designation. Ms. Hamm responded that the course has been submitted to the Council on General Education (CGE) and will be on their April 6 agenda. She added that the new course request can go forward to Faculty Senate once approved by CCPI, and the Gen Ed designation can follow once it is approved by CGE.

1. 	Requests for Changes in Titles, Division, Course Descriptions, and Prerequisites
		a.	FOR 200, Introduction to Forestry, 3 s.h.
				Current:	Introduction to Forestry
Professional orientation and survey of forests and forestry. Introduction to basic forestry concepts and techniques.

				Proposed:	Principles of Community Forestry
Introduction to science-based principles and skills used in the community forestry industry, including: benefits of trees and forests; tree anatomy and biology; forest ecology; urban forestry and agroforestry; tree ID; chainsaw safety and tree climbing; tree and forestry measurement methods; and invasive species management. 

				Motion: To approve FOR 200 (Bowers Sharpe/Burke)

Dr. Robinett observed that all of the courses are included in the new minor and asked what the School of Agriculture is trying to do with these changes. Paul Blome, Senior Agricultural Research Technician, told CCPI he came to WIU after many years in the community forestry industry, and there are a lot of companies looking for graduates in this field. Mr. Blome thinks the new minor will attract students interested in this field of study, and he is well situated to help them find excellent positions in the industry. Dr. Robinett asked if all of the course changes are geared toward creating a cohesive minor; Mr. Blome confirmed they are. He noted that the term “urban forestry” tends to make students think it is exclusive and not applicable to smaller rural communities, but WIU draws a lot of students from these areas. He wants students to understand that this minor applies to all different sizes of communities, and the skills students learn can be applied to all of them. 

Ms. Prosise recommended that “2 hrs. lect.; 2 hrs. lab” be removed from the course description because it is not considered to be part of the description. Mr. Blome stressed that it is important for students see this specification because they need to know that this course is not primarily taught in the classroom. Ms. Prosise assured him that this information will remain in the undergraduate catalog but stated that it should be removed from the form.

Identification, distribution, economic importance, and growing requirements of common native and ornamental deciduous and evergreen trees and woody shrubs for use in urban and rural landscapes and agroforestry. Prepare students for portions of the ISA Certified Arborist exam.

				Motion: To approve FOR 208 (Robinett/Zellmann)

Mr. Blome explained that the School of Agriculture plans to streamline a couple of courses in their curriculum: FOR 208 and HORT 380, Woody Plant Identification. He noted that the Horticulture side of Agriculture has taken on new courses for their Cannabis minor, so their workload has been significant. It was noted that the Horticulture Woody Plant Identification class has a lot of overlap with the Dendrology class. Mr. Blome told CCPI that if these can be combined into FOR 308, he will cover both topics. He added that the name of the course is being changed from Dendrology to Woody Plant Identification and Dendrology partly because dendrology is not a common term that most students would recognize, and a more descriptive title might help students to know what they might learn in this course. 

Ms. Prosise pointed out that because there is quite a bit of overlap between FOR 208 and HORT 380, it is important to make sure there is sufficient difference between the two courses. She noted the rationale states that the changes are proposed to make the revised course offering equivalent to HORT 380. Agriculture professor Mark Bernards explained that HORT 380 will be removed from the catalog, and students minoring in Horticulture will take this course instead. He added that changes to the Horticulture minor will also be coming forward to CCPI to address this. Ms. Prosise asked if HORT 380 will be put into deep freeze; Dr. Bernards confirmed that it will. He added that formerly both courses were taught back-to-back and neither were regularly meeting their enrollment minimums. Ms. Prosise recommended that Agriculture Director Andy Baker send an email to her asking that HORT 380 be put into deep freeze. Dr. Bernards said he would prefer to see the course eliminated rather than put into deep freeze because Agriculture does not have sufficient staff to teach both classes and he does not expect that to change in the future. Dr. Robinett recommended that the school leave the course in deep freeze rather than eliminating it, adding that no one has to teach it but it could be helpful for it to stay there until current students go through the program.

Ms. Prosise recommended that a statement be added to the course description specifying that credit cannot be given for both courses. Mr. Blome asked if this would apply to students who have already taken both courses. Chair Goodwin asked if those students who have taken both in the past could retroactively lose that credit. Ms. Prosise replied that students who took the course in the past would have taken it as FOR 208, not 308, and the statement would prohibit credit being given for FOR 308 and HORT 380, so it would not be an issue.

