She stated, though, that if CCPI would give her the authority to eliminate the semester hour ranges in the Minor and Open Electives categories, she would be happy to do that, while other changes would still come to CCPI. Chair Burke asked what the best way would be to make this official. Ms. Hamm responded a motion and vote would be needed.

Motion: To allow Ms. Prosise to reduce semester hour ranges to single semester hours number and for this to be considered a minor change (Sheng/Piletic)

Ms. Hamm asked if ENG 180 needed to be added to the prerequisites because a recent communication from the WID Council seemed to indicate they wanted it spelled out that 180 is a prerequisite for 280. Jessica Lin, Director of the School of Accounting and Business Administration, said she would be fine with that. Ms. Prosise observed that some WID courses in the catalog specify just ENG 280 while others specify both courses, and she would like to standardize that at some point. She does not necessarily think those would have to come to CCPI to add ENG 180 since it is a prereq for 280; she would look at it as more of a correction. Chair Burke agreed.

Motion: To approve changes of existing courses (Doh/Piletic)

Engineering and Technology professor Denise Gravitt noted that CSTM 348 will no longer be taught and will be replaced by ET 448 in both majors. Ms. Prosise asked if it is correct that CSTM 320 and ET 320 will remain cross-listed, but BCOM 320 will no longer be cross-listed with them; since BCOM is the WID course, the WID designation will be removed from CSTM 320 and ET 320, and there are changes to the prerequisites and description for CSTM 320 and ET 320 but none for BCOM 320. Engineering and Technology Director Rafael Obregon confirmed that is correct. 

Ms. Prosise suggested that “sophomore standing” be used rather than “status” because she looked through similar courses and “status” is not typically used. She asked if the permission of instructor only applies to the sophomore standing; Dr. Gravitt replied that she thinks that is the case. She explained the course used to be taken in a student’s junior year, but the school is trying to now open it up to sophomores; if any student below sophomore level wanted to take the course, it would require special permission. Ms. Prosise suggested that in that case a semicolon be added before the sophomore standing part of the prerequisites. 

Ms. Prosise asked why ET 448 is 400-level if sophomores or even a freshman student can take it; the only students who would need special permission are freshmen, and she wonders whether freshmen should really take a 400-level course. Dr. Obregon clarified that freshmen will not be allowed to take this course; only sophomores would need permission. Chair Burke asked if the prerequisites then should require sophomore standing AND permission of instructor rather than OR permission of instructor. Dr. Gravitt explained that ET 448 is also a G course; it formerly had no prerequisites, and students from sophomores to seniors took it. She said CSTM 348, which the school is trying to combine into this course due to staffing reductions, was not open to sophomores, so the prerequisites of the two were not the same. She said this is why the school wants to allow sophomores to be able to take ET 448. Dave Hunter, Engineering and Technology professor, asked if it would be more appropriate to require junior standing or permission for ET 448; Dr. Gravitt replied that would not work because the course will be a prereq to the CSTM internship, and sophomores would have to get special permission to take it if they planned to do an internship. Dr. Hunter suggested that instructor permission be removed entirely, leaving sophomore standing. Both Dr. Gravitt and Dr. Obregon agreed with this suggestion.
			
			Changes: 
· For both CSTM 320 and ET 320, change proposed prerequisites to add a comma after CSTM and a semicolon after minor.
· For both CSTM 320 and ET 320, hyphenate industry-appropriate.
· For ET 448 proposed prerequisites, add a comma after CSTM and a semicolon after minor, as well as replacing “sophomore status or permission of instructor” with just “sophomore standing.”

Ms. Bowers Sharpe remarked that there was discussion at Faculty Senate recently about adding back into programs the former Gen Ed courses which had to go through IAI and are now reapproved for General Education. She asked if there were any cases like this in the three changes of majors. Dr. Gravitt replied that there was one case in the CSTM major where a course that had been removed from Gen Ed was added back in after IAI approval. She explained that the pre-filled form Ms. Prosise had provided to the school before PHYS 114 was reapproved as Gen Ed had the General Education courses moved out of Other and into the Directed Gen Ed category, but when she added this back in she put it in the Other category but indicated that it should be retained. She added that PHYS 150 will no longer be included because it is not Gen Ed any more. She noted that, similarly, PHYS 114 and 115 were added back into the Engineering Technology proposal in the Other category with a notation that they would be moved to Directed Gen Ed. Ms. Prosise recommended that the courses remain the way Dr. Gravitt has them listed for right now; the school can then revisit next year whether they should be moved into Directed Gen Ed. 

Ms. Van Dyke pointed out that the CSTM and Engineering Technology majors have a statement in their rationales indicating that “Our intention is for the General Education changes to be effective retroactively for all of 2024-25 academic year,” but this is not possible for Directed Gen Ed. Dr. Gravitt explained that anyone who had signed up to take PHYS 114 as part of their program in the fall would be unable to count it for Gen Ed unless it is counted retroactively; since this course has been added back into General Education, the school hoped that their students who took it any time this year could count it toward Gen Ed. Ms. Prosise stated that Interim Provost Mossman and Interim Associate Provost Pynes would have to weigh in on that because her understanding was that no Gen Ed approval would be retroactive to Fall 2024 unless its removal had adversely affected the number of semester hours required for a major. Dr. Gravitt pointed out that the General Education changes occurred last summer, and there was no way they could make the necessary program changes to accommodate the courses’ removal by Fall 2024. She asked if this means that any student taking the Physics courses last fall would not be able to count them toward Gen Ed. Ms. Prosise asked how many students this affects; Dr. Gravitt responded she does not do scheduling so does not know the number. She added that the program changes were submitted last October in an effort to try to address this, but because of everything that has happened CCPI is just now seeing the requests. 

