			Dr. Intrieri remarked this course struck him as very peculiar because he could not believe that Education did not previously have an IEP course. He wonders how students were previously trained to conduct IEP meetings and administer the IEPs. Dr. Stevens explained that all of the content of the Special Education program has shifted around among the courses to revise the sequence in which the information and content is delivered to students. She said that for the other courses, Education was able to simply update the title and course description; they tried to do that for SPED 405, as well, but it was decided that the changes were too different and that it should be proposed as a new course. She added that the IEP content has always been there.

			Chair Burke remarked the justification and the course description did not seem to mesh well, based on what Education wants the new course to be. She noted that the course description discusses examining federal, state, and case laws, while the justification concentrates more on how to use the IEP. She wonders if Education would like to add something about IEPs in the course description because it seems disjointed to her. Dr. Intrieri agreed that for clarity’s sake it would be important to have that information in the description. School of Education Director Jim LaPrad suggested adding “including the facilitation of IEPs” to the end of the course description.
