The Committee reviewed requests to change WID requirements for four

programs. The departments and courses were Agriculture (AG 340), Biology

(Science/Biology Teacher Certification option) (BIOL/CHEM/PHYS 482),

Chemistry (CHEM 401), and Engineering Technology (Construction

Management option) (ENG 493). All of these applications were forwarded to

Faculty Senate and approved by the Senate.

In the ongoing review of departmental WID requirements, members of the

committee met with instructors and department chairs in five programs:

Accountancy, Art, English & Journalism, Physics, and RPTA. In all cases we

found that the implementation of Writing in the Disciplines met or exceeded the

WID standards. In some cases we made suggestions for improving WID

instruction.

On September 26, 2003, the Committee presented a workshop on using peer

evaluation for developing students' writing. The workshop was presented in

conjunction with Faculty Friday and was open to all faculty.
