c) Review of WID survey
a. Secretary left the meeting at this point in the discussion, so minutes are not available for this section of the new business.

Addition to meeting minutes during the secretary’s absence as provided by Chair of the Council:

4.c The WID Council is scheduled to review courses for two colleges this year: CAS and
CBT. Given the large number of courses for CAS, it was decided to focus on CBT this semester.
Upon discussion, it was decided that the chair would send emails to individual instructors of
CBT courses requesting a copy of their syllabi and representative assignments.
The Council reviewed the current checklist for WID courses and discussed the copy of
the survey that had been used in the past for WID instructors. Revisions to the checklist were
proposed, and it was decided those revisions obviated the need for the survey. It was decided that
the survey should be divided into two issues: 1) what information was needed from instructors
regarding their WID course, and 2) what information did the Council want as part of their charge
to monitor the state of WID and to plan workshops and educational activities. The first issue
ultimately resolved itself with the revisions to the checklist. The second issue will be revisited in
the spring.
