4.  New Course Proposal

· There was a discussion about how this course is writing instruction in the discipline.
· The guests provided some context on the type of work SLPAs do and noted they would write out observation notes. 
· Observation notes, session notes, letters to parents & teachers were examples of writing the SLPAs would be doing.
· It was recommended to add page requirements as word count and/or page requirements were missing. 
· Concerns about not having a writing guide for the discipline were noted.
· The guests noted they will add the Clinic Manual as a required text as it has writing specific instructions in it.
· Concerns about not seeing writing through the entire semester were noted. 
· The guests noted they will add when assignments are due to show that writing is occurring throughout the semester. 
· Jennifer Birdoes agreed to finalize the syllabus with the above changes and get it to Nathan before 11am tomorrow, 3/25/25, so it can be discussed at Faculty Senate tomorrow. 

5.  COAS Course Review  

a) PHYS490 The following are comments/concerns:
a. Missing Eng. 180 prerequisite
b. Question about one of the course objectives. “The purpose of this course is to develop both oral and written presentation skills on research topics in physics. Students will learn how to present professional seminars as well as how to write scientific research papers in their area of study.”
i.  It was noted that this is more of a purpose rather than an objective. The instructor is encouraged to break out the WID course objective and ensure it is an objective.
b)  LAS495 The following are comments/concerns:
a. Missing Eng. 180 prerequisite 
b. Missing WID Statement
c. Needs more clarity on what the course is about. 
d. There was discussion about type of writing. The instructor is encouraged to incorporate more about the interdisciplinary writing. 
e. Typo in the course description.  
c) PSY323 (Blankenship) the following are comments/concerns:
a. Missing Eng. 180 prerequisite
b. Missing WID statement
c. Course objectives need to clearly indicate the writing perspective. 
d. There is no evaluation of writing and only an evaluation of the presentation.
e. There are only 2 assignments on writing, so it isn’t clear if writing is throughout the semester
f. It isn’t clear on the number of words and pages of writing. 
g. Presented findings section/assignment could also require the findings to be in writing and not just verbally. 
d) PSY323 (Lindeman) the following are comments/concerns:
a. No prerequisites listed, at all.
b. WID statement is noted twice on the syllabus.
c. Needs to be more specific about writing in the course objectives
d. Writing assignments seem to begin after spring break and then are throughout the remaining semester.
e. Page length/word count isn’t clearly stated.
f. Half of the grade is related to writing.
