Writing Instruction in the Disciplines (WID) Council
September 16, 2024

1. The meeting was called to order at 3:32 pm.

2. Approval of the agenda.

3. Approval of the minutes. NA

4. Election of Chair for 2024-2025. Nathan Miczo was elected chair of the council for 2024-2025.

5. Election of Recording Secretary. Kaycee Peterman was elected recording secretary for 2024-2025.

6. Review of Annual Report for 2023-2024. The council discussed the annual report from the prior year. It was determined that the council needed to focus upon three activities: 1) sending out a survey to WID instructors during the fall semester; 2) continuing the review of existing WID courses; 3) planning faculty workshop for the spring.
	1) there was discussion that the survey could be used to plan the spring workshop; Kaycee Peterman would provide a copy of the most recent survey
	2) no departments were reviewed during 2023-2024; the departments most recently reviewed were COFAC and COEHS; update: Kaycee Peterman will check on where we are at in the review process
	3) further discussion regarding spring workshop will take place at future meetings

7. 10-Day Enrollment Counts. The 10-Day Enrollment Counts were discussed. There were no classes whose enrollment exceeded the cap of 25 students. However, as noted last year, there were several classes with a very low enrollment. There was some discussion that WID courses with low enrollments could impede the conduct of certain WID activities as much as over-enrolled WID courses. Craig Tollini volunteered to compile an expanded list of WID courses. This list will then be used to contact instructors of under-enrolled courses to begin gathering information regarding the circumstances of those offerings. 

8. Replacement Members. It was decided that, for the fall 2024 semester, WID meetings would be held on Monday from 3:30 – 4:30. The chair would determine the date of future meetings and let the council members know. The chair would also contact Annette to see about replacement members for those unable to attend this time. The spring schedule would tentatively remain the same, with the understanding that it may need to be changed depending on members’ schedules.

9. Additional Business. A request was made to create a shared Google Drive to which relevant documents could be added. A council member stated that UTech could create a drive that would not be owned by any particular member and that could therefore become a permanent repository for WID documents. The chair stated he would contact UTech.