Dr. Tasdan asked if two hours of lecture and four hours of lab is standard; Mr. Blome responded that it is. He added that two hours of lab equals one ACE in Agriculture.

				Proposed:	Community Forest Management
Management principles for urban and rural community forests. Topics include: tree planting, conducting an Arbor Day program, tree inventories, tree advocacy, tree risk assessment, tree valuation, vegetation management, utilitarian uses for trees in cities, farms, and residential properties. Topics covered will prepare students for portions of the ISA Certified Arborist Exam. 
Prereq: FOR 200 or permission of instructor

Motion: To approve FOR 407 (Tasdan/Zellmann)

Dr. Robinett pointed out that his department, Recreation, Park and Tourism Administration (RPTA), offers programming which also deals with outdoor areas. He asked if there is something unique about Arbor Day programs. Mr. Blome replied that students hired as community foresters will want to promote trees through such programs as Arbor Day. He added that communities that achieve the Tree City USA designation are required to conduct annual Arbor Day programs, and this course will prepare future community foresters to conduct these types of programs for their prospective towns. Dr. Baker explained that Mr. Blome works with local elementary schools, and WIU students plant a tree at the school. Mr. Blome added that every student is required to get permission from a school to conduct a tree lecture for their students on the importance of trees and Arbor Day and discuss proper tree planting. Dr. Robinett said this addresses his questions.

			a.	Community Forestry

				Motion: To approve new minor (Bowers Sharpe/Zellmann)

Ms. Prosise recommended moving “FOR 200 or HORT 180” out of Core Courses and into Directed Electives because normally students do have a choice of two courses in the core. Dr. Bernards explained that students have to take one of these courses before they can take any of the other courses. He stressed that these courses are the foundation for the minor because they both concentrate on plant science and problems for plant growth. He thinks students tend to skip over Directed Electives and concentrate on Core Courses because they want to take upper-level classes first, but by including “FOR 200 or HORT 180” in Core Courses, he is trying to show that they must be taken before anything else in the list. Ms. Prosise stated that because minors do not, strictly speaking, have cores, she withdraws her recommendation. 

Change: Add “Select a minimum of 3 s.h. from list” above the list of Directed Elective courses.

		1.	Requests for New Courses

			a.	ENGR 374, Electrical Circuits II, 3 s.h.

				Motion: To approve ENGR 374 (Robinett/Zellmann)

Engineering  professor Il-Seop Shin explained that Electrical Engineering is a pretty new program for WIU. This is the program’s third year of operation, and it just received ABET accreditation. Dr. Shin said that a new faculty member has been hired to improve enrollment, and the new courses are designed to provide more options for students. He stated that the change to the Electrical Engineering major will provide students two emphases to choose from as well as the new courses, which align with the expertise of Engineering faculty. Dr. Shin told CCPI that when Electrical Engineering started three years ago, there were three students; now there are 24 students, and as of last Friday there were 54 applications for next year with 51 admitted. He added that the program is expected to increase its enrollment significantly over the next few years, especially since achieving ABET accreditation, and the new courses are necessary to make that happen.

Ms. Bowers Sharpe asked if there is any overlap with Physics courses or if Physics courses teach more about the underlying concepts. Dr. Shin replied the proposed courses are more specifically concentrated on electrical engineering.

				Motion: To approve ENGR 375 (Burke/Zellmann)

Dr. Shin explained that this course is connected to electrical machines, such as electrical energy generators, and is designed as part of the sequence of courses to be included in the core of the revised Electrical Engineering major. Ms. Prosise observed that once Faculty Senate and the Provost approve the course, that does not necessarily equate to an increase in the budget for new equipment that may be necessary for this course. Dr. Shin stated that the program is trying to utilize equipment already available. He added there may be the opportunity to secure additional equipment through outside funding. He does not expect any significant issues going forward.

Change: Reduce course description to stay within 40-word limit by removing “Introduction to” and “Coverage of” at beginning of first and second sentences, and replacing with a slash the “and” between machines and circuits.

Dr. Shin explained this course teaches about the electronics that go into power equipment or power systems. He said it covers not only the smaller scale electronics but also the high-voltage and high-amperage electronics systems that control electric power to buildings and facilities. 

Change: Reduce course description to 40 words by changing “Introduction to” to “Introduces” and changing “Coverage of” to “Covers.”