Ms. Prosise asked Interim Associate Provost Pynes if he would be comfortable considering these on a case-by-case basis. Interim Associate Provost Pynes responded it could probably go through CAGAS and not be too big of a problem, but he will have to look into it more. He added that one option might be for students to switch to a newer catalog. Dr. Gravitt remarked she is not worried about students who are new to the program because they probably have not taken it yet, but sophomores may have taken PHYS 114 in the fall, when it did not have Gen Ed credit, so the school was trying to get them to have Gen Ed credit for that since the course is now back to being Gen Ed. Ms. Prosise remarked that if students came in under an earlier catalog, they would have Gen Ed credit for that course; both Ms. Van Dyke and Interim Associate Provost Pynes agreed that only students coming in under the 24-25 catalog would not have it counted as Gen Ed.
		
· For Engineering Technology, change current hours of Core Courses to 57 and indicate N/A in the existing column for Directed Electives. 
· For Mechanical Engineering:
· add #MATH 133 and #MATH 134 into Directed Gen Ed and indicate in the Other category that they have been removed;
· change the proposed hours in the Other category to 22;
· add an Open Electives row and indicate 1 s.h. in its proposed column;
· revise the title of the Special Courses category to Directed Electives;
· remove the hashtag from MATH 333 and PHYS 213 in the Other category because these are not Gen Ed courses;
· change proposed total hours for the major to 120 instead of 127, and change the hours that would count as both Gen Ed and another category to zero;
· in Summary of Changes #6, change MATH and PHYS to CHEM or PHYS, and include explanation for moving the two MATH courses from Other to Directed Gen Ed. 
· For the CSTM and Engineering Technology rationales, remove the statement that the intention is for Gen Ed changes to be effective retroactively.
· For CSTM, in the last paragraph of the Rationale for Change, remove reference to “the removal of ET 346” and in the same sentence change Open Electives to 11 s.h.

Motion: To approve the new independent study courses (Bowers Sharpe/Sheng)

Ms. Prosise pointed out that course number 298 is reserved for independent or individualized study. She asked if the school chose 199 because they want to market the courses to high school students; Dr. McQuillan confirmed this. 

Interim Associate Provost Pynes related that the Registrar has told him the new Colleague system will allow for variable courses but not for variable and repeatable courses. He asked if Ms. Van Dyke has heard of this; she responded that it will cause a lot of problems, but there are a lot of courses that will be affected by this. Interim Associate Provost Pynes asked if this could be solved by changing the courses to 1-6 s.h. Ms. Van Dyke asked if it would be better to have them be 1 s.h. courses repeatable to 3 s.h. Computer Sciences Director Dennis DeVolder remarked that in that case students would not be able to take the course for more than 1 s.h., but Ms. Van Dyke pointed out that if a student wanted to take 3 s.h. in one semester, they could register for the course three times. Dr. McQuillan said he would prefer to make the courses 1-3 s.h. and cancel the repeatability rather than forcing it to be 1 s.h. Interim Associate Provost Pynes stated that because the problem already exists, CCPI can vote on the proposals as is with the understanding that the variability along with repeatability may go away in the future. He recommended that CCPI go ahead and vote on the three but realizes this will become a problem at some point. Chair Burke asked if Computer Sciences wants to keep the proposals as is; Dr. McQuillan responded that they do and will see what happens down the road.

Ms. Prosise pointed out that the Computer Science major says “see change of emphasis” for the Computer Science and the Artificial Intelligence and Big Data emphases, but there is no change of emphasis for these two. She suggested it might be better to indicate “see catalog” instead because it might be a problem for Faculty Senate if the form says “see change of emphasis” but there is not one.

Ms. Van Dyke pointed out that CS 214 has a coreq of MATH 128, but that course is not required for this major, so the school may want to consider whether they want to remove that coreq. Ms. Prosise added that since MATH 333 is required for the major, MATH 128 may not be necessary since students who are able to do calculus could probably handle MATH 128. Dr. McQuillan thinks the school still wants MATH 128 as a coreq for students who are not ready for calculus. Ms. Prosise noted that MATH 333 has MATH 129 as prereq, and MATH 129 has MATH 128 as prereq. Dr. McQuillan added that MATH 128 was included because students who are deficient in math should not go right into CS 214. 

Changes: 
· For Computer Science major, change “see change of emphasis request” to “see catalog” in two places in the Emphasis section, and in Directed Electives change “see change of emphasis requests” to singular “request.”
· For the Cybersecurity major, change proposed Open Electives to 8 s.h.

EAGIS professor Jongnam Choi observed that the Meteorology major has two options, one of which has over 48 hours, making it comprehensive. He asked if this can still be treated as an option or must become its own major. Ms. Prosise replied that there are other programs – such as Secondary Education majors, Math Teacher Education, History Teacher Ed, and more – where one option is comprehensive but others are not, so this is allowable. 

Changes:
· For Applied Meteorology:
· put SAME in the proposed column for the Minor; 
· in Summary of Changes, change Directed Electives from 17-16 s.h. to 17-9 s.h. in the first instance and from 20-19 to 20-12 s.h. in the second instance of the penultimate bullet point;
· in Summary of Changes, change Open Electives from 2-13 s.h. to 2-20 s.h. the last bullet point.
· For Operational Meteorology:
· indicate REMOVE and 0 s.h. for the proposed Minor and add this to the Summary of Changes;
· in Summary of Changes, last bullet point, indicate that the changes increase open electives from 2-4 to 23 s.h. rather than from 2-4 to 7 s.h.