Dr. Shin explained this course teaches about the systems required for power generation, distribution, and management. Dr. Robinett asked if the C or above requirement applies to both prerequisite classes; Dr. Shin replied that it does. He said a C or above is required for all math, science, and engineering courses in order for students to register for the Senior Deign Project class and to graduate.

Change: Specify in prerequisites that a C or above is required in both ENGR 220 and ENGR 374.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Dr. Shin explained that one concept of microgrids is when an individual installs solar panels to power their home and is able to sell the surplus electrical energy. He said this may be similar to the power grids in the U.S. but on the micro level.

Dr. Shin noted that Electrical Engineering has never had an independent study course available to cover special topics not offered in their other courses. He thinks this course will provide flexibility for the program. Ms. Prosise observed that 498 is a number specifically reserved for independent study courses. She added that if this course number was changed to 498, it would free up the number 492 to use when another new class needs to be offered. School of Engineering and Technology Director Rafael Obregon explained that there is already an ET 492 class, and the school is considered cross-listing the two. Ms. Prosise said that is a good reason to keep the number at 492.

	a.	ENGR 490, Engineering Senior Design, 2 s.h., repeatable to 4 s.h.
		Current:	Engineering Senior Design, 2 s.h., repeatable to 4 s.h.
Students working in teams solve an industry selected problem. Students will be required to research, provide analysis and solutions to assigned projects. The course will also focus upon communication, team building, and critical thinking skills.
Prereq: Only available to majors in the School of Engineering. C or above in all required Math, Science, and core courses (except for ENGR 491); also complete all except up to 9 s.h. in Emphasis of Study with a C or above

Proposed:	Engineering Senior Project, 1-3 s.h., repeatable to 4 s.h. in two consecutive semesters
	Students complete an assigned and/or industry sponsored project that is ‘open ended’ and requires research, analysis, decision making, data interpretation, the reporting of results, and a final presentation. Team building, communication, and critical thinking are emphasized. 
	Prereq: Only available to engineering majors in the School of Engineering and Technology; C or above in all required Math, Science, and core courses (except for ENGR 491); approval of the instructor

Motion: To approve changes to ENGR 490 (Zellmann/Bowers Sharpe)

Engineering professor Blair McDonald explained this is a capstone course serving all Engineering degrees, and the design projects have displayed different aspects within the discipline. He said that mechanical and electrical engineering student projects align well, but civil engineering does not always exhibit the same kinds of projects. He said civil engineers design sewer systems, dams, waterways, for example, while the other two have projects that involve building prototypes of working machines. He noted that civil engineering students are not going to build a roadway or roundabout for their projects, so civil engineering projects have migrated to a different format. 

Dr. McDonald told CCPI the other engineering disciplines need 2 s.h. and two semesters for their projects, but civil engineering projects can often be accomplished in 1 s.h. over one semester. He said in order to use the same course, it needs to be flexible with variable credit hours. Dr. McDonald added that during the last accreditation visit, some program examiners brought up the idea that design courses should only be taught by professional engineers, so “design” is being removed from the course title. 

Ms. Van Dyke remarked that the proposed repeatability of 4 s.h. in two consecutive semesters will not be able to be programmed. She said the two consecutive semesters will have to be handled through advising. Dr. Shin stated that advisors must make sure students register for both semesters of coursework so this should not be a problem. Dr. McDonald added that students must register for fall first, followed by spring, because when they tried spring/fall students were not as successful. He said the school has also been signing a lot of waivers with the current prerequisite language.

			a.	Civil Engineering

				Motion: To approve changes to Civil Engineering major (Robinett/Zellmann)

Dr. McDonald told CCPI that Civil Engineering has been a very rigid program; students only have a choice when they pick their third physics or chemistry class to enroll in and when they choose their third science course (biology, geology, or geography). He noted that the requirement to take Engineering Electrical Circuits was moved from Core Courses to Directed Electives, but students will be required to take two fundamentals of engineering courses, which broadens the base of the degree and the understanding of courses outside of the civil engineering discipline. Students will also be able to take 6 s.h. from the newly approved courses, which will be offered as electives, which Dr. McDonald said was accomplished by leveraging existing courses. He said Civil Engineering has eliminated its internship requirement and reduced the Senior Project requirement from 4 s.h. to 1 s.h. Additionally, a CTSM survey class, which is currently taught in the Construction Management program, was added to the core; Dr. McDonald said the advising committee has been asking for this for several years. He noted that these changes will drive the total hours up from 120 to 127 but will provide a much more attractive degree, which he thinks students will enjoy more and that they will be better served by these changes.

He noted that six courses have been developed with the help of the additional faculty member for the program – four core courses and two directed electives. Additionally, separate emphases will be offered to give students more options for study.

English Chair Marjorie Allison told CCPI the changes represent bookkeeping for the department. She said the department’s other survey courses were moved to the 300-level a couple of years ago, so this change would make this course more in line with them. She added that majors could then take this course as a directive elective. The course will be submitted to the Council on General Education on April 6 because Dr. Allison says Gen Ed designation should make the course more attractive to transfer students.

		1.	Requests for New Courses

			a.	MATH 106, Mathematics for Elementary Teaching I, 3 s.h.

				Motion: To approve MATH 106 (Zellmann/Burke)

Mathematics professor Jim Olsen explained the changes were suggested by conversations between the School of Education and their advisors and took about a year of discussions to put together. He said the goal of the changes is to make WIU more transfer friendly. He explained that Mathematics changed its program about 12 years ago and developed their own concoction of courses, but it has not worked well for transfers. He thinks these changes will remove the barriers for students to move through the program. He noted that Mathematics for Elementary Teaching I and II were previously offered, but when the changes were made 12 years ago they were replaced by MATH 260. They are now considered to be new courses. 

Ms. Prosise asked if MATH 260 will be deleted. Dr. Olsen replied that it will not because he would like to teach it one more time in the fall for students already in the pipeline. Dr. McQuillan asked if students can get credit for taking this course and MATH 260. Dr. Olsen replied that he does not think anyone would want to take both because students will have to choose which catalog they will stay with and use for their programs. Ms. Prosise does not see this as being an issue. Dr. Robinett asked if MATH 260 could be put into deep freeze after next year; Ms. Prosise replied that it could be after the department is done teaching it. She explained that once courses have been in deep freeze for ten years, they are put on the list to be permanently deleted, but departments can ask that a course be retained.

Ms. Van Dyke asked if both MATH 106 and 206 are Gen Ed. Dr. Olsen replied that many years ago a compromise was made so that every student would take Mathematics for Elementary Teaching I and II, which would include one course which is Gen Ed and attached to the other course. He said MATH 106 is not a Gen Ed course but MATH 206 will be submitted to the Council for General Education.

Dr. Olsen noted that Education programs will be changing relative to these new courses and others. He said these courses are taken by lots of majors – Elementary Education, Special Education , Middle School Teaching – but after students take the first two courses (106 and 206), there is a divergence, and 266 is only taken by Elementary Education majors and is an optional course for Special Education majors. He added that Early Childhood majors will not be taking this course because they are not being held to as many standards as elementary and middle school majors. Dr. Olsen added that MATH 266 picks up the additional algebra and statistics requirements from the state.

· Correct the course number in the heading from 236 to 266.

Dr. Robinett asked if the course requires both college permission and School of Education permission; Dr. Olsen responded this is normally handled through advising.

Dr. Olsen explained the minor in Middle Level Mathematics Teaching has to be at least 24 hours in order to meet state guidelines, but at WIU the minor has to be 24 hours at most, so basically the minor has to be exactly 24 s.h. As a result, MATH 402 was reduced to 2 s.h. a couple of years ago, but with the other changes being made today it can be returned to 3 s.h.

Dr. Lee explained these changes allow the School of Education to change the math course requirements for all Elementary Education options. Chair Goodwin asked why the request forms indicate that all directed Gen Ed is to be removed. Dr. Olsen replied that this is part of the effort to remove barriers due to the teacher shortage. He stated that a student may start their career in a community college with a different major, then transfer in a lot of Gen Ed courses to WIU’s teacher education program only to find they had to take additional directed Gen Ed courses. He said the state board in Springfield is asking programs to not require additional General Education for students wanting to pursue careers as teachers, but WIU advisors will encourage students to take these courses in order to be better prepared for their future careers. Ms. Prosise said she is happy to see this change since it will reduce the Gen Ed requirement from 46 hours to 43. 

Change: For the Multilingual Education Option, change the title of the Other category to Additional Licensure/Accreditation Requirements. Ms. Van Dyke stated this will make the requirement clearer for students, while Ms. Prosise added that it otherwise appears that these Other courses are not counted in the major GPA.
